The captain turned out to be a rea l fr iend by the 
end of our journey. He had a l o t of queat ions a t f i r s t but r e a l l y changed by 
the and of the t r i p ft almoat rece ived the i/ord with us in the dining room 
ona n i g b t l He aaid he'd pray l a t e r when be got to b i s room! 

Wa a r r i v e d In Heclfe e a r l y one Monday morning ft the immigrations o f f i c i a l s 
cams on board. I t waa easy to g e t stamped i n . However g e t t i n g through cus­
toms wi th a l l our baggage waa a l i t t l e d i f f e r e n t ! We had 21 volumea of bag­
gage ft, according to B r a a i l i a n l sw , wa had to aay what we had in each one, 
a t l a a a t g e n e r a l l y . Aa they opened everyth ing we had ft did a thorough aearch 
(a l though the Lord did make "seeing eyes bl ind* when i t Came to our MO Books, 
mags ft a few f i l e s ) , we were honest about what we had ft everything got 
c l e a r e d ! (Except for the video equipment, which we expect w e ' l l be able to 
pick up soon, D.V.!) H a l l e l u j a h ! 

One l a a t th ing that a l o c a l brother mentioned that we thought could be of 
belp to tbe Family coming here or a r r i v i n g a t other points in L.A. I s that 
aevera l people have s e n t i tems to tbe VS P.O. Box, sucb as pressure cookers 
it o ther household goods which they plan on picking up l a t e r .

?• WITNESSING CONDITIONS: 

This country used to be a 
"closed country", but now 
we are going on the attack 
in all areas. Litnessing, 
especially DTD, is great. 
Street litnessing can be 
done as well, but carefully. 
Donations are good, £ with 
a little hard work £ deter­
mination it is possible to 
support yourselves. Many 
souls are waiting to be 
saved, £ people are open to 
God's message. You defin­
itely need to apply the Let­
ter "Know Your Meat or Get 
Butchered" £ use wisdom. 
We recommend not using pol­
itical lit or free sex 
Komix, as this is legally 
banned here.

We 
don't know how often you 
can repeat this, but we 
applied for permanent res­
idency which we received 
without major problems 8 
months later (we had proof 
of some income). Germans £ 
Americans don't need any 
entrance visas. PG! 
U. LIVING CONDITIONS: 

Uruguay has a fairly normal 
standard of living. There 
are very rich people who 
are living very well, £ 
there are also a lot of 
poor people. But in general 
you can live comfortably. 
Apartments £ houses are 
rented for about $300 to 
$900; you can rent furnished 
or unfurnished. Buses are 
relatively cheap, £ long 
distances are usually trav­
elled by bus or plane. 
Montevideo is right on the 
beach, t you will be able 
to enjoy this during summer. 
There are plenty of banks, 
i you can exchange any of 
the usual currencies, like 
lollars, DM, SF etc. without 
problems. For travellers' 
cheques we had the best ex­
perience with American Ex­
press £ Thomas Cook; they 
are easy to cash. 
ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT IS 

EXPENSIVE BECAUSE IT IS IM­
PORTED. Food is cheap, and 
it is also easy to provision. 
But prices in general are 
not too low, ao it would be 
if benefit to be fairly well 
'quipped when coming. Teach­
ing jobs are fairly easy to 
get ( are usually well pay­
ing, about $8-$10 per hour. 
Inflation la high £ prices 
go up about 10% every 3 or 
it months.

for electronic items which 
need to be declared. We per­
sonally had no problems, £ 
another brother even brought 
a video recorder here from 
the U.S. without any prob­
lems or charges. Every pack­
age of mail over 1 kilo will 
get opened £ checked for 
value. Customs is not very 
interested in MO Books etc., 
as they don't look valuable 
to them. We had all our Mo 
Books £ Family material 
sent thru the mail for se­
curity £ received it without 
any problems. 

6. CLIMATE: Summer is be­
tween December £ February 
£ is nice £ hot (not too 

hot). It is also very humid 
here. The weather is usually 
good £ the sky is blue. Win­
ter is cold but without 
snow. It gets cold around 
May, £ warm winter clothes 
are needed. You need to be 
prepared for drastic changes 
in temperature. 

7. TAMILY MEMBERS: Monte­
video at this time is under­
staffed £ could absorb quite 
a bit more brave pioneers. 
There are a few more large 
cities to pioneer within 
Uruguay also. It is a small 
country with close to •* 
million people, so have 
this in mind, but there is 
a big job to do here.
