G1JPM! Before coming to stay with 
MWM. we used to sing as a trio. In 
Copenhagen, singing In restaurants ft 
private parties, and during those 
years we worked together we learnt a 
few things, practical lessons, that 
we thought someone out there night 
appreciate.,.so here we go... 

When we first started put we lUBt 
let loose with both barrels not think­
ing too much about the sound, but more 
about the inspiration. But as we 
started playing in "nicer" places, we 
had to learn to play more delicately 
as some of these places didn't always 
Invite screaming vocalists and bang­
ing guitars.—So we started working 
more on our vocals getting a nice 
blend of harmonies on the right places 
In the song, sort of like framing the 
picture and "clothing her lightly". 
One thing that is good to bear in 
mind here, la that all singers do not 
have the strength or volume in their 
voices. I for example have a tre­
mendously loud voice and used to sing 
only at the top of my voice; but if 1 
sang my back up harmony like that, 
with poor Rachel singing the lead, 
people would never hear Rachel, so I 
had to tone it down and sing a lot 
gentler and adapt my voice to her 
singing since she was singing the 
lead. 

One thing that a lot of people 
don't realise Is that the volume to 
the guitar that reaches the ear of

ut mikes. I s 
In the same 

the person playing i s much lower than 
what's heard by the people s i t t i n g 
r ight In front of you and the guitar , 
we'd often have people complain that 
a l l they could hear was the guitar ft 
l i t t l e s ing ing , and we f i n a l l y got 
the point and toned i t down. After a l l 
the words are the most important thing 
In our songs, and a lso a guitar sounds 
bet ter anyway when i t I s gently 
strummed or picked than when beaten up. 

Another good l i t t l e t ip whei 
out playing together witty -
to make sure you a l l sing 
d i rec t ion or one end of the room may 
end up l i s t e n i n g only to one of the 
harmonies and the others singing in 
the other d i r e c t i o n . 

One thing we learned from Jeremy 
was about our harmonies. We had only 
done three part harmonies and were 
pretty stuck on that, s inging three 
part harmonies In every song. But we 
now learned that If the two people 
doing the harmony do one harmony t o ­
gether , in unison, i t can rea l ly carry 
and some of the songs we arranged th i s 
way became some of our h i t songs. When 
Windy ft Joan sang together, they did 
several songs l i k e t h l e , both singing 
the lead together and i t was real ly 
powarful. Of course I t ' s the Spir i t 
that rea l ly carr ie s and counts, but 
these are Just some pract ical helps 
which you may not have thought of.
