2 . JUST BEFORE GOING TO SLEEP LAST NIGHT 
we had been discussing the events o f the day 
4 I t s acccmpl Ishments, as we 11 as perhaps 
some lacks, A I had said t o Maria: " I hope 
I'm doing my bes t ! I hope I'm doing what t he 
Lord wants me t o do & what 's best f o r the 
F a n l l y , & I hope our pub I I ca t l ons are being 
a rea l b l e s s i n g . I want t o be sure t h a t 
t h e y ' r e o f the Lord 4 according t o H i s w l I I 
4 what He wants . " 

3 . IT'S GOOD TO TAKE STOCK OF THINGS AT 
THE EtC OF THE DAY 4 t o r e f l e c t momentari ly 
on the day 4 I t s accompl Ishments, perhaps 
sometimes even I t s f a i l u r e s , 4 t o assess I t s 
values as t o whether you have r e a l l y made 
any progress t h a t day In God's Work 4 H is 
Wl11 4 what He wants you t o do . 

4 . HAS IT BEEN A DAY THAT THE LORD HATH 
MADE? Has I t been a day In which you have 
done H is wl11 4 He's had H is way? Has I t 
been a day t h a t you ' re thankful for because 
y o u ' r e sure t he Lord I s pleased w i th I t , 4 
the re fo re you ' re pleased w i th what has oc­
curred 4 what you have done t h a t day?

done our bes t f o r Jesus. I used t o sing t h a t 
o ld song:

WHEN HE HAS DONE SO MUCH FOR MEI" And 
you 've heard t he r e s t o f I t sung by TO on 
one o f our song tapes, a b e a u t i f u l o ld song 
o f assessing l i f e ' s values 4 accomplishments 
when we sometimes wonder I f we have r e a l l y 
done our bes t fo r Him 4 have we aocoropl Ished 
what He wanted us t o do? 

8 . HAS IT TRULY BEEN HIS LIFE LIVED FOR 
HIM, by His power 4 H is s t rength & His 
guidance In H i s w i l l , having the f r u i t s o f 
His S p i r i t 4 the f r u i t s o f His Word—soul s 
born I n t o the Kingdom o f God f o r e v e r ] — 
L i t t l e ones Ins t ruc ted In H is Word!—Older 
ones growing In the nu r tu re 4 the admonition 
o f the Lord 4 taught to serve Him 4 I Ive fo r 
Him, as wel I as d i e f o r Him I f necessary. 

9 . "WHAT HAVE YOU DONE WITH YOUR LIFE?" IS

10. MANY WHO HAVE HAD AFTER-DEATH EXPERI­
ENCES have t e s t i f i e d t h a t as the / faced t he 
Angel o f Death 4 Judgement a t the b r i g h t 
I Igh t a t the end o f the long tunnel of t h e 
darkness o f death , the quest ion which near l y 
a l I o f them say Is asked o f each one as they 
face God's Angel o f Judgement, I s : "What 
have you done w i t h your I I f e ? " 

1 1 . IT 'S A GOOD QUESTION TO ASK YOURSELF 
AT THE ENO OF EACH DAY: "WHAT HAVE I DONE 
WITH MY LIFE THIS DAY? WHAT DID I 00 FOR 
JESUS?" As another o l d song goes: "What wl11 
you do w i t h Jesus? Neutral you cannot be ! 
Sane day your hear t w i l l be ask ing , 'What 
w i l l He do w i t h me?'" 

12. WHAT HAVE I 0ONE WITH JESUS 4 WHAT 
WILL HE DO WITH ME? What have I done w l t t i my 
l i f e , 4 what w i l l He do about the way I have 
I Ived7 What wl11 be my reward. I f any, f o r 
f a l t h f u l serv ice? Have I pleased Him? Have I 



s a t i s f i e d Him? Have I done my best f j r Je ­
sus?—Or what w i l l be my shane fo r f a l l ures 
A shortcomings A disobediences A g e t t i n g o u t 
Of H is w i l l A not fo l low ing Him c l o s e l y 
enough, not acccmplIshlng what He wanted we 
t o do each day? 

