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(This ( M O M ( fcc larat ion of Revolution u s g iven in the Light Club Coffeehouse in 
Huntington Beach, C a l i f o r n i a , a f ter an unconventional and radical betrothal of two young 
Christ ian Revolut ionaries for the Lord! It marked the dramatic break with the e s t a b l i s h e d 
churches and systems of man which r e s u l t e d in the now-famous, worldwide explos ion of the

1. WE BELIEVE WHAT JESUS SAYS. NOT JUST WHAT THE PREACHERS SAY: The preachers say , 
"Go to church on SundayaBT^on' t forget to bring your money;* Jesus s a i d , "Go out i n t o 
the highways and the byways and compel them to come In!* And He wasn't ta lk ing abenrt a 
bui ld ing , He was ta lk ing about into the Kingdom of Sod, in to the Love of God! 

2 . THE AVERAGE CHURCH PREACHERS SAY TODAY, "BE SURE YOU FEED ME " JESUS SAID."FEED 
HY SHEEP'." The average church today says , "Let 's build a great buffnlng!" Jesus sa id , 
"Go out and ma ke d i s c i p l e s of a l l nat ions ." The average church says today, "Let 's organise 
s big d e n o m i n a t i o n ! " J e s u s sa id , "where two or three are gathered together in my name, 
there am I_ in the midst of them." 

3. THE AVERAGE CHURCH TODAY SAYS, "BE GOOD'. GO TO CHURCH AND YOU'RE A CHRISTIAN;" 
Jesus sa id , "Ha that keepeth my commandments, he i t i s that loveth me." And they sa id , 
"What *x* the grea te s t commandments?" He said,"To love God, and love thy neighbor as 
thyse l f ." Wow:—Nothing about going to churchy The grea te s t commandment of the church 
today i s , "Don't miss church on Sunday'." 

4. JESUS SAID,"DON'T HISS THE WILL OF GOOI Go out af ter the missing sheep. Don't 
wait for him to stagger in ." The average church today s a y s , "Be good. Go to church on 
Sunday and you're a Chr i s t ian ." You can l i v e l ike h e l l the re s t of the week as long as 
you enter the gate of heaven on Sunday. Ha: 

5. I WENT TO LAGUNA LAST NIGHT. SOMEONE THERE HAD INVITED US TO HAVE A BIBLE STUDY, 
a prayer meeting or talk or something, and my daughter asked me on the way down, "Hey, Dad, 
what are you going to s tar t in Laguna anyhow?" You don't know who I am, most of you 
don't - i t doesn' t matter who I am, I just happen to be David, the father of some of these 
k i d s . Sponsor for Teens For Christ who are now operating the Light Club. And I sa id to my­
s e l f , "Well, what am I going down there to s t a r t anyhow?" And I sat and pondered that 
quest ion. I to ld her , "I don' t know, I don' t r e a l l y know." 1 had an idea. So when I 
got there I f i n a l l y got up and gave the answer, and I s a i d , 

6. "HOW MANY PEOPLE DOES IT TAKE TO START A REVOLUTION?—BECAUSE THAT'S WHAT I'D LIKE 
TO START IN LAGUNA;• And when I began ta lk ing l i k e t h a t , we had a l i t t l e handful of nice 
people , these nice good Christ ian church people s i t t i n g in the back there to have a nice 
l i t t l e quiet meeting, and r+ien I began to t e l l them I wanted to s t a r t a r e v o l u t i o n , 1 wanted 

toupse t the s t a t u s quo, that I'm not a reformer, I don' t want to just change th ings , I want 
to turn them upside down and Inside out: I am not here to reform the churches, I am here 
to t e l l you that those bui ld ings have abso lute ly nothing to do with r e l i g i o n or Christianity*. 

