R ILUS was a priest of the
Orthodox Church In Russia. He published the
first Russlan language edition In 1905, In
his Introduction he says that a manuscript
had been handed +o him mbout four vyears
before by a friend, who wouchad that |t was
a true fransiation of an original document
stolen by a woman frum one of the most
influential & highly initiated |eaders of
Freanasonry, at the end of a meeting of the
initlated in france, "that rest of Jewish—
masonic conspliracy."

Nilus adds that the Protocols are not
acactly minutes of meetings, but a report,
with a part apparently missing, made by some
powerful person.
