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1. MARIA AND I HAD JUST FINISHED DESK in our tiny room, somehow or
LONG DAY'S WORK at her typewriter

in the l i t t l e house in the big city
and had gone for a walk in the cool
of the evening to get some fresh
air and a l i t t l e exercise and dinner
out for a change and re l ief from our
writing. We had jus t finished a de-
lightful meal at a cosy l i t t l e
neighbourhood dining room and were
s ta r t ing home again somewhat reluc-
tant ly, as we were strongly feeling
the need for some relaxation and re-
creation to refresh our weary minds
and bodies and l i f t our s p i r i t s
after a hard 'day's work.

2. AFTER SITTING ALL DAY AT OUR

other the prospect of s i t t i n g
another two or three hours in some
movie or at some other entertainment
did not exactly appeal to us, which
is why we so often take long walks
together in the evening. But th is
night i t was already dark and the
idea of a long walk through the
darkened and dangerous s t ree t s of
the big city did not par t icular ly
interes t us e i ther .

3. WHAT TO DO IN A BIG CITY AT
NIGHT after a long day's work at a
sedentary job i s a problem which
often confronts many of us.

OFFER?—If s i t t i n g even longer at
some show or theat re or movie and
being burdened or frightened nearly
to death with other people ' s prob-
lems and t roubles , usually f i c -
t i t i o u s , does not appeal to you,
what are you going to do? There are
clubs, of course, where the members
can swim or play tennis or handball
or engage in some other form of
strenuous sport i f you and your
mate are up to i t and members, but
what i f you're not?

5. WHAT IF YOU'RE JUST LONELY
STRANGERS in a strange land, mem-
bers of no exclusive local spor ts
club or fashionable rec rea t iona l
f a c i l i t y and these are not always
avai lable to you? What i f you're
only a t o u r i s t and i t ' s too cold
to swim in a cold climate and
you've long forgotten where you
put your bathing s u i t and you
hadn ' t even thought of packing
your tennis rackets for a 'round
the world tour and have never been
too adept at some other indoor
sports nor too fond of the type of
people who engage in them, except
those which are played in bed?

6. WHAT IF YOU'RE EVEN ONE OF
THOSE RELIGIOUS FANATICS who wants
to go around everywhere and t e l l
everybody about the love of God,
when and where free to do so in
your spare time? I t might be very
convenient and conducive when l o l l -
ing nea r ly naked in the sun a l l day
on some crowded beach next to a
p r e t t y g i r l or boy, but how many

of us have a l l day every day to
take off for what beach and what
sun i n a cold cl imate or a t n ight?

7. AND EVEN IF YOU ARE PROFICIENT
IN SOME"STRENUOUS SPORT, what oppor-
t u n i t y does t h i s give you above the

confusion and hubbub of spor ts to
share with your playmates your love
of God? Such a confused and noisy
atmosphere i s not general ly condu-
cive to such in t imate shar ing . I
know some church people who would
say you could stand on a s t r e e t
corner and pass out r e l i g i o u s
tracts.

8. OR I F YOU'RE AS REVOLUTIONARY
AS THE CHILDREN OF GOD, you migh t
energetically walk down the street
passing out those shocking MO Let-
ters to passersby. But how many
passersby are you going to find on
the streets of the average city
after nine or ten o'clock at night
--which is when we usually finish
our dinner after a hard day's work
—unless you live in one of the
world's largest cities where there
are huge crowds milling about the
city center seeking the various
prolific forms of big city enter-
tainment?

9. BUT MOST OF THESE PEOPLE ARE
IN A HURRY to go some place and
don ' t want to be stopped with t a l k ,
and the only ones who might have
time to l i s t e n are those s tanding
in long queues wai t ing to get i n .
But what are you going to do when
t h e y ' r e gone and the show i s on and
you're left outside alone on streets
virtually deserted? Of course, you
could s i t or stand around for the
next two or three hours and wait
for them to come out again and try
to catch them on the run while
they're hurrying home or to eat or
to bed with their date.

10. SO WHAT COULD YOU POSSIBLY DO
LATE AT NIGHT to both get your
despera te ly needed physical exerc ise
and r ec rea t ion and a t the same time
have adequate opportuni ty to share
the love of Chris t with others?—
P a r t i c u l a r l y what are you going to
do i f you're only a t o u r i s t passing
through and not a member of any
exclusive local sports club or
soc ia l club.

