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1. YOU REALLY FAILED ME TONIGHT.
You real ly f a i l e d ! I 've never heard
of such stubborn ba i t that didn't
want to go af ter the f i s h , the f i sh
I told her to get ! I sa id , "You
swim over that way
that big f i s h . "

2. BUT YOU SAY, '

and you catch

I DON'T WANT TO
SWIM THAT WAY. I don't want to make
that b ig f i sh think I'm try ing to
catch him. Besides h e ' s got another
nice female f i sh and I don't want
to offend her." That's r i d i c u l o u s !
(Maria: I didn't want him to think
I didn't love you.)

3. MY LORD. HONEY! Do you think
the b ig f i sh would ever gobble up

the b a i t i f they thought i t was ab-
s o l u t e l y firmly attached on a l i n e
and the b a i t contained a hook?—
Huh? Do you think they would b i t e
at a l l i f they thought there was no
possibility of getting you loose
and running off with you? What
about Brian?—(Maria: He's too nice.
He wouldn't think of such a thing!)
Oh, is that so? You think so? Well,
he is beginning to think about i t .

4. YOU ARE THE STUBBORNIST PIECE
OF BAIT I ever t r i e d to f i s h with!
Jesus help us! You won't cast in
the d i r e c t i o n I cast you, you won't
try to lure the f i sh I'm a f t e r . You
swim around so damn r e b e l l i o u s and
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independent and stubborn and doing
your own th ing , whatever you think
you want to do, instead of doing
what I t e l l you to do! Oh/my Lord,
help us catch them in Jesus name!

5. LORD HELP US! I jus t want you
to give me one good reason for d i s -
obeying me time and again when I
t o l d you to go—go af ter that one,
do so and s o . Give me one good rea-
son for not obeying, except your
own God-damned pr ide! You aren't
cruc i f i ed ye t ! You are s t i l l too
damn proud!

6 . YOU STILL WANT TO HAVE YOUR
OWN WAY. Do I have to cut you to
ribbons to toss you to the f i s h ,
huh? I s that what I have to do?
Well, then, when I cas t you in a
certain direction of a certain fish
from now on, and I say, "Go get
him!"—what are you going to do?
"Oh, I don't want to go, I don't
want to make him think I'm chasing
him or after him!"

7. YOU WANT TO GO out there and
take a dance lesson, beginners'
steps with some stinking catfish
nobody wants! What the hel l are £ou
going to do, Honey? When are you go-
ing to learn to do what I t e l l you
to do, huh? Are you going to be
wi l l ing to do what I t e l l you to do
or not, huh? (I hope so . ) Well, you
don't! Jesus said, "Catch men"!

8. TIME AND TIME AGAIN I CAST YOU
and you foul up the l i n e s and you
don't go where I t e l l you to go.
(I'm afraid i t ' s going to hurt you.)
Hurt me? How can i t hurt me when
t h a t ' s the f i sh I'm trying to catch?
(Because you fee l awful bad.) I
didn't f e e l a b i t bad! What are you
ta lk ing about? What the h e l l are
you ta lk ing about?

9 . IT'S SO RIDICULOUS! I t makes
me so damn mad I don't know what to
do! Hurt me? I'm trying to catch
Arthur and you refuse to even swim
in h i s d irec t ion! I t makes me so
mad! What did he say about making
love , Bait? (He d idn ' t . ) What did
you say? (I sa id , I l iked i t too

and we ought t o . . . ) — D o i t again?
10. WHAT DID HE SAY? Why did you

say that? (He sa id , "I had the n i c -
e s t time that I 've had for a long
time the other evening.") So he ' s
p r a c t i c a l l y asking for another date.
(I sa id ,"I di,d too, w e ' l l have to
do i t another time soon.") So he
said what? (I don't know.)

11. WHAT HAPPENED THEN? (I sa id ,
"We'll have to do i t another time
soon, I hope." He sa id , "How about
Friday night?" But I sa id , "No, be-
cause poss ibly w e ' l l be going soon.
We'll have to do i t another time
sooner, Arthur.") What about Friday
night?—You're the b a i t , you're
angling for him. (But I leave the
dates up to you. I didn't know I
could go ahead and make a date with-
out asking.) Of course you can make
a date! I t ' s your job to catch men.

