He to ld me
that he had ta lked to h i s bro ther
and to ld him that one day soon he
would be giving him a lo t of h i s
stuff—forsaking al l !—That was
Friday.

18. SATURDAY WE WENT TO THE DISCO.
I t was g r e a t , and he ta lked with
Simon Pe t e r and Genesis. I was a
l o t f r ee r to meet and t a l k with some
of the k ids I had been min i s t e r ing
to be fo re . I t was tremendous! Arthur
had a g rea t time and we l e f t with a
bunch more MO L e t t e r s . He a lso met
and t a lked t o Dutch Ben.

19. SUNDAY HE TOOK OFF FROM WORK
for the whole day, and of course he
wanted to spend i t wi th me. I t o l d
him I had some work to do, so he
came over t o the house and whi le I
worked upstairs he cleaned the k i t -
chen and put the new kitchen light
in—finally. I fixed a late break-
fast and afterwards we listened to
the "Follow God" tape.

20. IT WAS SO INSPIRING, and i t
sounded like you were speaking
specifically to him!

27 . SO ARTHUR WAS TAPING i t for
me and so we heard i t over and over
and over. He s a i d he r e a l l y l i k e d
i t and that was how he f e l t t o o . He
r e a l l y wanted to see God, to know
God. Well, he r e a l l y wanted to make
love to me again so i t was another
heavy exper ience!

28. AFTERWARDS. I WAS LYING ON TOP

47. THE INNER PEACE WHICH YOU ALL

me by yourselves before your depar t -

48. THE EFFECT OF WHAT IS HAPPEN-
ING TO ME IS VERY DISTURBING, my
mind i s in a turmoil a t t imes, but
I j u s t know i t w i l l work in to an
answer.
