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I get i t I can hardly handle i t ! " I
was t e l l i n g how he needed to take
i t a step at a time, but he just
wants to run a l l the way and skip a
few grades, but I t o l d him he
cou ldn ' t .

4 . SO THE NEXT MORNING I was just
bright and cheery l ike nothing ever
happened and just t r i e d to cheer him
up and speak f a i t h . We read Psalm 37
together and then he drove me home.
He sa id he didn't know how he was
going to make i t through the day.

5 . WELL. MONDAY JOSH AND I went
to the Executive Council meeting and
afterwards I spent some time with
Salathiel—who i s pregnant, by the
way, about two months or more. Then
Martha and I spent time together and
she came home with me. When we got
home Arthur had been by and dropped
me a l e t t e r . (See Paragraph 16.)

6. IT WAS REALLY A BEAUTIFUL
LETTER and he asked for forg ive-
ness for a l l the things he did and
said and for prying into my l i f e .
He has sa id before that he couldn't
make i t , but now he sa id he aims
to make i t no matter what, and he
agreed with me that he needed a
stronger foundation to bui ld h i s
fa i th on. He asked me to bear with
him and not l o se fa i th in him.

7. IT WAS A REAL VICTORY! He
said he rea l ly prayed to God. So
then l a t e r that night he c a l l e d me
and sa id he had jus t f in ished "Sur-
v iva l" . He sa id he learned a l o t
and i t was a fasc inat ing book. He
said i t was well writ ten and very
e x p l i c i t . He sa id he had been l a t e
to work, and at work he locked him-
s e l f in the bathroom to pray. He
said he made time for the Lord.
Then at home he read Matthew 24
and reread Psalm 37.

8. OH YES. HE ALSO SAID HE HAD A
BAD DAY AT WORK and he f e l t l ike
running home and packing h i s bags
and going to Paris to work in the
Poorboy Club over there . He i s

TUB.—He t o l d me he would be out
soon . So f i n a l l y he came back to
bed, and when he he ld me he was
weeping . He s a i d , "I'm so weak and
i n s e c u r e .

He s a i d how much he needed me
and he d i d n ' t know what he would do
without me. Well , I j u s t ta lked
p o s i t i v e and gave him v e r s e s .

2 . LOOK HOW ffAV^p GAVE HIS OWN
WIFE TO flfrf" See, God was rea l ly
t e s t i n g Arthur, because e a r l i e r
that day when we went out to eat he
t o l d me how he had changed from what
he used to be. Because before he
would have been rea l ly jealous over
me and p o s s e s s i v e , but he claimed
that he wasn't jealous of me at a l l .

3 . WELL. AT THE END WHEN WE WERE

but he feels he has to not l e t down
his boss. I asked him what about
l e t t i n g God down.

9. SO IN SPITE OF ALL THE BAT-
TLES ROYAL he has been going
through I know i t ' s j u s t t i l l he
gets over the hump the Enemy i s
rea l ly t ry ing to get in there be-
cause he knows how such a great po-
t e n t i a l he i s . I'm going to have
dinner and i n v i t e Arthur and have
Josh be there t oo . Arthur does
want to meet Josh and I know Josh
wil l r e a l l y help and insp i re him
and the sooner the b e t t e r , so t o -
morrow I hope to get them together .

10. OH, THERE WAS A FUNNY THING
ARTHUR SAID LAST WBEK I d i d n ' t t e l l
you: We had been t a l k i n g about h i s
boss who has a l l these phys ica l af-
f l i c t i o n s , and I was giving Arthur
verses tha t expla in why God allows
things l i k e tha t to happen, to teach
us lessons and get us c lose to Him.

11. SO THE VERY NEXT DAY HE TOLD
ME HE RUPTURED A BLOOD VESSEL in h i s
anus, and he said tha t God probably
l e t i t happen to show him he c a n ' t
s i t on the fence and s l i d e down one
side and then get up on the fence
and s l ide down the other side—he
has to make a choice, one way or
the o ther . He sure i s smart and
quick to pick up things l ike t h a t .
I t has been painful for him, so may-
be you could pray for him.

12. ALSO HIS BOSS has counselled
with him several times t ry ing to
convince him not to give up the
trade because he has so much going
for him and he i s so good at what
he i s doing. When Arthur to ld them
he doesn ' t know what he w i l l be do-
ing when he leaves a f t e r working
12 years to get to where he i s at
now, they think he must be a l i t t l e
off the beam. So t h i s i s hard on
him too .

