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ALLY GOING ALL THE WAY! You can
even use that in witnessing with a
guy that is rejecting. You can say
to him, "It's as if I were offering
myself to you right now to go all
the way end you look at me, you
strip me, you caress me, you praise
my beauty, you say I'm wonderful,
'T love you! Thank you, this is won-
derful!', and you even let me make
you happy and love you and make you
feel good.

2. BUT THEN FINALLY REJECTING

WE'D GET TO THE AND YOU'D
REFUSE TO FUCK ME, you'd refuse to
receive me or take me in!"--This is
what he did! Isn't it insane? Isn't
that ridiculous? How many men would
do such a thing? I mean this just
sounds ridiculous!

3. THEY CAN THINK OF JESUS ON THE
CROSS AND EVEN SAY THEY LOVE HIM
AND YET REJECT HIM, AND IT DOESN'T
MEAN A THING! "What else? A lot of
people reject Him, so what? A lot
of people don't believe He is the
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Son of God, so what?" But illus-
trate it in sexual terms in what
they understand today! It is a gex-
ual sge, right? So it's like show-
ing them it's like going sll the
way with sex except the last step,
and therefore not to be actually
united in rejecting that step.

4. ANYBODY WOULD HAVE TO BE IN-
SANE! (Maria: He said, "Well, you
know, this has been almost the
greatest temptation of my life for
me !"--But how can I believe him?)
Well, I believe it is, I believe it
is because it is us. Why else would
God use us of all people?

5. WHAT MORE IMPORTANT PEOPLE
COULD GOD TAKE OUT OF THE WHOLE
WORLD TO TEST HIS FAITH AND HIS
LOVE AND USE HIM AS AN EXAMFLE, A
GUINEA PIG, TO SHOW HOW HARD THE
HEART OF THE SINNER IS! I've even
used that verse with him--I re-
phrased it because I don't want to
call him wicked because he doesn't
think he is wicked. But God said
in Isaiah,

6. "LET MERCY BE SHOWN TO THE
WICEED AND YET HE WILL NOT LEARN
RIGHTEOUSNESS!" (Isa. 26:10.) Even
if you show mercy to the wicked,
which God is doing every day with
the rain end the sunshine and life
and physical love and everything
else He is showing mercy to the
wicked, and yet they will not learn
righteousness, they will not thank
God!

7. THE WHOLE THING IS THAT BUSI-
NESS OF PRIIE' (Maria: He was al-
ready up even when we were in the
living room, sc we went to the bed-
room.) And you went to bed together?
(Maria: Yes, and he got undressed.)
Were you already undressed? (Maria:
I got undressed too, and so he laid
across the bed and pretty soon I
started loving him.) Started cares-
sing him or what? (Maria: No, I
just laid down and I gort of worked
down at the end of the bed near him
on the floor and then I got up a
little and got on the bed.)

You see,
the semen, the fluid from the penis,
actually becomes part of your flesh
when you suck all the way, and that
is almost the most marvellous feel-
ing of all! It is just terrific!

HIM! (Maria: Yes, I asked him all

those gquestions and really brought
him to make a decision, to tell me
what he thought.) A total decision
and rejection!--"Will you or won't
you!"

I don't think I have ever met a man
go stubbomly self-righteous, so
stubborn and so self-righteous,
with as little excuse for being so!
No wonder! God, it makes me so
angry! I mean we have sacrificed
so much to give him everything and
asked nothing in retumn!

14. WE HAVE DONE ALL THE GIVING,

AND YET HE DOES THE
WORST THING OF ALL AND EVEN REJECTS
THE GIFT because he doesn't want to
be thankful, he doesn't want to be
obligated, he doesn't want to say,
"You're my Master, you're my Cap-
tainl" (Maria: So in effect he calls
us liars. He won't believe what we
are saying, so he is calling us
liars. See, he says it's adultery
and we say it isn't, and he contin-
ues to insist om it, so im effect
he is calling us liars and the
worst sinners of all.)

15. WHAT A RELIEF DEAR ARTHUR IS
GOING TO BE TO YOU! Thank God you
were successful with really the
best and the greatest and the most
wonderful ! Brian was always a prob-
lem child, he was always a case,
gnd he was always a bore and every-
thing else! He just talked, talked,
talked all the time, all sbout him-
gelf all the time! He was never in-
terested in you nor your problems,

nothing! He hardly ever even asked
questions about us, nothing! He was
just so totally self-centered he
talked mbout himself all the time
and his girls and his problems,
hour after hour!

16. I SAT THERE IN ONE SESSION
AND I BET I LISTENED TO HIM FOR EI!._
HOURS! Of course I had to do some
shooting too and I got in & word
here and there edgewise, but that's
about all! I thought one time I was
going to time him and just let him
talk and see how long he'd talk. I
think he would have just talked for-
ever if I hadn't have finally socked
it to him, and I think if it hadn't
been for the appeal of going to bed
with Maria he would probably be
still talking yet!

