ily methods, especially street litness-
ing. In our field, FF'ing & other
methods of infiltrating the System
are bearing much more fruit. Hal-
lelujah! Use it!

AFTER JOINING THE FAMILY
in mid-1978, my husband & | stay-
ed members of & church, even tho'
we hardly sver went to church, We
just lived & witnessed with the local
Family & gotinvolved in the Fame
iy s music ministry.

INFILTRATING THIS CHURCH
15 JUST ONE OF THE MANY
TOOLS God has given us for soul-
winning—until God shows us where
to go next, 1o some riper harvest
field. In the meantime, we are pre-
pared 1o use any method that bears
good fruit in our field,

FOR US, BEING UNDER-
GROUND FAMILY MEMBERS IN
A CHURCH does not mean compro
mising our convictions, or even go-
ing to church very often. It means
getting in, on the attack, where
they're least expecting us to be &
using their God-damned system for
God's purposes. Hallelujah)

RECENTLY THE CHURCH HAD
A MEETING on its “music ministry"’
What & trial, sitting thru' their bor-
ing meeting, but it was well worth
itl They had a dozen items an the
agenda for discussion, under the
heading of “"music ministry”. Last
on the list was the item "Outreach’’
which was clearly an embarrassment
to them. They all seemed to wish
that the floor would swallow them.

50 WE NOBLY CAME TO THEIR
RESCUE—HAI We briefly explain-
ed what outreach methods (apart
from FF’ing) we'd been using over
the last few months, without ever

mentioning those dreaded "'cultish™
names! | told them that their ser-
vices & technically perfect organ
music had little value from an out-
reach perspective.

I REALLY SOCKED IT TO "EM!
But they couldn’t deny that we had
the Spirit & God's love for lost
souls, So they virtually handed over
their "'music outreach” Kingdom
to us. The verse | got was what Jesus
told the Jews: "The kingdom of
God shall be taken from you, & giv-
en to a nation bringing farth the
fruits thereot.”” (M, 27:43.)

THEY WERE SO RELIEVED
that someone could handle the word
“outreach” without sharing their
embarrassment & guilty consciences
that they gladly handed over that
whole ministry to us! They even
sajd we could use church resources
& finances!

OUR FAMILY SONGBOCK 15
COVERED with pretty pink paper
—our attermnpi to “be wise as ser-
pents & harmiless as doves”. Why
stumble people before you even
have & fighting chance to win them?
In mail ministry work | frequently
send people (even my own Jewish
relatives) MO quotes appropriate to
their situation, written in my own
handwriting. Sending some people
actual MO Letters would blow them
away. With the method | use, the
people love my letters, receive the
message eagerly & sometimes send
me donations in their replies.

BEING UNIVERSITY GRAD-
UATES gives us a good cover. My
husband's free architectural services
to the church has made him a re-
spected, indispensable member. All
they see [s that we're on-fire, Spirit-
filled Christians.

S0 WHAT ARE THE FRUITS SO
FAR? | sametimes get invited 1o
speak (using material from the Bible




& MO Letters) after the Minister

has given the evening sermon. We
g8t to use church resources & finan-
ces for “"Outreach” —the music minis-
try. We may be able to get them to
print an up-to-date Family song col-
lection for local use.

WE LET THE JESUS PEOPLE
ORGANISE THEIR COFFEE
HOUSES, because we haven't got
the manpower or resources within the
local Family to do this. Then we
show up & play some carefully se-
lected but powerful songs of the
Spirit. This way we ere reaching
new souls wha are usually hardened
to Family street litnessing.

ALSO WE HOPE TO WIN SOME
ON-FIRE NEW DISCIPLES into
the Family. Thru' infiltrating the
church, we've met a handful of Chris-
tians who are fed up with the hypo-
crisy of the church but who do not
know where else to go. These peo-

ple are distinctly different from the
Jesus People & Pentecostals who en-
ioy going 1o church. These people
are keen to witness & to live com-
munally as the early Christians did,
By the time they find out who we
really are, | think they'll love us too
much to be prejudiced against us.

IF THE OLD METHODS DON'T
BEAR GOOD FRUIT in terms of
getting souls saved & winning new
disciples, then we'll just have to go
to other places & use other methods
to bring the sheep in. FF'ing, going
door-to-door & even infiltrating the
churches are three of the methods
that we have been using lately in our
city. Try sending underground dis-
ciples to infiltrate the System’s
sleepy churches! Like FF'ing, it's
winning souls by attacking the sys-
tem below the belt! If it works,
