We met a friendly
Turkish law student who became
our host, guide and friend for the
next couple of days, God bless him!

The next night, we had dinner at
the producer’s villa where he intro-
duced us to his different guests. So
began a very interesting “high so-
ciety” evening.

After dinner, we found ourselves

Portugal Needs You !

Dear Family,
Being Portuguese and a good and

close friend of the Family, I have
been asked by Christina, whom I
now live with, to give my impression
on how I feel you could best reach
the Portuguese people.

As you probably know, for the
last four years, Portugal has been
going through some hard and mixed
times, due to political, social and
economic changes that resulted
from a revolution, for which the
people in general were not prepared.

The quick changes in our society
have exhausted the people, both
physically and morally, and so I
believe that they would welcome
any kind of guidance and help that
would give their lives any amount
of peace and happiness.

Since | met the “Family” about
one year ago, I can think of nobody
better suited, particularly as for-
eigners to whom the Portuguese are
very open and receptive, to help
these people gain this peace and
happiness. It would make me very
happy that my fellow countrymen
would feel and understand a better
life in your ways. For this, we need
and ask for all the help you can give us.

Any of you willing to come here,
should bear in mind that the Portu-
guese, not having a very high stan-
dard of living and education, and
being quite conservative in their be-
liefs, would need a lot of time, pa-
tience, and hard work to be reached.
Your outward appearance and behav-
iours will also be very important for
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the readiness of your acceptance.

You can consider Portugal divided
into three main areas: North: Very
countrylike and conservative, but
with many receptive and honest
people; would have to be approach-
ed in a more calm and conservative
way. The main city is Porto, the
second largest in the country. This
area is quite industrial and produces
a lot of good wine.

Centre: Dominated by the capital
city Lisboa and its surroundings is
quite cosmopolitan, full of some of
the best restaurants and night places
in Europe, with a big floating popu-
lation, and as such, more open to
new ideas and means.

South: Mainly the Algarve pro-
vince, completely tumed to inter-
national tourism, with beautiful
beaches and hotels, and many resi-
dent foreigners, mainly German and
English. In this place, anything
could happen and is accepted.

You should also bear in mind that
the Portuguese have some very old,
strong catholic ideas imbedded in
them, and will always tend to re-
ject strong shocks to their beliefs,
but will easily be led to new
approaches by kindness and patience,
and especially by example. Also to

our advantage is the fact that they

ve always believed that “what is
foreign is better” or at least worth
experimenting,.

Nursing Mothers: Did you know..?

1. Breast
milk digests
more quickly
and easily
than does
cow’s milk, so
nursing babies
are hungry soon-
er than those on
a bottle. There-
fore, most breast-
fed babies prefer a
2-3 hour span from
the beginning of one
feeding to the beginning of
the next, compared to the 3-4 hour
span of a bottle-fed baby.

2. Nursing babies have “frequency”

days when they nurse more often
than usual, to bring in more milk
for their expanding needs. Denying
the baby additional nursings inter-
feres with his efforts to obtain milk
according to his growing demands.
3. If you nurse your baby within
the first hour of birth and then on
demand (every 2-3 hours), true
milk will often appear in 24 hours
rather than 3 days. The baby’s
weight loss after birth is also much
less. At-birth nursing also promotes

and thoroughly swab the

affected areas of the baby’s mouth
with a cotton swab after each nurs-
ing. Use a fresh cotton each time
and change the soda solution each
day. Keep nursing and keep treat-
ing. It may take several weeks to
disappear, but it does not bother
the baby much, if at all.

If your nipples become sore as a
result of thrush, the baking soda
treatment can be used. Afterwards,
a light coating of vaseline or lanolin
will help prevent dryness. Exposure
to a sunlamp or sunlight may help.
A common-sense precaution is to
avoid the sharing of toys with other



babies during their early months
when everything goes into their
mouths.

5. Love and lots of attention is
what your newborn needs the most.
Especially during the early weeks,
he will need to spend much of his
waking time in your arms to feel
your warmth and closeness as he did
before birth. (Editor: OQur new
mothers, especially if they are nurs-
ing, should be relieved of most of
their other responsibilities for the
first month, in order to regain their

DANGERS OF EXCESSIVE DRINKING DURING PREGNANCY!!

The Family News staff has re-
ceived several letters and news arti-
cles warning of the dangers of ex-
cessive drinking of alcohol during
pregnancy. The alcohol, like other
foods the mother eats, passes
through the placenta and into the
baby in the womb.

Studies have shown that excessive
alcohol consumption can be dam-
aging to the baby—just as excessive
drinking is bad for anyone’s health.
In a letter from Judith in Geneva,
Switzerland, she says:

“During my first pregnancy, / was
very conscientious about nutrition,
took vitamins, etc. and was com-
pletely nauseated by even the smell
of alecohol, so I didn't drink at all.
With my second, I was FF'ing near-
ly every night, drinking one or two
drinks a night and often had wine
at dinner. My second child has
very frail health and has little resist-

ance to colds, etc.

“I have read some recent articles
saying that pregnant women should
not drink more than one or two
drinks a week, because too much
alcohol can affect the unborn baby.
I believe this is something that preg-
nant girls should know and be warned
about. Not that they should stop
FF'ing, God forbid! But they should
seriously limit —or drink juice!”

As Dad has said, anything in ex-
cess can be dangerous to your
health! If you do drink, why not
stick to a glass of wine, sherry, port
or a good beer and try to avoid hard
liquor, especially durmg pregnancy.

As it says in “FF’
by Carlos in FN Vol.1,No. 1: “Better
safe than sorry, and when you take
into account that we have to be ever
mindful of the sample we give others
when we go out, better healthy and
sober!” —Happy Hookin’! WLY!
