Ths Kentucky 
Farm " S u r v i v a l Book" r e c -
comnends t h a t i t be k e p t 
in a w e l l - v e n t i l a t e d , c o o l 
d r y p l a c e a s f a r above 
ground l e v e l as p o s s i b l e 
t o p r e v e n t r a t e and o t b s r 
p e s t s from g e t t i n g a t i t . 

To s o l v e t h s p rob lems ws 
had w i t h o u r s u r v i v a l we 
found t h a t l e a v i n g t h s 
g r a i n s , s t c . i n t h e o r i ­
g i n a l b u r l a p bag i s b e s t .
