Most trailers & even the mod­
ern ready-made mobi le h o m e s 
nowadays have very little road 
clearance, s o w h e n y o u g o on 
bad or even non-paved roads, 
y o u have trouble. Dual wheels 
in the back or possibly 4-wheel 
drive can be a big help in under­
developed countries. Vans with 
4-wheel drive are more expen­
sive t h o ' & under normal condi­
t ions y o u can d o wi thout it.
