Amsterdam. I can't remember 
what it was about , but when I 
saw him some t ime later when 
they came t o Amsterdam for 
some kind of seminar, I recog­

nised him from my dream & 
told my mother. This, I think, 
has been an encouragment to 
her, as he only "appears" t o 
those he is "looking afier", I un­
derstand. I wasn't exact ly very 
exc i ted about it m y s e l f . - l don't 
care to be looked after by him 
or anyone except Jesus & His 
angels! 

THAT EVENING I S A T UP 
LATE TALKING WITH MY 
FATHER, & he told me about 
the business 8t the house & dif­
ferent experiences he had had. 
He is firmly convinced that "our 
Lord" has a hand in everything 
that happens t o them, & they 
owe Him the glory for alt their 
blessings, & if they go thru' a 
hard t ime they believe it is some 
lesson they have t o learn or a re­
ward for some mistake or fault 
of their o w n . 

IN SPITE OF THIS NEW RE­

wards, either seeing them or feel­
ing their presence in some way.
