WELL. I GUESS IT STARTED WITH MY QUITE 
INTEREST ING ANCESTORS. One side of the fam-
11y on my father's side were descendants 
from a long line of seafaring captains—my 
very old ancestors. My great, great, great 
grandfather captained the first ship that 
went over to India. 

IN FACT. THAT SIDE OF THE FAMILY STAYED

great-grandfather who I can sti l l remember. 
He lived to be very old, about 97, 4 he 
sailed on one of the last of the old sailing 
ships.

died when I was very young,about three 4 she 
was like an angel in my l i fe ; I never ever 
saw her angry or out of the spirit in any wa>. 

IF I WAS BAD. SHE'D ALWAYS LOVE ME THROUGH 
ALL THE CHANGES I went through. She always 
had tremendous faith in me 4 loved me & I 
think she was the closest person to me, my 
grandmother. And my father had dramatic tal­
ent too but he was a lawyer; he became a 
lawyer in the Forces. He had tremendous tal­
ents along that line. 

SO THAT'S ONE SIDE OF MY FAMILY-WELSH: 
I'm not really English at a l l . But the other 
side of my family are Polish, yes, original­
ly from Austria actually where they were 
nobility in Austria S they moved to Poland. 
I'm not sure how many generations back. 

MY GREAT GRANDMOTHFR WAS A GUNRUNNER IN 
THE LAST WAR AT THE AGE OF 90, quite a 
legend in Warsaw. Because my grandfather, 
Emile, on that side was the leader, or one 
of the leaders I think--I'm not quite sure 
whether one of the leaders or the leader. 

--BUT HE'S A VERY FAMOUS MAN IN POLAND Of 
THE UNDERGROUND RESISTANCE DURING THE LAST 
WAR. He was decorated with the Victoria 
Cross & a number of all the equivalent medals 
of that side in Poland. And in fact, I re­
member when I was a child we had all kinds 
of different gadgets that they used to use 
during the last war--a desk that had secret 
compartments;if you knew where to press, dif­
ferent things shot out. You know, secret 
drawers & l i t t le cigarette cases where you 
have a l i t t le pinhole & you poke it in & a 
thing on a spring would come out—they're 
all gadgets. 

I NEVER KNEW HIM PERSONALLY because he 
died but he's always been a tremendous fac­
tor in my life,also because he wrote a book 
about his exploits during the last war. it 's 
in Polish but a Polish person read it forme. 
Itwas Incredible, the exploits he did -things 
that make the "Great Train Robbery" look 
like nothing. He had an underground press 4 
printed up counterfeit money to buy guns & 
he was a very brave man. 

AFTER THE WAR WHEN THE COMMUNISTS TOOK 
OVER. HE WA5 OFFERED A GENERALSHIP in the 
Communist army or whatever, the new order, 
but he turned it down because he didn't want 
to be a Communist; he was a Catholic, a godly 
man. And so he got sent to prison where he 
wrote his book. And my mother 4 grandmother 
got sent to Siberia. They weren't there long; 
they were quickly released under an amnesty 
4 they went to Israel.
