EVEN THOUGH I HAD BEEN IN 
CHARGE OF 2 SCHOOLS i n t h e

I 
knew t h a t my #1 j o b was t o 
love t h e c h i l d r e n £ r e b u i l d 
t h e i r f a i t h In t h e Word, t h e 
Lord £ t h e F a m i l y . I was up 
by 7 i n t h e m o r n i n g , £ my 
day began w i t h c o o k i n g 
b r e a k f a s t , d o i n g l a u n d r y , 
d i s h e s , d r e s s i n g t h e k i d s , 
c l e a n i n g t h e house & p o t t y 
t r a i n i n g t h e 9 - m o n t h - o l d 
baby g i r l ,

c h i l d r e n . I t r a i n e d t h e 
c h i l d r e n in t a k i n g r e s p o n s i ­
b i l i t i e s £ gave them d a i l y 
c h o r e s — t h i s h e l p e d t o 
l i g h t e n my l o a d a l i t t l e .
