F l e e i n g was an e x p e r i e n c e . I had wanted t o do I t a l l n i c e and l e g a l . I neve r 
r e a l i s e d what my wife ( an a c t r e s s and d a u g h t e r o f v e r y r i c h and I n f l u e n t i a l p a r e n t s ) was 
up t o .

L a t e t h a t n i g h t I d i s ­
covered t hey had a l l been in on I t . My h e a r t r e a l l y s ank . Thank God f o r J , £ and 
Y i n , who were a l l a r e a l encouragement t o rae dur ing t h i s t i m e . I t was a b ig 
fight a l l t h e way th rough! J took me t o buy ay t i c k e t t o P Я GBH! He put out 
the money f o r me t o be a b l e t o g o . We had a l r e a d y dec ided t h e day b e f o r e , t h a t no mat t e r 
rhat , whoever was r e a d y would l e a v e a s schedu led on Tuesday, so he d i d .
