H o w c o m e w e d idn ' t see it, 
I d o n ' t understandl S o w h e n it d idn ' t w o r k s o 
wel l , w e s t o p p e d the "d i sc ip l ine" & tried t o 
expla in everyth ing t o h i m instead. " Y o u must 
n o i d o this & that because this & tha t" , & 
"can y o u please d o th is because . . ." S o w h e n 
he d i s o b e y e d m e In d i f ferent th ings , I w o u l d 
a lways e x c u s e h i m because he d idn ' t really 
k n o w this & tha t , or " S e e , h e d idn ' t really 
mean t o be d i s o b e d i e n t , he Just ' w a n t e d t o d o 
it his w a y ' I " A n d his w a y was a l w a y s very 
clever & smart w i th g o o d i n t e n t i o n s , b u t near­
ly a lways t h e direct o p p o s i t e o f w h a t I had 
asked h i m t o d o . 

THIS D E V E L O P E D G R A D U A L L Y I N 
HIS R E L A T I O N S H I P WITH U S St O T H E R S . 
S o w h e n I w o u l d tell h i m t o d o s o m e t h i n g , h e 
w o u l d m o s t o f t h e t i m e d o it d i f ferent , or 
s o m e t h i n g e lse because o f a very g o o d reason 
he w o u l d give, & w e w o u l d to l era te it, because 
his w a y a lways s o u n d e d g o o d & logic . All this 
w e can s e e m o r e c learly n o w , but t h e n w e 
c o u l d never unders tand w h y he w a s s o hard 
t o handle . 

O U R LACK O F B E I N G FIRM & C O N S I S T ­
E N T WITH HIM had a very bad e f f e c t , as he 
s e e m e d t o g e t easi ly b o r e d , lost his concentra ­
t ion in d o i n g things 8t w e c o u l d never leave 
h im o u t of s ight as h e w o u l d a lways o v e r d o his 
p lay & d o things h e was n o t s u p p o s e d t o d o . 
I h a d the c o n s t a n t fee l ing of n o t be ing able t o 
chal lenge h im e n o u g h , w h e n the truth w a s t h a t 
w e tried t o run after a wi ld horse try ing t o 
train i t b e f o r e w e t a m e d it. 

T H E N , W H E N HE W A S A B O U T 4 - 1 / 2 
Y E A R S O L D , Zach started w o r k i n g for Nor­
weg ian T V again, after 7 years o f living b y 
faith in the Fami ly . We g o t a n ice a p a r t m e n t 
o u t s i d e Os lo , l i tt le by l i tt le w e se t t l ed d o w n , 
& sad t o say, w e d idn ' t d o m u c h for the Lord. 
J o h a n n e s & J o y (his l ittle sister, 1 - 1 / 2 years 
y o u n g e r ) w e n t t o a kindergarten a f e w h o u r s 
each day , as all t h e . o t h e r chi ldren in t h e dis­
trict did the same. . 

A T F I R S T I W A S V E R Y R E L I E V E D & 
H A P P Y A B O U T IT because he w o u l d learn 
t o c o m m u n i c a t e w i t h o ther chi ldren in g a m e s 
& act iv i t ies , & at the same t i m e give m e a 
break t o d o h o u s e w o r k , as Zach w a s m o s t of 
the t ime o u t travelling w i th t h e T V . H o w e v e r , 
after 2 m o n t h s , h e g o t the m u m p s (as there is 
a lways s ickness & aff l ic t ions spreading at 
these inst i tut ions . ) & a w e e k later he g o t an 

in fec t ion in his ears. 
A F T E R S O M E D A Y S WE D I S C O V E R E D 

T H A T HE H A D T O T A L L Y LOST H I S 
H E A R I N G in his right ear. We really prayed fit 
w h e n n o t h i n g changed w e t o o k h i m t o a 
special ist . He c o n f i r m e d that h e was deaf in 
the right ear & that there was no th ing w e 
c o u l d d o , as his hearing sense was d e s t r o y e d . 
It was very hard for us t o s e e at that t ime w h y 
the Lord let it h a p p e n , e tc . , s o we just gave it 
t o t h e Lord, trust ing that He w o u l d heal 
Johannes fit del iver h i m from this deafness in 
His t i m e . He a lways has a plan & purpose & a 
lesson for us t o learn in everyth ing that He 
lets h a p p e n . TTLI 

A F T E R T H I S I WAS E X C U S I N G J O H A N ­
N E S E V E N M O R E for n o t o b e y i n g or l isten­
ing t o m e , as I t h o u g h t h e actual ly d idn ' t hear 
me , & he re sponded less 8t less t o our suggest­
ions . But chi ldren are s o smart & find o u t 
eas i ly h o w t h e y can trick us t o ge t their o w n 
w a y . (Read "Chi ld P s y c h o l o g y " , Letter N o . 
9151) S o , needless t o say , his i n d e p e n d e n c e 
& rebel l iousness increased & h e b e c a m e more 
& m o r e impat i ent , w i ld & easi ly bored with 
everyth ing . 