13. I WONDER IF I'VE POKE MY BEST FOR

t i o n t h i s morning as I I ay t he re s t a r t l e d 
from sleep by t h a t o u t c r y , I watched I t s 
panoramic s to ry unfo ld before the eyes o f my 
mind o r my hear t or s p i r i t as the L o r j 
played i t back fo r me t h a t I might ranember 
i t the best I could t o pass onto you, be­
cause I knew I t was c e r t a i n l y a message f o r 
you A a l I o f usl 

1 5. AS IN SO MANY OF THESE DREAMS. FEEL 
THAT THERE WAS M3RE THAT HAD GONE BEF< RE, 
s e t t i ng the scene fo r the p a r t i c u l a r .'scen­
a r i o which Is most outs tanding A which I 
ranember bes t . L ike I t ' s a p a r t o f a r o v l e , 
one scene, sometimes several scenes, !ome-
tlmes j u s t one shot , so t o speak, g ives me 
the message the Lord wants me t o have A the 
p i c t u r e He wants me t o remember t o b r ing t o 
you fo r your b e n e f i t . 

16. THE FIRST THINE THAT I CAN REMEMBER 
NOW I S THAT IN THE DREAM I WAS SEEMI NG_Y~ 
STILL WORKING FOR FRED JORDAN, t he author o f 
"Church In the Hone" A the Soul CI I n l c , In 
which I go t my s t a r t In t h i s type o f m in ­
i s t r y . God b less him fo r the th ings t h a t he 
A they taught me In the way o f personal 
soul-winning A missionary work A evange l t s -
Ing the World—without bu i l d i ngs A churches 
A a l I o f the expensive f o l de ro l A super­
f luous equipment o f the g rea t church denomi­
nat ions o f today. 

17. THERE UNDER HIS BIBLICAL TEACHING AT 
HIS SOUL CLINIC SCHOOL I LEARNED THAT VE NO 
LONGER NEEDED GREAT CHURCH BUILDINGS A DE­
NOMINATIONS TO ACCCMPLISH GOD'S PtRPQSE ON 
EARTH. In f a c t , they were r e a l l y never

should not p e r i s h , but have eve r l as t i ng 

l i f e ! " (Jn .3 :16 . )—The Love o f God in Jesus 
A H is Sa lva t ion fo r you A ma. 

18. VE WERE TAUGHT THAT ALL WE NEEDED TO 
DO WAS GO OUT IN THE HIGHWAYS A THE BY-WAYS 
A THE HEDGES A COMPEL THEM TO CCME INI 
(Lk .14 :23. ) Witness t o them where they a re ! 
Go ou t where the l o s t are t o be found A t o 
be g iven H is Love A H is Good News o f the 
Gospel o f Salvat ion In Jesus!—Without bene­
f i t o f b u i l d i n g s or great denominations or 
any o f t he t rapp ings o f the modern r e l ig lous 
system, but simple f a i t h , s imple s a l v a t i o n A 
a simple Gospel fo r s imple people t o s imply 
bel ieve A rece i ve A be saved A simply serve 
Him t o t he bes t o f your a b l l I t y In w i tness ­
ing throughout a l I t h e World t o every c rea ­
t u r e you poss ib ly can His s imple Gospel o f 
Sa l va t i on , summed up In H is Love In H is Son 
C h r i s t Jesus A His death on the cross fo r 
our s i ns t h a t we might be saved A fo rg iven A 
serve Him A win o the rs t o Him! 