7. I'M HERE TO START A REVOLUTION; I'm here to turn that system upside down and do 
what Jesus d i d , and show you what r e a l C h r i s t i a n i t y i s and what r e a l r e l i g i o n i s : And i t ' s 
not going to church on Sunday! I t ' s not a l o t of p ious , sanctimonious, ho l ier - than-thou 
"Oh, everything's so nice in our nice l i t t l e bui lding,and i s n ' t i t beaut i fu l , the pipe organ 
music, and Mrs. so -and-so ' s s i t t i n g on the other s ide of the church and I hate her gut s , 
but as l ea s t s h e ' s coming to our church anyhow, and the preacher's an old friend o f m i n e . . . , " 
and act ing l i k e , "This i s i t , man, t h i s i s where i t ' s at1." I t ' s not even c l o s e t o Chris t ian­
i t y : I t ' s not even c l o s e to what Jesus Christ preached: 

8. THE CHURCH TODAY IS ABOUT AS FAR AWAY FROM WHAT JESUS PREACHED AS CAPITALISM IS 
FROM COMMUNISM; I'm here to preach revolut ion:—A revo lu t ion of the New Church of Jesus 
C h r i s t , t o turn upside down and do what Jesus said to do! He never said t o build one s i n g l e 
bui lding: He never said to s t a r t one s i n g l e Bible Co l l ege . He never said to organise one 
s i n g l e denomination! He never said to go to church on Sunday: 

9 . HE JUST SAID, "LOVE GOO AND LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR AS YOURSELF. AND GET OUT AND TELL 
'EM ALL ABOUT IT'. GO! "Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest that he shall send forth 
labourers i n t o h i s "harvest, for his harvest t ru ly i s plenteous, but the labourers, the workers 
are few." 

10. THE CHURCH'S BUILDINGS ARE FULL OF A BUNCH OF BENCH-WARMERS'.—No workers, no 
labourers , a bunch of p e w - s i t t e r s ! Pew! Pew! They've sat there so long they s t i n k ; — 
Because they've been dead so long'. But I just want to t e l l you wist we be l i eve and what 
we represent . We're not here to represent a bunch of church b u i ld in gs , we're not here to 
represent the establ ishment , we're not here to represent preserving the s ta tus quo, and I 
was rooting for the guy that eveopody was against in p o l i t i c s ton ight , because he represents 
youth, and the soul generat ion , and the new generat ion, and the turn-'em-upside-down genera­
t i o n , and the t u n e - i n , turn-on, and take-over generat ion , and i t ' s yours for the ask ing , and 
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u're gonna have it: But the question is what are you going to do with it?—The right

20. CALL ME A PROPHET OF POOH! Dcom for the s o c i e t y that now i s , doom for the 
e s t a b l i s h m e n t , doom for what ' s going o n , and soon t h e y ' r e going to f ind out that you're 
go ing to tune i n , turn on and take over! Just do i t r i g h t , do i t the r i g h t way, do i t 
for God, do i t for J e s u s C h r i s t . 

2 1 . THE ROMAN EMPIRE LASTED FOR A THOUSAND YEARS, BUT IT CAME TO ITS END AND IT

to what Jesus was t a l k i n g about than the s o - c a l l e d C h r i s t i a n s and churches of today: 

23. LOVE, BROTHERLY LOVE. SISTERLY LOVE. SHARING. COHMUNAL LIVING,tune i n , turn 
on , drop out of a s o c i e t y tha t you d o n ' t l i k e and that h a s n ' t arr ived and d o e s n ' t know 
where i t ' s go ing , and find something b e t : e r ! And the thing i s , a t l e a s t they know that 
t h i s i s n ' t i t , and they want the answers and t h e y ' r e looking for them. Let me t e l l you, 
i t ' s r i g h t here! (Unlets up B.bl»i) 