11. WHAT IF YOU ARE LIVING IN A
COUNTRY UNDER CLANDESTINE SECURITY
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CONDITIONS which do n o t pe rmi t you
to openly distribute religious l i t -
erature of another faith or to l i t -
ness freely or witness openly in
such a way that you would destroy
your cover or reveal your identity,
which could be extremely dangerous
or even fatal, even if not unlawful
in some areas, because of bitter
enemies of your faith?

1 2 . AND WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO
AS MORE AND MORE COUNTRIES ARE
CLOSED t o us and open l i t n e s s i n g and
witnessing is forbidden, and re-
ligious gatherings, meetings and
worship services of another faith
are highly restricted or completely
forbidden, your churches or Colon-
ies closed, your literature banned
and your meetings forbidden, as
will be more and more the case in
the worsening days to come in more
and more areas and finally world-
wide under the coming reign of
terror of the Anti-Christ?

13. WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO
THEN i f you d o n ' t happen to be one
of t he b o l d e s t and most powerful
of the famous Last Day Witnesses
descr ibed i n Chapter 11 in the Apo-
calypse o r the Book of Revelat ion
in the Bible who can c a l l down f i r e
out of Heaven and plagues and f a -
mines t o des t roy t h e i r enemies in
self-protection while preaching
the Gospel miraculously under al-
most impossible conditions?

14. OR WHAT CAN YOU DO RIGHT NOW
IF LIVING AS A FAMILY IN A SECRET
COLONY unknown even to your b r e t h -
ren , much more your ne ighbours ,
where you ' r e not allowed t o a s -
semble more than a few people in
one p lace nor conduct any type of
normal o r organised r e l i g i o u s ac -
t i v i t i e s and you do not dare r e -
veal your i d e n t i t y or even hand one
person one piece of l i t e r a t u r e or
i t could mean j a i l for you?

15. WHAT COULD YOU POSSIBLY DO
TO NEVERTHELESS OBEY JESUS' OUT-
RIGHT COMMANDMENT to "go ye in to
a l l the world and preach the Gospel
to every creature" regardless of

such d i f f i cu l t conditions? Some of
you might say, "Well, I have my
work and I'm already doing a secret
job here for the Lord in some of-
fice capacity or otherwise which
makes i t possible for others to
preach the Gospel in other places,
and therefore I don't have to be-
cause I can ' t " .

God because .He. l a i d down His l i f e
for us: and we ought to lay down
our l i v e s for the brethren."
(I Jn 3:16) "For inasmuch as ye
have done i t unto the l e a s t of
these my brethren, ye have done i t
untoJJeJ" (Mt 25:40).

59. WOULD YOU DO IT FOR JESUS?—

Then why not for others? "If a
brother or s i s t er be naked and des-
t i tute of daily food (including
sex?) and one of you say unto them,
'Depart in peace, be ye warmed and
filled!'—notwithstanding ye give
them not those things which are
needful to the body (sex?), what
doth i t profit?" (James 2:15,16).

60. CAN YOU TRULY LOVE OTHERS
"WITHOUT PARTIALITY" ( J a m e s 3 : 1 7 ) ,
or do you only give selfishly to
those from whom you only selfishly
wish to receive? If you're going
to enter a Flirty Fishing Ministry
I warn you that you had better be
prepared to trust God for "all
things", including dancing with the
ugly, loving the unlovely, kissing
the slobbery, dressing—or undress-
ing— for the devouring, or even go-
ing to bed with the insistent!

61. CAN YOU TRUST GOD you won't
catch anything including a germ or
a sperm, and that even i f you do
He'll keep or heal and help you to
"bear all things" including a love
child for His glory?—Or possibly
worse yet: Getting stuck with the
guy for the rest of your l i f e !

62. NOW DO YOU STILL WANT TO BE ;
A FLIRTY FISH? If not , forget i t !
Don't even bother to read the res t
of t h i s , because you won't even
l i k e it!—And don't worry about
reading the other Letters e i t h e r ,
because you wouldn't obey them any-
way! But i f you s t i l l want to be
one of God's l i t t l e Fl irty Fishes
for His glory so that "from hence-
forth ye shal l catch men", then
proceed.