12. MY GOD, when you are out there
in the water and there i s a f i s h ,
a l l I can do i s try to s ignal to
you from the bank i f I can. If I
can' t , you have to do the job. You
are out there and you have to do
the job when you are out there• I
can't do your job for you. You're
the one who i s supposed to a t tract
them and lure them and get them to
bite .—You're the b a i t !

13. BUT YOU'RE A HELL OF A BAIT,
HONEY! You won't even obey the w i l l
of the fisherman! Jesus, help us
Lord! I never heard of a bai t that
argued with the fisherman! I t ' s so
r id icu lous ! I t ' s the craz i e s t thing
I ever heard of! "Oh, I don't want
to catch that f i s h . I don't want to
make that f ish think I'm chasing
him. I don't want to stay over
there and attract him and f l i r t in
front of him. I don't want him to
think I'm f l i r t i n g and trying to
catch him." What the h e l l i s that?—
Nothing but pride , huh?—Huh? (Yes,
partly.) Partly?

14. IT'S ALL DAMN PRIDE! What
else could i t be? (I'm afraid h e ' l l
think we don't love each other and
i t wouldn't be as good a testimony.)
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That's ridiculous! So the bait
says, "If I hook the big f i sh , i f I
go after the big fish and I l e t him
bite me, he won't think I'm s t i l l
attached to the fisherman."—That's
the whole idea! Make him think
you're after him, but maybe you're
not really hooked or maybe there
i s n ' t a line on you after a l l .

15. DO YOU THINK HE'D BITE at al l
i f he knew the hook and the l ine
were there? (I don't know.) What do
you mean, you don't know, Honey?
(Well, Brian did.) He's only been
nibbling. He's not really hooked
yet. He's only nibbling. He knows
the hook i s there on the end of
the l ine, and that's why he i s only
nibbling. He's afraid to b i t e .
(Well, what do you think I should
do about i t?)

16. fijfi HIM! (How?) Fuck the day-
l ights out of him! (Am I supposed
to go s i t on his lap in front of
you or something?) Why not? You
didn't do in the l iv ing room what
I told you to do las t night. I as
good as told you to go over there
and grab his dick out of his pants
and massage him and you refused to
do i t , and he was waiting to see
what you would do.

17. (IT WOULD HURT YOU.) Hurt me?
I am the fisherman! I told you what

to do, why in the hel l didn't you
do i t? (I was afraid i t would hurt
you i f I showed him love and affec-
tion in front of you.) That was a
God-damned l i e of the Devil! You
showed me less love and affection
by being disobedient! I would have
fe l t you loved me more i f you'd
keep my commandments—"he i t i s
that loveth me!"—Do what I say!

18. WHEN I TOLD YOU to go over
there and take his peter out of his
pants and do i t right there and you
refused, I was furious! Which
showed the most love?—That you
obey me or you don't obey me? Be-
cause of some stupid idea about
your wanting to be loyal to the
fisherman, you don't want to give
him the l ine and the hook, and you
try to use as l i t t l e bait as poss-
ib le !

31 . (WHAT ABOUT JOHN?) What John?
( L e s l i e ' s John.) Go a f t e r him? Go af-
ter him of course , for goodness sake!
Did you k i s s him goodnight? (I gave
him a l i t t l e peck on the cheek.) Oh,
for goodness sake! (But we were
right in front of you in the c a r . )
Did you hold h i s hand whi le you
were riding? (No.) Did you lay your
head on h i s shoulder? (No.)

32. DID YOU SAY, "JOHN. I LOVE
YOU! I'm sorry L e s l i e t r e a t s you
the way she does"? (No.) Did you
say, "You can love me i f you want
t o . I ' l l l e t you love jme_. What w i l l
i t be , John, your place one n ight?
I ' l l love you, John. I l i k e you, I
love you. I want to comfort you.
David won't mind. H e ' l l have t o
come along, but he won't mind. He
wants me t o love whoever I want to
love ."—Did you say that?