13. HE WITNESSED AT WORK to some

of h is fr iends even before he asked
Jesus in to h i s h e a r t . He asked
three or four of them i f they be-
l ieved in God. Three sa id no and
one sa id , "There must be Something".
Then they a l l asked him i f he be-
l ieved in God and he to ld them yes,
and then he s t a r t e d to t e l l them
about communism taking over . I had
told him about the future events of
the world, so he was t e l l i n g them
too .

14. SO THE ONLY PERSON to whom
he has mentioned what he i s going
to do was to h is 21-year-old b ro -
ther who he i s t r a i n i n g . He to ld him
he was going to do char i ty work for
a soc ia l service organisa t ion . His
brother sa id knowingly tha t "Becky
must have something to do with tha t " .
So anyway, t h a t ' s the l a t e s t .

15. I AM ALSO TAKING CARE OF
SHARON three days a week now since
the nursery workers are so young
and i t ' s been hard on them. Gab i s
doing great and has been a l o t more
inspired since he i s receiving more
a t t en t ion from Arthur. I think he
has been the biggest help to me in
tha t way, with the k ids , because
Josh ju s t doesn ' t have the time and
they need the a t t en t ion from a male
and Gab has responded very we l l . He
had been l i s t l e s s sometimes at
school , but now i s exci ted and i n -
sp i red . Thank God! I t ' s a rea l r e -
l i e f for me to know h e ' s ge t t ing
what he needs. Arthur i s r ea l ly
good with the k id s , draws with them
and plays with them. I love you with
a l l my heart!—Your Bee.

(From Arthur) June 25, 1974
Dearest Precious Becky,

16. MY THOUGHTLESS PRYING into
your p r iva te l i f e r ea l ly turned me
inside out l a s t n igh t , and I said
I'm looking for chinks to enlarge
instead of enjoying you as you
rea l ly a r e . I think you understand
how I feel r ight now and I'm so
sorry for upse t t ing you. I hope in
the r e s t of my l i f e I never make you
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cry aga in!
17 . IT'S ALL A SIGN to me how up-

t i g h t and insecure I am and how the
need t o p l a n t my strong f a i t h on a
firm foundation i s now more acute .
When I think back and compare my
l i f e before I met you and the fam-
i l y with what i t holds for me now,
I am so afraid t o l o s e you, so
afra id you w i l l l o s e f a i t h in me. I
want you as you are .

18. I WOULD BE OVERJOYED IF GOD
BLESSED US WITH A CHILD. I ask your
forgiveness and ask the Lord t o f o r -
give me for doubting Him. But I have
to base the truth on a firm know-
ledge of the Word of God. Bear with
me, My Love! I love your b e a u t i f u l
chi ldren as i f they were mine. I
want t o maintain t h e i r f a i t h in me
and t h e i r th ink ing of me as they
do. They are so p r e c i o u s ! I c a n ' t
measure the f a i t h you have i n me
and your encouragement, and pray
that I have not caused you to change
toward me.

19. I AM CLAMPED IN THIS CAVE
act ing out my o h - s o - f a m i l i a r rou-
t i n e , and a l l I want to do i s be
free to s e r v e . I beg you Becky
please don't weaken in your handl-
ing of t h i s awkward, i n t e n s e hulk,
because I want to make i t and I aim
to make i t . The f r u s t r a t i o n s and
inner b a t t l e s and bad i n f l u e n c e s
I'm su f f er ing w i l l , I know, soon be
contro l led .—But only by f a i t h !

20 . MY NOT UNDERSTANDING LAST
NIGHT caused me concern, as did
your love for your brothers and s i s -
t e r s . I t makes me f e e l so humble
and inadequate when I see you l o v -
ing in the way you do, and yet I
want to l o v e in jus t the same way.
The welcome at tiie Colony and the
insecurity I f e l t af ter meeting
Josh and undergoing such a heavy
evening r e a l l y l e f t me in a hot and
cold shock! My system-orientated
head piece just could not take any
more! Writing to you l i k e th i s i s a
v i s i b l e prayer to the Lord, and
th i s morning He repl ied and eased

21 . GOD BLESS YOU. I LOVE YOU!

thank you so much for the l e t t e r
which we received yesterday which
was written to Arthur and me. I had
to read i t four or f ive times before
I understood i t and could appreciate
the d e t a i l s . (See Chapter 12.)