17. SEE, THAT IS A PICTURE OF THE

FINAL INSERTION WHEN HE IS ABOUT
TO GO CRAZY FOR IT, THIS PEOPLE
CAN UNDERSTAND AS ABSOLUTE INSANITY!
Whereas they don't think anything
of the insanity of rejecting Christ!
But yet this is an illustration of
such lowve, such total giving.
(Maria: He still insisted on having
the door shut too.) Oh, isn't that
& scream--with nobody there! He
doesn't even want the spirits walk-
ing in!--Ha! Oh, thank You Lord!
Well, it is an experience!

18. NHO WONDER GOD GETS S0 ANGHY
WITH THE SINNER, AFTER ALL THAT
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LOVE AND THEY STILL WON'T LET HIM
IN, so then His wrath is heaped out
on him! God is just fed up! He has
tried everything He can to help
somebody, to lowve them and have
mercy on them and to forgive them
and to give them salvation and give
them the world with a string around
it and happiness and Heaven on
Earth--and they still reject it!
God must get so mngry He just wants
to sock 'em one and wipe 'em out!
You can understand the judgements
of God, you can understand the anger
of God after all of that!

20. GOD 18 NOT S0 ANGRY AT THE
SINNER FOR BREAKING THE RULES. He
knows the sinner is a sinner and
can't keep the rules. But for re-
jecting the free gifit of God's love
and salvation and happiness and joy
and everything God has got to give
him in Christ his Saviour--(Maria:
And for telling God it isn't true,
and calling Him a Liar!)--Yes, for
rejecting and saying, "I don't be-
lieve it, it ismn't so! You are not
really offering me all that!"—Or
even when they do believe and they
see it--no wonder God is angry!

21, HE HAS HAD TO ADMIT THAT GOD
HAS LOVE FOR HIM, he has had to ad-
mit he believes in His love because
he has seen His love in her and me.
He's seen it, he believes it and he
believes that the love is there.
But even after seeing it totally
mani fested to the nth degree to
where ghe is even willing to in-
sert him and put him in and go
through with it, he still rejects
it! (Maria:

22, BUT HE DOESN'T BELIEVE THE
WORDS OF YOU SEE, S0 HE
DOESEN'T BELIEVE US'! He calls us
liars when we tell him what it
really is, God's love!) Well really,
that's what it amounts to in the
long run, that he doesn't do it be-
cause he doesn't have the faith in
the words, that's true. He doesn't
really believe it when you say it
is the love of God. He always goes
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back and says it's adultery.

23. 80 HE IS SAYING THAT'S A
IT 1S NOT TOVE.--You must be doing
it for some other reason, there is
something else. "Hath God said?",
the Devil doubts to Eve in the gar-
den. "Oh no, thou shalt not surely
die! But God has some other motive,
see? It is not because He really
loves you that He doesn't want you
to eat of that tree. It's not be-
cause it is really bad for you, it's
not really because it is evil, but
God has another motive He's not
telling you! He is being selfish,
trying to withhold something from
you! It's because He really hates
you and He doesn't love you like I
do!" Those are exactly the Devil's
arguments, see? Isn't that some-
thing!

24, WELL, S0 YOU LAY THERE AND

SOCKED IT TO HIM WITH THE WORD.
{Maria: Well, I tried everything I

could think of, and finally he
said, "You know, you can understand,
can't you, Love?" Bo finally there
at the end I said, "Yes, 1 guess
so." I mean what good was it, I
just...) You understand alright!--
Understand that he was totally re-
Jecting the love of God! How much
more could anybody illustrate their
rejection of God's love than in the
way that he has rejected Maria in
that respect!

25, IT'S AMAZING, WHAT A STORY!
(Maria: Now this may be just Brian,
because he is a little peculiar,
but driving home he told me, as I
had wmy hand on his leg like this,
he said, "Well you know, if you
don't mind, that's a little dis-
tracting. You kmow I am trying to
concentrate. I have a radio program
on, music is alright and it doesn't
bother me, but that tickles me a
little.") Even that small persocnal
contact with the Spirit of God was
too much for him! He couldn't even
stand to have her touch him while
he is doing something else! (Maria:

26. BUT ARTHUR WAS JUST THE QPPO-

Arthur pave you this little thing
ripght away. Brian hasn't ever given
us anIthin‘! I can't think of a
thing he ever gave us except a ride
-—even to his own advantage! (Maria:
Look, my ring that he designed it
from didn't even have "PEACE"! My
ring only had "LOVE". But look, he
added "PEACE" because that's what
the Lord has given him!)

31. THIS IS WHAT GAVE HER.
She is handling here this beautiful
little round block of wood which
Arthur gave her yesterday. He came
to the door and knocked like a
little boy and offered her this
little token of his love, this
little round wooden wheel.