T h * man behind t h * scenes, Zach L l g h t m a n , f i lming 
t h * Shows! 

E V E N T H O U G H HE L O V E D T O R E A D 
MO L E T T E R S & H E A R BIBLE S T O R I E S , 
m o s t o f the t i m e I had the hopeless fee l ing 
that he d idn' t really get fed. S o m e t h i n g was 
hindering h i m in having the peace t o receive 
the Word even though I k n e w he was hungry. 
I never e v e n g o t s tarted having s choo l or m e m o 
rising with him as he never had the pat ience fit 
peace t o sit d o w n for that . T o d a y I can see 
w h y , because w i t h o u t discipline it is hard t o 
teach as the chi ldren are n o t taught t o receive 
instruct ions & therefore are not taught t o re­
ceive teaching either, b u t rather resist it. 

S O W H E N HE S E E M E D T O RESIST I 
w o u l d n o t force anyth ing o n h im. I let it pass 
& kind of (-overlooked it because he had s o 
m a n y other g o o d qual i t ies . He usually had a 
lot of lo^ye for the other children, sharing every­
thing he had , be,ing mos t of the t ime very fair 
in his play, giving hugs fit kisses, really shining 
in l itnessing, leading his friends t o t h e Lord, 
e tc . I h o p e this gives a fair picture of h o w he 
was, as " N o n e of us is all g o o d or even all 
bad." (From N o . 3 0 6 . ) 

WELL, IT'S H A R D T O D E S C R I B E O U R 
JOY & H A P P I N E S S w h e n we got the invita­
t ion t o c o m e t o MWM, t o cut all our t ies fit 
serve the Lord again full t ime! It was s o won­
derful, thrilling, fit exc i t ing t o arrive here & 
feel everybody' s love & concern as we started 
in this ministry. We were qu i te s h o c k e d though 
to find h o w far behind w e were in everything 
as His light shines s o bright here & uncovers all 
our sins, mistakes , fit short-comings . But, oh 
such freedoml T h e Lord w o r k e d n o t o n l y in 
our lives, but also in the children's lives! TTLI 
Johannes w a s 6 years at the t ime of our arrival. 

ONE D A Y I C A U G H T J O H A N N E S 
B R I N G I N G S O M E M A T C H E S B E H I N D T H E 
B U S H E S where he was playing. I t o o k h im 
h o m e fit to ld h i m h o w dangerous it w o u l d be 
for h im t o use them as it is s o dry here, & re­
peated w h a t w e a lways have to ld h im, t o 
never play with matches whatsoever! I k n e w 
h e unders tood , s o I let h im g o believing h e 
really got the point . 

T H E N E X T D A Y , HOWEVER, I H E A R D 
S O M E O N E S C R E A M I N G St w h e n I l o o k e d out 
I saw a big tree in furious f lames & there c a m e 
Johannes running toward me, pale St in total 
shock, screaming, "I 'm sorry, I'm sorry! I did 
not mean it!" The fire spread to the next tree 
fit the w h o l e c a m p was in danger. Everybody 
tried t o put it out , but the w i n d was t o o 
strong fit everything was s o dry that it just 

seemed impossible . I t o o k Johannes aside & 
we prayed desperately together for the Lord to 
have mercy o n us, forgive us, fit s top the fire. 
All tho others w e r e praying t o o , fit even though 
the fire had spread, it just miraculously went 
out ! When the fire truck came there were on ly 
some g lowing pieces left. TTLI What a mirBcle! 
What a relief! 

I W A S S H A K E N , & S O WAS J O H A N N E S 
fit E V E R Y B O D Y ELSE IN THE CAMP. Jo 
hannes t o l d his s tory , & as usual, his in tent ions 
were not "bad". He had put s tones together in 
a circle just like Survival Sam, just want ing t o 
make a c o z y little fire. But he k n e w he was act­
ing In total d i sobedience t o what I already told 
him. N o w t h e Lord w o u l d n o t tolerate his 
s tubbornness & rebell iousness fit his d isobedient 
clever spirit any longer. In furious anger fit 
judgement He let Johannes be a threat to the 
w h o l e c a m p & God's work fit workers. 

IT WAS N E A R L Y T O O MUCH FOR U S 
TO H A N D L E , knowing h o w we had failed the 
Lord fit others as well as Johannes . GHUI Then 
came a t ime of real purging, heart-breaking, & 
test ing as w e really w a n t e d t o cont inue in 
God's service & let the Lord mold us the way 
He w a n t e d us t o be. 