19. SO I HAVE FOLLOWED THAT SCRIPTURAL 
TEACHING A THAT NEW TESTAMENT PATTERN TO THE 
BEST OF MY ABILITY EVER SINCE, f i r s t going 
o u t A wi tness ing t o t he churches A t r y i n g t o 
g e t them t o go ou t i n t o the harvest f i e l d s 
so wh i te A plenteous A br ing them I n . But I 
found the churches hardened In hear t A co ld 
In a t t i t u d e A lazy In response A unrecept lve 
t o the message of s imple se rv i ce f o r God's 
Sa lva t ion in wi tness ing t o t he simply l o s t , 
wherever they may be . 

20 . SO I FOUND THAT FRED WAS RIGHT. THE 
CHURCHES WOULD NOT RECEIVE IT ! Most o f the 
C h r i s t i a n s would not r ece i ve I t ! I would say 
almost 95-98? re jec ted i t . In an average 
church o f say 100 members, maybe on ly two or 
three would r e a l l y rece ive the message, A 
usua l l y had already been obeying I t A doing 
the best they could In wi tness ing t o 
o t h e r s — f a n l l y , f r i e n d s , neighbours, even 
o u t on t h e s t r e e t corner passing t r a c t s or 
down on Skid Row t a l k i n g t o the bums. Usua l ­
l y t he re was one or two or t h ree In almost 
every rea l Gospel-preaching church who no t 
on Iy heard the Gospel A were no t on Iy hear­
e r s o f t he Word, but doers a l so ! ( J a . l : 2 2 . ) 

2 1 . SO WE FINALLY GOT FEDHJP WITH TRYING 
TO PERSUADE THE CHURCH PEOPLE TO GET OUT A 
DO THE JOB THAT GOD HAS CALLED US ALL AS 
CHRISTIANS TO DO! They were al ready too 
hardened A Insulated aga ins t H is se rv i ce by 
the Church System A I t s leadership I n to Jus t 
being s a t i s f i e d w i t h s i t t i n g In t h e i r pews a 
few hours a week, perhaps even on ly a few 
minutes on Sunday morning: " L e t t he preacher 
do the Job , l e t the miss ionary do the j o b , 
t h a t ' s what we pay them f o r ! We ' l l I I v e our 
own I Ives as we please a l I t he r e s t o f the 
week A I I v e s e l f i s h l y f o r ourse lves A our 
own fam l I l es A our own homes A our own j obs 
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A our own money A our own l uxu r i es A l e t the 
r e s t o f the World go t o He l I as f a r as we ' re 
concerned! 

22 . "OH. WE'LL GIVE A FEW PENNIES TO THE 
MISSIONARIES A w e ' l l g i ve qu i t e a few d o l -
l a r s t o our church A I t s pastor f o r our 
beau t i f u l bu i l d i ng A h i s love ly sermons t h a t 
t l o x l e our ears on Sunday mornings A a l I 
t h i s gorgeous music A c h o i r s inging A ocm-
f o r t a b l e cushioned pews In an a l r - c o n d f -
t loned atmosphere, bu t we ' re c e r t a i n l y n o t 
going t o waste much o f our money on the 
heathen, t he fo re igners , t h e pagans A un­
saved In far-away lands t h a t we d o n ' t even 
unders tand! " 

23. IN FACT. M3ST CHURCHES ONLY GIVE ABOUT 
Sit OF THEIR ENTIRE INCOME TO FOREIGN MIS­
SIONS A THE POOR MISSIONARIES who are t r y i n g 
t o do the b igges t Job o f a l I t h a t God has 
cal led us aJJ t o do! On t he average, most 
denonI nat ions on ly spend about 5 cents o u t 
o f the d o l l a r on missions A miss ionar ies o u t 
o f t h e i r e n t i r e Income, most o f which I s 
spent on t t i e l r church bui ld ings—none A more 
b u i l d i n g s , more A more expensive p roper t i es 
A luxur ious fu rn ish ings A g rea t p ipe organs 
A expensive p u l p i t s A cho i r s A h igh -sa la r ied 
preachers! And less A less Is spent on t h e 
poor miss ionar ies A t h e i r toughest j ob o f 
a l l o f going In to a l l t he World A preaching 
t he Gospel t o every c rea tu re ! 