24. GOD'S GOT THE ANSWERS, and i t ' l l not those b u i l d i n g s on the corner , church ian i ty . 
I t ' s not those p i o u s , fancy p u l p i t p l a t i t u d e s on Sunday morning, t h a t ' s not the answer. 
Some of i t may be t r u e , but God knows I ' v e heard some of i t that I c o u l d n ' t stand and I 
had to stand up and t e l l the preacher of l and they threw me out on my ear and c a l l e d the 
cops! Not o n c e , but a good many t i m e s , t«cause t h a t ' s not C h r i s t i a n i t y , and I don't l i k e 
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i t . I t ' s not what Jesus preached. 
25 . LISTEN, BOY, I WAS IN GOOD COMPANY! THEY TOSSED JESUS IN JAIL, they t o s s e d 

every l a s t one of the a p o s t l e s in j a i l , they tos sed most of t h e i r fo l l owers in j a i l , 
and a l l you guys that get busted are i n good company.'-fo they did w i t h the ear ly church, 
so they did with the C h r i s t i a n s , and so t h e y ' v e done with me because they don' t l i k e 
what I have to say , because I d o n ' t mind t e l l i n g them o f f ! 

26. THAT'S CHRISTIANITY. - - TO TELL THE TRUTH EVEN WHEN IT HURTS! And we t o l d them, 
and i t hur t , and they turned around and hurt me, l i k e I saw 'em hurt ing hundreds of young 
k i d s on the s t r e e t s of Chicago in the news t o n i g h t on t e l e v i s i o n , beat ing them over the 
head, running them with bayonets and everyth ing e l s e , a l l because they were t ry ing t o 
demonstrate for peace and freedom and love and the poor underdog candidate ! God h e l p us! 
I may not agree with a l l of h i s p o l i t i c s , don ' t misunderstand me, but I'm for freedom, 
and i f t h i s be t reason make the most of i t !

27. WHAT THE CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST NEEDS IS LIBERTY AND FREEDOM from a l l tha t f o l -
d e - r o l and those b u i l d i n g s where they've got God in a bos with a l id on i t and keep 
r e l i g i o n and t h e i r message to themselves ins tead of g e t t i n g i t out to the r e s t of the 
world, bu i ld ing up_ ins tead of o u t : 

28. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE HERE FOR, WE'RE HERE TO START A REVOLUTION; My kids have 
been arres ted more times tha ,n I can remember, taken to j a i l , but for w h a t ? - - S t e a l i n g ? - -
S t e a l i n g cars?—Dope?-No! 

29. THE OTHER NIGHT DOWN AT LACUNA THEY GOT ARRESTED FOR STANDING ON THE SIDEWALK! 
I t ' s a g a i n s t the law to stand on the s idewalk anymore! In Laguna they 've go t a law you 
c a n ' t l i e on , s i t on , kneel on or stand up on the s idewalk. You c a n ' t even h i t c h - h i k e 
down there anymore. You've got your back a g a i n s t the wal l now, k i d s , r ight up f l a t aga ins t 
the w a l l ! Like t h i s , they 've got you with your back a g a i n s t the w a l l . "Against the 
b u i l d i n g , " they s a i d , "don't play dumb!" what do you do when you ge t your back a g a i n s t 
the wal l? when you c a n ' t back up any f u r t h e r , what do you do?—You've got t o f i g h t ! — 

30. BUT DON'T FIGHT WITH VIOLENCE, BOYS, FIGHT WITH Lflyj:: Don't f ight with knives 
and swords and guns, f i g h t with the Word of God, the Sword of the S p i r i t ! And then a 
bunch of those fancy- look ing leading c i t i z e n s of the town stopped r i g h t o u t s i d e of the door 
of the res taurant l a s t n ight and heard me carry ing on l i k e t h i s , and they gathered o u t 
there s tanding on the s idewalk! - -Those dear leading c i t i z e n s tha t had them pass tha t law; 

31 . I YELLED OUT THE DOOR AND SAID, "YOU BETTER GET OFF THAT SIDEWALK OR THE COPS 
ARE GONNA COME AND ARREST YOU!" They looked shocked: I s a i d , "Didn't you have them 
pass a law that you c a n ' t stand on the sidewalk? You're s tanding on the sidewalk: Either 
g e t out or get i n , one or the o ther !" 