3 3 . THEY'LL UNDERSTAND IT. They
know I'm an o ld man. They' l l think
I'm probably try ing to get them to
fuck you because I can' t make i t
anymore. I t i s p e r f e c t l y under-
standable from a very natural human
standpoint . They ' l l think they un-
derstand why I want you to do i t ,
that they are performing a s e r v i c e
that I l i k e , to g ive you sex I c a n ' t .

34 . OH JESUS. HELP HER TO BE OBED-
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IENT! I can' t understand how you
can be so damn stubborn, and worst
of a l l so damn disobedient! How can
you argue with the fisherman? Huh?
Huh? (I'm sorry, I shou ldn ' t . ) You
whimper, "I don't want to swim over
there , I don't want to hook that
f i s h ! I don't want to go in that
d irec t ion where you cast me! I don't
want him to think that he might be
able to swallow me and get away with
me! I don't want to!"—My God!

35. (SHOULD I HAVE TOLD PETER?
Peter keeps t e l l i n g me, h e ' s always
ta lk ing with me about how wonderful
i t would be i f I were s i n g l e and
that we could love each o ther . ) Just
say, "I'd l i k e to go home with you,
Peter!" (Really?) Yes. (Really?)
Yes!—"But y o u ' l l have to take David
along." (I know i f he had a chance
he would. He can' t say that to
everybody. He even comes out of h i s
s tag corner and dances with me, he
comes up there and asks me.) Well
there i s something about him t h a t ' s
very s p e c i a l . (He's always t e l l i n g
me how I make h i s day and how he
s l e e p s b e t t e r because he danced
with me.) Why don't you ask him,
"Do you want me to go home with you,
Peter?" (Last time I s a i d , "Well, I_
can love you. _I_ love you!)

36. HOW ARE THEY GOING TO GET
HOOKED. Honey, unless they go to
bed with you? If you are b a i t they
have got to try and swallow you.—
Only I have to be there to protec t
you and keep you and remove you.
(You approve of that?) What? (Ap-
prove of Peter?) Honey, i f i t ' s of
the Lord, i t w i l l happen, i f not
then i t won't happen. (I mean i t
could very e a s i l y happen, because
a l l I ' d have to do i s t e l l him that .
He's always thinking about i t . )
Just ask him, "Do you mind taking
David along?"—That's kind of an
acid t e s t . "David has to come along."

37. (BUT WHAT IF IT GOT OUT THAT
I DID?) So what! (Brian would b e . . .
horr ib l e ! ) Well, you jus t have to
t e l l Pe ter , "You've got to keep t h i s
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s t r i c t l y confidential" Peter i s
sweet. (Yes, he i s . ) He i s very
lonely. (Yes.) He's almost in tears.
He i s really heart-broken. I t ' s
p i t i f u l ! I love him. (I haven't
learned much about him e i ther . )—
Why not? Why don't you ask him? (I
should have asked him.) Why don't
you talk to him? (I know, I guess
I really have been. . . ) You can go
s i t in the bar with a drink and get
him to loosen up. (Yes, I should
suggest i t , huh?)—Amen!

38. HONEY, ARE YOU GOING TO BE A
HOOKER FOR JESUS OR NOT, huh? (I
was worried about you, Honey.) Oh
my Lord!—So the ba i t worries about
the fisherman on the bank!—So wor-
ried about the fisherman and that
the f i s h might think you don't have
a l i n e and a hook and might try to
gobble you up and try to get away
with i t .—And t h e y ' l l think you
don't love me, the poor fisherman,
i f they think you're not attached!

39. HOW ARE YOU GOING TO HOOK
THEM i f they don' t think there i s
some p o s s i b i l i t y of g e t t i n g away
with the b a i t ? (That's r i g h t . . . )
How are you going to hook them i f
they don't think that maybe you
love them and maybe you might run
away with them, that maybe you might
jerk loose and break the l i n e , huh?
Do you think that they w i l l purpose-
ly swallow you i f they know they are
going t o get hooked, attached to
the fisherman, and they know the
fisherman's going to catch them?
Then how are you going to hook them
and help me catch them i f you don't
mislead them?—You're the b a i t !