22 . YOUR MESSAGE OF FORSAKING ALL
came at the most appropriate time,
as God cer ta in ly has been showing
Arthur how impossible i t i s try ing
to work when h i s heart i s n ' t in i t .
It was to the point and went
s tra ight to h i s heart . The events of
the past weekend had led him to t h i s
difficult point which your letter
so clearly indicates, as well as the
steps to take.

23. THE PAST WEEKEND WAS THE HEAV-
IEST experience ye t for Arthur, as
he not only v i s i t e d the chi ldcare
co lonies and rea l l y experienced the
family atmosphere and genuine love
of the brothers and s i s t e r s , but we
also went to the Sunday night meet-
ing attended by family and fr i ends .
The Colonies we v i s i t e d completely
overwhelmed him, and then the meet-
ing was another experience unlike
anything he had ever seen .

24 . JOSH READ THE LETTER. "QUE
SERA SERA", and the S p i r i t was so
heavy that there was a unity even
when ha l f of the people were from
the Park. There was pra i s ing and
prophesying and s inging and dancing.
I t was another f i r s t for Arthur,
but i t was also the f i r s t time he
had met Josh and knew who he was.
He knew I was c l o s e to Josh, and
when he saw him reading the l e t t e r
under the anointing he l a t e r f e l t
very insecure and the Enemy t r i e d
to r e a l l y discourage him.

25. HE REALLY RESISTED THE SPIRIT
OF GOD, and although he sa id a f t e r -
ward that he wanted to shout and
sing and be free l i k e everyone e l s e ,
he just couldn't because he d idn' t
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want to be a hypocri te . He longed
so much to be free! He sa id when we
were pra is ing in tongues he sa id he
f e l t those strange words coining up
ins ide of him but he suppressed i t ,
and therefore was phys ica l ly s ick
in a hot and cold shock in which he
f e l t so s ick and nauseated a f t e r -
wards he asked me to drive home.

THANK GOD, although
Arthur at the end of Sunday night
to ld me he couldn't make i t , Mon-
day he wrote me a l e t t e r asking
forgiveness and saying he wanted to
make i t and was aiming to make i t .
He said he saw how he needed to
plant h i s fa i th on a firm founda-
t i o n .

So after
that whole evening talking about
you he felt so good and said how
much he hungers for the Spirit and
how much better i t is than the
flesh.

30. HE TOLD ME HE HAD BEEN PRAY-

ING FOR A SIGN and I to ld him your
l e t t e r was a s i g n . So Wednesday
just a f ter reading your l e t t e r Josh
arrived at the house, as I had ar-
ranged to have dinner a l l together .
Josh shook hands and they hugged
for the f i r s t time. We had a great
time together and Josh just gave
h i s testimony and others ' test imon-
i e s about leaving the i r jobs .

31 . ARTHUR AGREED with everything
and knows what he has to do. Then
Josh to ld him he used to work with
molds and i t turns out that Arthur
does almost the same thing Josh
used to do. So Arthur was rea l ly im-
pressed and asked us to come down
to h i s shop so Josh could see i t .

32. SO HE DROVE US DOWN THE ROAD
TO HIS SHOP and Josh and I looked
at h i s work.

34 . I AM SO HAPPY that you made
the s i t u a t i o n c l e a r about me, be -
cause I don't want him to have the
impression that I '11 always be
around, and I'm so glad you s a i d ,
"For the time be ing". I t o l d myself
that I never wanted to get in to the
s i t u a t i o n Rachel i s i n , although
she i s happy and might i ly used. I
jus t can' t imagine be ing away from
you for so long .

35. ARTHUR HAS BEEN THE BIGGEST
HELP to me with the c h i l d r e n , as
he has been able to f i l l in where
Josh never had the time t o . The
chi ldren r e a l l y need a male, and he
has been more than happy to h e l p .
I can t ru ly say that I'm not i n
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love with him, although I do love
him. Does that make sense? I t ' s
just d i f f e r e n t . He's a good com-
panion, but you are my husband, and
I'd rather have a l i t t l e of you
than a whole l o t of someone e l s e !

36. I NEED A COMPANION and he
gives me a l o t of love , but i t just
doesn't compare to yours, and I ' l l
never be s a t i s f i e d completely with
anybody e l s e , only you! I love you
so much! I don' t know the future,
"Que Sera, Sera", but I jus t hope
and pray that what you t o l d me on
the phone about me coming to help
in the future, I'm j u s t praying
God w i l l work i t out and i t w i l l
come true.—That hope keeps me go-
i n g ! ~ P r a i s e God!

37. YES. WE DID GET YOUR LETTER