IF J O H A N N E S S E L D O M GOT SPANK­
INGS B E F O R E , he certainly got paid up for 
that in a short t ime! He was really sorry for 
what h e had d o n e , but he still had t o change & 
have a c o m p l e t e revolut ion, t o revolute & go 
the oppos i t e direct ion. S o w e prayed & read 
the Word toge ther fit t h e Lord spoke s o clearly 
t o us St s h o w e d us where our mistakes were 
St h o w t o correct t h e m . He s h o w e d us that w e 
should n o t spare the rod of correct ion o n 
Johannes , but really sock it to h im St give him 
a cho ice , whether he wanted t o stay with us fit 
serve the Lord, or go his o w n way & d o his 
o w n thing. He said h e w a n t e d t o f o l l o w the 
Lord & agreed t o let us be on his case about 
everything. 

WHAT A SHOCK IT WAS FOR US TO 
SEE HOW D I S O B E D I E N T HE WAS! I w o u l d 
ask h im t o d o someth ing fit he would still d o 
the oppos i t e just o u t of habit. When I w o u l d 
correct h im he would tell me some truth but 
mix in s o m e lies also t o cover up his guilt. In 
the next f e w days we had t o give him spank­
ings for nearly everything we asked him t o d o 
because h e w o u l d n ' t o b e y fit tell the truth, ad­
mitting his d isobedience . S o we didn't k n o w 
what t o d o ! We tried t o make h i m memorise 
verses on d isobedience , lies, truth, e tc . But 

even after repeating it t o h im during the w h o l e 
day, when the evening came he still d idn't re­
member, even though h e really tried. There 
had t o be someth ing in his heart that was still 
hindering him in receiving the Word. 

T H E N E X T M O R N I N G ZACH GOT 
SOME V E R S E S A B O U T GOD'S HOLY 
SPIRIT that w o u l d bring all things t o our re­
membrance fit that w o u l d guide us in to all 
truth. (John 1*1:26 & 1 6 : 1 3 . ) We t h o u g h t h e al­
ready had received the Ho ly Spirit as he had 
prayed for it before . But it says in A c t s 6 : 3 2 
that G o d gives the Holy Spirit t o t h e m that 
o b e y Him. S o by faith w e got together fit asked 
Johannes if he wanted t o receive the Ho ly 
Spirit. He was in the state where he really want­
ed t o be freed from his rebel l iousness, s o w e 
anointed h im with oil & he cried desperately 
o u t t o the Lord for he lp . 

HE B R O K E I N T O T E A R S , A S K I N G T H E 
L O R D T O F O R G I V E HIM & give h im His Holy 
Spirit of Truth that w o u l d he lp hjm t o remem­
ber His Word s o he cou ld be honest St obedient . 
After t h e prayer h e praised the Lord like w e 
have never seen h im d o before, praising & prai­
sing H i m wi th his w h o l e l i t t le heart, it was s o 
beautiful! TYJ! 

WE WERE A M A Z E D T O S E E T H E C H A N G E 
IN HIS A T T I T U D E during the days which fol­
lowed. He w o u l d n o w receive correct ion k n o w ­
ing that w e were right, instead of trying t o cov­
er it up. He started t o memorise one verse a 
day , t w o verses a day , fit it got easier St easier 
for h im t o remember. Everyt ime he w o u l d 
s h o w a sign o f murmuring, s tubbornness or plain 
d isobedience , w e w o u l d n o w let noth ing slip 
by , b u t a lways be o n his case w i t h discipl ine fit 
the Word as firm & cons is tent as possible. 

OF C O U R S E , IN EVfcHY S I T U A T I O N WE 
T R I E D T O M A K E IT E A S Y FOR HIM T O 
BE G O O D , encouraging h im by showing love 
St sharing uplift ing verses. But w h e n h e w o u l d 
choose d isobedience I w o u l d really sock it t o 
h im wi th spankings until w e k n e w h e w a s really 
sorry & begging for mercy. Then we w o u l d find 
verses St stories f rom the Bible fit MO Letters 
about h o w God never tolerated murmuring, 
complaining or d i sobedience . 

E V E N WE O U R S E L V E S H A V E N E V E R 
R E A L I S E D h o w serious fit terrible & h o w 
much worse than witchcraft , idolatry & iniquity 
s tubbornness fit d isobedience are. King Saul lost 
his w h o l e k ingdom because of a "seemingly 
small" d isobedience . He even in a way tried t o 
do " g o o d " (1 Sam. 15 :23 ) & Ananias 8t Sap-

Baiutlful Lydla doing dlshti In th* iiml 
phira were b o t h instant ly struck dead trying t o 
cover u p their d i sobed ience b y lying. The list is 
a lmost endless of all the judgements God has 
sent o n His peop le w h e n they d i sobeyed . But 
oh , h o w He blesses us when w e o b e y in small 
things , anyth ing can happen then & there is 
a lways a v ictory around the corner. "He that is 
faithful in that which is least is faithful also in 
m u c h . " (Luke 16 :10 . ) 