24 . I 'M GLAD THAT I CAME FROM A 0000 
DENOMINATION. THE CHRISTIAN MISSIONARY AL­
LIANCE. GOD BLESS THEM. WHO WERE VERY MIS­
SIONARY-MINDED A who were unusual g i ve rs A 
claimed the record o f g i v i n g the la rges t 
percentage per cap i t a t o missions o f any 
denomination In ex lstenoe a t the t ime! Some 
20-25H o u t o f every dol l o r was spent d i r e c t ­
l y on miss ions, miss ionar ies A preaching t he 
Gospel In a l l t he World t o every c rea tu re ! 

25. BUT STILL THAT WAS 75* SPENT ON BUILD­
INGS A PREACHERS A SERVICES A MEETINGS A 
comfor table pews A a l l t he fu rn ish ings o f 
t he church bu i l d i ngs A I t s church-bu i ld ing 
system which wastes so much o f God's p re ­
c ious money A the prec ious funds o f His Own 
people, Instead o f being spent on the most 
Important j o b o f a l I , o f preaching the Gos­
pel t o al I t he World!—Which they could have 
e a s i l y done w i thou t b u i l d i n g s A w i thout 
h igh-paid preachers, w i t h o u t a l l t h e fancy 
f u r n i t u r e A w i thou t j u s t p r e t t y I I t t l e Sun­
day morning serv ices once a week. 

26. JESUS INTENDED A CALLED FOR ALL OF HIS 
CHILDREN TO GO INTO ALL THE WORLD A PREACH 
THE GOSPEL TO EVERY CREATIREI-AII o f His 
C h r i s t i a n s , ^aU o f His Saved people, the 
True Church o f Jesus C h r i s t , the Body of 
Be l i eve rs , t t ie Cal led-Out Ones, t he Sa in ts , 
t h e Ecc les la o f God—not t h e bu i l d ings—but 

a l l H i s people! Every one! .AM o f you ! He 
says, " I have ordained you t o g o f o r t h & 
preach t he Gospel!

27. THE LORD INTENDED FOR EVERY CHRISTIAN

TIAN. M3RE CHRISTIANS. Just as you pi a n t any 
k i nd o f f r u i t , I f you p l a n t an app le , you 
g e t a whole t r e e f u l I o f app les . Or a pear, 
you g e t a t r e e fu l I o f pears! Or a mango, 
you g e t a t r e e fu l I o f mangoes! Or a coconut 
t r e e , you g e t a t r e e f u l I o f coconuts! Every 
C h r i s t i a n was Intended t o bury h i s l i f e In

32 . SO I GOT FED UP WITH THE CHURCHES A 
decided there was on ly one th ing t h a t cou ld 
be done, A t h a t was t o win f resh new young 
souls t h a t wore not ru ined by t h e pervers ion 
o f Church Ian I t y , A t o t u r n than t o C h r i s t A 
t o se t than o n - f l r e as I myself was o n - f l r e , 
t o wi tness A win souls A preach the Gospel 
In a l I t h e World f o r a wi tness t o every 
c rea tu re ! 

33. SO I STARTED BY HAVING A LITTLE SOUL-



WINNING MISSIONARY TRAINING SCHOOL CF MY OWN 
CALLED THE SOUL CLINIC, being s t i l l aranber 
of that organisation. And from our f i r s t 
I I t t l e school In Miami where we hac an aver­
age of 40 students or so, ws sent cut many 
missionaries to seven countries of the Car­
ibbean 4 South /America, our nearest mission­
ary f ields, our neighbours. 