32. "OR," I SAID, "IS THIS DISCRIMINATION? Is i t just when the h ipp ie s stand on the 
sidewalk that you c a l l the cops?

33. JESUS WAS A REVOLUTIONARY! Jesus r e b e l l e d a g a i n s t the s t a t u s quo. He s a i d , 
"You ought to learn something, I ' l l have mercy and not s a c r i f i c e ! I ' l l have love and 
mercy and not a bunch of church ian i ty !" Dress ing up pre t ty and going into a nice p r e t t y 
l i t t l e b u i l d i n g and s i t t i n g in a nice p r e t t y l i t t l e plush pew and l i s t e n i n g t o p r e t t y 
l i t t l e p ious p l a t i t u d e s from the p u l p i t , and p r e t t y l i t t l e songs and p r e t t y l i t t l e organ 
music and see ing pre t ty l i t t l e windows, i s not C h r i s t i a n i t y ! 

34. WHO WOULD EVER HIRE A BUNCH OF BENCH WARMERS THAttOULDN'T FIGHT A GAME ON THE 
FIELD? You've got to get on the f i e l d *nd play the game and be a part of the team. You 
c a n ' t win the game by s i t t i n g on the bench! Did you g e t that? Who ever heard of winning 
a game by s i t t i n g on the bench? And the whole church, nearly the whole church of J e s u s 
Chr i s t i s s i t t i n g on the bench watching everybody e l s e p l a y ! 

35. MY GOD, HELP US TO GET OUT THERE AND FEEL THE FIGHT AND PLAY THE GAME ACCORDING 
TO THE RULES OF GOO, the l o v e , the mercy, the peace , the n o n - v i o l e n c e , and t h e uni ty with 
J e s u s C h r i s t ! 

36. THAT'S THE SOLUTION, THAT'S THE ANSWER. THAT'S WHERE IT'S AT! That 's the kind 
of a Jesus He was'. He was the kind that d e £ i s d the s t a t u s quo and the establ ishment and 
s a i d , "This i s the way i t ought to be'.—Love, Mercy, Peace, Joy, Kindness!" And He made 
'em so mad by being so sweet and so kind and lov ing and h e l p i n g people and feeding p e o p l e , 
tha t they gave Him the D i s t i n g u i s h e d Serv ice Cross?--That they awarded Him a spec ia l 
c i t a t i o n from the c i t y g o v e r n m e n t ? - - ^ - ' 



37. WE'VE OPT A POSTER OVER HERE THAT I'VE OPT ON THE WALL OF OUR HOME: 'WANTED: 
JESUS CHRIST!" And i t goes on down how the upstanding c i t i z e n s of the town wanted t o 
s t r i n g Hin up!—what for?—Just because He hadn't joined t h e i r denomination, jus t because 
He d i d n ' t do a l l His preaching i n s i d e of t h e i r churches , and because He went out amongst 
the coeeaon people and the rabble and the ordinary people ami the drunks and the h a r l o t s 
and the publ icans and the s i n n e r s ! 

38. THE ONLY ANSWER IS THISl THE LOVE OF OOP. THE LOVE OF CHRIST, n o n - v i o l e n c e , 
mercy, the S p i r i t of Jesus C h r i s t . That 's the only th ing that w i l l ever do i t , the only 
th ing that w i l l ever bring rea l r e v o l u t i o n . Communism, Marxism, Leninism, s o c i a l i s m , 
any other kind of ism Might be able to overcome the world with guns and b u l l e t s and pro­
paganda of the mind, but on ly God can change hearts'. Only t h i s truth here can bring 
freedom! ^ ' 

39. HOW MANY OF YOU LIKE THAT KIND OF A JESUS BETTER THAN THE KIND YOU'VE HEARD 
PREACHED? How many of you would rather have that kind of a Jesus than the s o - c a l l e d 
churchian i ty? Let me see your hands! 