40 . THE BAIT nONrK^L^ THE HOOK!
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The bait deceives the fish and makes
them think there i s no hook there
and there i s HQ line and jao_ attach-
ment and i s wi l l ing to be gobbled
and go. Even when you t e l l them
they have to take me along, then you
are pretty much revealing you're
attached. So i f even under those
circumstances although they are
warned they s t i l l grab the bait ,

they r isk i t , s t i l l thinking maybe
i t ' s not s o , they're pret ty much
ready to be hooked. (Harry inv i t ed
us to go home with him, but I d idn' t
dance with him the other n i g h t . ) All
I ask you to do i s , when you f i n a l l y
get home, i f you could jus t p lease
me and make love to me_. After you go
with a l l these other men, the l e a s t
you can do i s make love to me.

4 1 . BUT IF YOU DON'T LIKE BEING
BAIT, YOU DON'T HAVE TO DO IT. If
you don't l i k e being b a i t , then why
did you l e t yourse l f get caught by
the fisherman in the f i r s t p lace ,
huh? If you don't l i k e being b a i t ,
Honey, you got caught by the wrong
guy, 'cause I use ba i t to catch f i s h !
—And I' m a f ter b ig f i s h . Do you
think I'm going to s i t around here
on the bank and be s a t i s f i e d with
a l i t t l e minnow or a l i t t l e worm or
two, huh? (No.) I want to use you
to catch some b ig ones . You're going
to l i k e that , huh? (Yes.) If you
don't l i k e i t , why didn't you go
someplace e l s e ? — I catch f i s h !

42 . (WHAT ABOUT BERNARD AND PETER,
the other Pe ter , the ones that were
at the party?) Honey, that i s accord-
ing to the leading of the Lord. But
for God's sake, when I cas t you i n
a cer ta in d i rec t ion , p lease go that
way, w i l l you? (That's the same way
with Arthur, he seems t o , I mean a
l o t of these people, B i l l . . . ) I
don't even know them, I don't know
anything about them. Arthur we
know. (He has lots.)—OK, get him!

43. ARTHUR WE KNOW GOD IS AFTER
and I'm angl ing for him, but you
won't even swim in h i s d i r e c t i o n . I
throw you out there , but he has to
come and p r a c t i c a l l y ask for you.
I throw you out in h i s d i r e c t i o n
and you swim o f f with some other
f i s h . I t ' s so r i d i c u l o u s ! I don't
understand how you can be so damn
stubborn!—An. arguing b a i t !

4 4 . (YOITHE NOT GOING TO GET HURT
if I try to act more affectionate
to Brian?) Of course, Honey, that's
the whole idea, that's the vhole
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purpose, i s for you to act a f fec -
t ionate . Honey, have you read
through "The Fl irty Fish"?—She de-
l iberate ly bats her eyes and wig-
gles her t a i l between h i s l e g s ,
wraps her fins around him and does
everything she can to lure him. (I
thought you might even be bothered
that I held h i s hand the other
night.) Oh that ' s so stupid—I was
so thankful to see you love him!

45. WHAT DID I TELL YOU TO DO? I
told you to s i t on the s e t t e e be-
side him and I expected you to throw
your arms around him and s tar t k i s s -
ing him and making love to him right
there. I thought maybe you'd wind
up making love on the couch togeth-
er . (You did?) Yes. (That would
hurt you.) That wouldn't hurt me—
that's what I'm af ter! Can't you
understand that? I'm f ishing. I'm
actually try ing to catch these f i s h ,
but now I 've got a piece of bai t
that doesn't even want to do i t .
I t ' s so ridiculous!—Catch them!

46. (SHOULD I SAY THAT TO PETER
the next time he dances with me?)
Say what? ("You want me to come home
with you?"—He'll say yes of course.
But I ' l l say, "Well, you know David
wi l l have t o come too."—And w e ' l l
see what he says . ) Yes, yes , absol-
utely! (Well, Peter—he l e f t h i s
stag corner and came up and asked
to dance with me.) Think of that !

47. I THINK HE IS A REAL LONESOME
LITTLE FISH. He sat up there look-
ing through h i s l i t t l e black book—
i t was the funniest thing! I saw him
at the back bar. (He never has any
g ir l s around him.) As for Brian, he
just has a lo t of pride. But I ' l l
t e l l you right now, he won't be able
to r e s i s t . If you do what I t e l l
you, i f you'd s i t on top of him l i k e
that. (I tried, I really tried.)
Well, Brian is a real tough customer,
but remember that with those other
guys, they won't be able to resist
it.—Just grab their peter!