WE WERE SO T H A N K F U L T O THE L O R D 
F OR EXPOSING O U R DISOBEDIENCE T O O 
in n o t training h i m in the way he shou ld go . 
A s Dad says in " R o t t e n Apple s" (No . 1 0 2 3 ) , 
that problem children are usually the result of 
prob lem parents. Oh , h o w we prayed for for­
giveness for not staying c loser t o the Lord fit all 
the prec ious Letters o n childcare in discipline 
St t h e importance of learning St memoris ing the 
Word. Because if we leave the Word out of 
discipline, it doesn' t hit deep or ,make a lasting 
change. (Heb. 4 : 1 2 ) . Hosea's letter o n "Love 
& Disc ipl ine" covers it all, s h o w i n g clearly h o w 
Dad always emphas ised the Word in b o t h love 

& discipline St h o w the Lord blessed it! 
WE M U S T S A Y T H A T WITHOUT D E A R , 

F A I T H F U L P A U L & M A R I A N N E ' S LOVE 
8t P A T I E N C E , which they have always show­
ed us, St their w i s d o m St humi l i ty in the way 
they handled the w h o l e s i tuat ion, we d o u b t 
that we w o u l d have had the vision Si guts t o 
see it through t o total v ictory. G o d bless t h e m ! 
They h o t on ly encouraged us t o fight the 
battle, but fought the battle with us in full 
de terminat ion t o win the fight! They even 
used the lesson that w e were about t o learn 
t o help the w h o l e Family here in the c a m p t o 
search their hearts St make sure we all had the 
same standards in the care of our children. We 
all read together Letters o n child-discipline, 
really searching out the Letters, agreeing o n 
various things that w e wanted t o change, l ike: 

KEEPING A MUCH C L O S E R EYE O N 
WHERE T H E C H I L D R E N A R E , what they 
are doing, making sure that both their play St 
att i tudes are beneficial St posit ive .

P A R E N T S T O BE F A I T H F U L St cons i s tent 
in small things t o make sure that we let n o 
weeds of d i sobed ience grow in their tender 
little hearts, these children w h o are that n e w 
generation, our end-t ime witnessers! There's 
nothing like t h e Word, that's the on ly w e a p o n 
that can mo ld , purify & change us all. " N o w 
ye are clean through the Word which I have 
spoken u n t o y o u . " "If y e c o n t i n u e in m y 
Words, then are y e m y disciples indeed, fit y e 
shall k n o w the Truth fit the Truth shall make 
y o u free." "It's the Spirit (the Word!) that 
quickeneth". (John 1 5 : 3 , 8 : 3 1 , 3 2 8t 6 : 6 3 . ) 

NOT O N L Y R E A D I N G S ! MEMORISING 

THE W O R D , but being sure t o live it St let it 
corwict us every day in every s i tuation St help 
the children with the same. The Word is the 
measure from where we can measure alt things. 
As Dad says in o n e of his recent Letters: " S o 
I consider for our children the best educat ion 
y o u can possibly get is the Word in the Bible 
fit the MO Letters." (No. 1036 . ) 

THIS A L L H A P P E N E D A B O U T THREE 
M O N T H S A G O , St by this t ime Johannes has 
memorised more than 4 0 verses 8t 7 children's 
Daily Mights & has n o w started o n the adults' 
Daily Mights. All this convicts h im daily in 
everything he does . It's s o wonderful t o see 
h o w he respects it, St h o w it makes him decrease 
St Him increase. Hallelujah! Such a victory 
out of seeming defeat! It's s o excit ing St ful­
filling t o care for h im now, as he is s o happy 
St c o n t e n t fit eager t o learn everything. "If 
y o u k n o w these things, happy are ye if y e d o 
t h e m . " (John 1 3 : 1 7 ) S o true! He is learning 
so fast t o o ! In this t ime he has learned t o read, 
write fit talk as well as learning all his verses in 
English, which he didn't k n o w a word of half 
a year ago. PTL! 

O F C O U R S E , HE STILL MAKES MIS­
T A K E S fit FAILS A S WE A L L DO, but n o w 
it helps h im t o even c l imb higher as we always 
try t o be faithful St consis tent t o warn St disci­
pline h im St use the opportuni ty t o search the 
scriptures St stories that relate, St make h im 
memorise a verse o n the subject. It's so im­
portant t o let nothing slip. "ALL things work 
together for g o o d t o t h e m that love the Lord." 
(Rom. 8 :28 ) He still hasn't go t his hearing 
back in his right ear, "but if not" , we have 
the faith that as we o b e y . He makes a way, 
& that the future is as bright as the promises 
of Godt TYJ! God bless y o u ! We love y o u !