34. T>€ LORD SAID. "LOVE THY NEIGHBOUR!", 
4 our nearest neighbours In Miami, - lorida 
were the Islands of the Caribbean 4 the 
nations of Latin Anerlcal So we sent as many 
missionaries as we could, as fast as we 
could t rain than to witness 4 win sxi ls for 
Jesus, 4 I was trenendousl y satisfl ' jd with 
the acccmpl Ishments of that tiny I I t t l e 
missionary school I 

35. BUT I WAS STILL NOT SATISFIED WITH 
WHAT COULD BE DONE! I realIsed that through 
the marvel lous modem new mediums oi' commun­
ication such as radio 4 television ve could 
reach manifold mil l Ions more. I f we could 
get the Gospel of Salvation on enough radio 
4 television stations. 

36. SO I STARTED IN MY HOME FIELD FOR MY 
PRESENT BOSS AT THE TIME. FRED JORDAN. 4 I 
TRAVELLED FOR NEARLY 15 YEARS SERVING HIM 4 
HIS PROGRAM. "CHURCH IN THE HOME", a real 
Gospel-preachIng program with lots of beau­
t i f u l music to get them to IIsten, 4 a short 
Gospel message, a half-hour show designed 
for radio 4 television. And I put that Gos­
pel program on over 1100 radio statl.xis 4 
over 300 television stations throughout the 
United States of America! 

37. BUT I WAS STILL NOT SATISFIEDI We were 
s t i l l only reaching the Gospel-satyr,ited, 
Gospel-hardened nation of the North, the 
richest nation on Earth which was rich In 
Truth 4 r ich in Gospel 4 with more Gospel 
being preached to those who heard more Gos­
pel than probably any other nation or the 
face of the Earth! 

39. I WOULD QFTEN ASX MYSELF THE QUESTION; 
"WHAT HAVE I DONE WITH MY LIFE? What an I 
doing with my IIfe? Am I real ly acccmpl Ish-
Ing God's highest 4 greatest purpose that He 
has In store for ma?"—And I always f e l t 
I Ike there was something greater, something 
more that I could do, surely something else 
that would reach more with more Gospel 4 win 
more souls to Jesus! 

40. ANO IN THOSE LAST YEARS OF MY PERSONAL 
SMALL FAMILY MINISTRY with my own I I t t l e 
family of four young teenagers, we travelled 
10,000 Miles of Miracles with my own Mother, 
their Grandmother, 80 years of age 4 s t l l I 
preaching the Gospel, s t i l l hearing from the 
Lord great messages of revelation 4 prophecy 
4 Interpretation 4 direct direction as to 
where to go 4 what to say 4 what to do 4 who 
to talk to! 

41. IT WAS JUST LIKE IN THE GOOD OLD DAYS 
OF THE EARLY CHURCH IN THE NEW TESTAMENT. 
THE BOOK OF ACTS, belrg direct ly led of the 
Lord fron pi ace to pi ace 4 person to person 
to acccmpl Ish His w i l l . His highest 4 His 
best, 4 follow God direct ly , closely 4 every 
Word that He gave us expl I c l t l y ! Many 
mighty miracles occurred which encouraged 
our fai th that God was with us 4 we ware 
working with Him 4 He was going to do great 
things for us 4 for those to whom we minis­
tered I TYJI PTL! Hallelujah! 

42. SO AT THE END OF THAT TOUR WHICH RAN 
FROM COAST-TO-CCAST OF AMERICA 4 FROM CANTOA 
TO THE CARIBBEAN, my Mother returned to her 
home In Californla 4 we soon heard a p i t i f u l 
plea frcm her: TMease cone over 4 help HB! 
Please come over 4 help these poor church 
people, a few of whan are trying to reach 
this new generation of strange young people 
called hippies! Please cane 4 help the hip­
pies!" 

43. WELL. AS WE TOLD THE STORY BEFORE, WE 
DIDN'T AT THAT TIME THINK VERY MUCH OF HIP-

38. SO AS I EVEN BECAME FED UP WI1T- TRYING £J£SJ We bel leved what we had heard, 4 a l -