40 . WELL. ALL YOU HAVE TO DO IS TAKE HIM. JUST TAKE HIM AND THANK HIM, because He 
loved you enough to take your punishment for your s i n s for you, t o d i e on that c r o s s , and 
a l l He a s k s you to do i s b e l i e v e i t and r e c e i v e i t . Did you ge t that? Not go t o church, 
not be a goody-goody! 

41 . THERE ARE A LOT OF GOOD PEOFLE GOING TO HELL, AND A LOT OF BAD PEOPLE LIKE YOU 
AND ME GOING TO HEAVEN, because the Qood people think t h e y ' r e 9COd enough to make i t on 
t h e i r own, and we. know we've got to have God t o he lp us . We've got to have Jesus C h r i s t ! 
So Jesus turned around and He t o l d a tunch of h i p p i e s l i k e you, and drunks and h a r l o t s 
and publ icans and s i n n e r s , and He s a i d , 

4 2 . "YOU'RE 0OING TO GET TO HEAVEN BEFORE THESE BIG CHURCH LEADERS OVER HERE, these 
s c r i b e s and t h e s e p n a r l s e e s , these h y p o c r i t e s , " because they r e c e i v e d Hia gladly, ' That ' s 
a l l you have to do i s take J e s u s . Do you want to r e c e i v e Jesus? 

43 . BOY. I LIKE TO BREAK WITH TBADITION; I used to think i t was a s i n to open my 
eyes when they were praying. I had tc bow ay head, ' cause i f I d i d n ' t I got swatted by 
my MOB or Dad. I f igured that Bust be in the B i b l e , you go t ta bow your head and c l o s e 
your eyes when you pray. I haven' t been a b l e to f ind i t y e t ! I t might be a good i d e a , 
t o kind of shut out t h i n g s and show reverence and so on , but you d o n ' t have t o , because 
i f you're gonna always pray you got ta have your eyes open some of the time or you're 
going to have a wreck d r i v i n g your car? 

44 . YOU DON'T HAVE TO COME DOWN TO AN ALTAR, you d o n ' t have to Stand up, s i t down, 
turn o v e r , stand on your hands, i t hai nothing to do with the p o s i t i o n of your body or 
your eyes or your head! — 

45. IT'S ALL IN HOW YOU POSITIOh YOUR HEART! If your heart i s humble before God 
tort ight , you know you're a s inner and you need His h e l p , for those of you who care and 
are i n t e r e s t e d and concerned, a l l you have to do i s take J e s u s . Say, "Lord God, come 
i n t o my h e a r t . " He s a i d , "If any man hear ay vo ice and open the door , behold , I stand 
a t the door and knock. If any man w i l l open the door , I w i l l come i n t o h i a . " 

46. ALL YOU HAVE TO DO IS SAY. "DEAR JESUS. COME IN. Change me, take away t h e s e 
bad h a b i t s and these s i n s and t h i s h o i r l b l e past and make me a new crea ture in Chr i s t 
J e s u s . " "For ye must be born again" he s a i d , "to enter i n t o the Kingdom of God." You 
have to have a s p i r i t u a l r e b i r t h , a bcrn-agaln experience ,and that comes with taking Jesus 

47. MARY MAGDELENE. ONE OF THE »ORST HARLOTS IN HIS DAY. FOUND THAT EXPERIENCE. A 
great b ig o l d s t i n k i n g fisherman by t i e name of Peter who had a l o t of v i o l e n c e in h i a , 
found t h a t in J e s u s . Even a few of the smart guys l i k e Paul and a very few of the r i c h 
guys l i k e Joseph found i t was the ansver , but they were few and far between. Mostly they 
were j u s t l i k e u s .