48. I'LL NEVER FORCTIT THAT WOMAN
in that club in Tijuana! I danced
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with her until she pulled me off
the floor and into her room up-
stairs and wanted me to undress and
get in bed with her, but I was very
shy and reluctant. So the f irs t
thing I knew she'd zipped open my
pants and was massaging my peter
and getting i t hard. Then a l l of a
sudden she bent down and started
sucking i t and i t made me go immed-
i a t e l y ! . . . ! was sat i s f ied and she
was perfectly happy and she had done
something to me I hadn't had done
before and i t f e l t great a l l over!

49. (WELL. ARE YOU SURE YOU DON'T
MIND that they think we don't love
each other? I thought that was sup-
posed to be part of the test imony.)
They w i l l know we love each other
j u s t by the fact that you refuse to
go without me—that shows you love
me. The fact that I'm w i l l i n g to
go along and l e t you shows that I
love them. You understand that?—I
love you! (I love you!)

50 . IF YOU'LL JUST SIT ON TOP of
them l i k e that a s tr ide t h e i r l e g s
facing them and hold t h e i r pe ter in
your hand and rub i t against your
pussy, the shaft of i t and the head
and a l l , they won't be able to r e -
sist i t . You can let their hands
hold both of your bosoms and mass-
age them while you are doing i t and
i t ' s going to feel terrific!

51. YOU CAN GOOSE YOURSELF WITH
THEIR PETER AS YOU JACK THEM OFF and
y o u ' l l both f e e l g r e a t , and they
won't even have to go i n t o y o u . —
What's wrong with tha t? (Nothing . )
Then you don't have to suck them or
fuck them e i t h e r one . I t ' s a t e r r i f i c
method! I t j u s t r e a l l y sends me. you
know t h a t . Thank You Lord! (Pray
about Derek then tomorrow, huh?)
Yes, h e ' s a l o t more important than
P e t e r i s . CYes, o f course . I l ove
you, Sweet Baby.)

5 2 . YOU'RE SO PRECIOUS. MY LITTLE
BAIT! I ' l l take good care of you. I
j u s t want you to be obedient and go
the way I t e l l you to go and hook
when I t e l l you to hook, so I don't
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have to p r a c t i c a l l y throw you into
the water. I t ' s t e r r i b l e when I 've
got to push you i n , Honey. (I love
you.) You understand? (Yes, I think
s o . ) Well, jdo, you? (Yes.)

5 3 . (YOU THINK I SHOULD CALL
ARTHUR and make a date with him?)
Of course! (Call him tomorrow?) By
a l l means! Try to get him i f you
can. (Well, I should have asked him
tonight . ) Of course you should have
asked him tonight , Honey! You had a
marvellous opportunity and you
didn't do anything about i t . (I was
waiting for him to ask us . ) Oh yes ,
of course!—The b ig f i sh comes along
and says to the fisherman, "Can I
please have a piece of your bai t?
Would you kindly l e t me have a l i t -
t l e b i t of the hook?"—Nonsense!

54. THE BAIT IS OUT THERE TO EN-
TICE THE FlSJfl,! The f i sh are not
supposed to be e n t i c i n g the b a i t .
The bai t i s out there to be i n v i t -
ing the f ish—the f i sh don't i n v i t e
the b a i t . The bai t was put there on
purpose to i n v i t e the f i s h , don't
you understand that? (Yes.) Who
ever heard of the f i sh i n v i t i n g the
bait?—"Would you l i k e to be swal-
lowed by me? Would you l i k e for me
to nibble at you?"—No!

55. THE BAIT IS OUT THERE TO

59. (WHY DON'T YQU CATCH SOME
LITTLE GJfiL, FISHEES?') Okay. But I
don't f e e l bad about you at a l l .
(Yes, you do, 'cause at the Rivol i
a l l the dances those boys got to
dance with me were the slow ones ,
and you get hurt i f I don't get to
dance one with ypu, l i k e the slow
w a l t z e s . ) Okay. (What about Tom at
the Rivo l i? ) He's got a l l the love
he needs—he's got lots of girls!
