The weather's turning nice hers. Meanwhile, besides the eongbook work, 
we'va been buay cleaning up and security-proofing the houeJj_« aa there 
could be v is i ts any t i ts e f rom police or reportwTirr Mngalo-s had f ront-paga 
spreads on a l l the newspapers, with pictures of his family, John Scott,etc. 
So i t ' s exciting &, keeps us preying desperately. 

I just wanted to maks a suggestion concerning the leave. the "pitching" 
of the Bongs. While working with Windy'a Communion tape, I began to notice 
that the range waa consistently low in almgat '•y fun Even to tha point 
that I began putting in e l i t t l e note at ter each one in the eongbook t • (*sucj 
gasted capo on 3rd f re t ( or 2nd or 4th f r e t , e tc . ) for group singing.)" 
But aone of them were even Sth or 7th f r e t , ae Windy had already recorded 
them using a capo. Songjlike "Author of Life Divine" end "Jesus Spreads Hie 
Banner O'er Ua" were even d i f f i c u l t for her to hit the low notes on. 

Normally, we'd only need to worry about the range of the linger who's 
recordings but i t would be good, in these aonga we want the Family L chi ld­
ren to aing, to find the appropriate key. Like Jed says in "Make A Joyful 
Noiae". children usually sing between about middle C to C above middle C. 
although I think our MWM children can get down to A or £ below middle C, 
and up to HIH,OT f_ above the C abova middle C. 

I noticed thet Feithy, in "Haavfnj.v Sunshine" pitched some of the 
aongs quita low. I t ' e intareeting that many of these seme eonge ("Thie Li t ­
t l e Light of Mine", "We've Come This Far By Fai th" ,etc . ) when done on the 
Family Cara tapes, were in higher keys, better pitched for children. Severe 
of tha "Heavenly Sunshine" eonge ware exactly a "fourth" too low ( l ike "D" 
lnetaed of "G") which matches Fa^hy*» voice| though sons even made Faithy 
etreteh wey down (Go Tel l I t On The Mountain, Everybody Oughte Know, Jeeus 
Loves the L i t t l a Children, We've Come This Far By Fa i th ) . 

I 've worked with Faithy, Windy, 8. Joan, and they a l l have- a wide rengs 
both high I low. Yet in our recording, we tend to emphesiee the lower range 
This ¿4 mora appropriate for intimete, personal einging for eure (as Windy 
wee doing on the Communion tape). But when you get in a big room with the 
Family 6. children, i t suddenly seems harder to reach t he se low notea. Some 
of the aonge ere quite lovous. in fact , and i t wouldn't hurt to pitch them 
a l i t t l e hioher where you can really " l i f t up your voice" I 

I aang with church choirs and in choral groups for seversl years, end 
I think i f you ' l l note the range of Melodise in hymnals a. aongbooks, you' l l 
find i t re lat ively high compered to our choice of keys. I know i t ' s e new 
dayi we h'eve a new etyle of music end we're not opera singers; but a t i l l 
we should take note of the ranges of the Family 8. our kids, I think, as we 
put t he se aonge down on tepe to be the Family atenderd. 

I 've been noticing for a few years thet when q^rls tske children out 
singing, or leed inspiret ion, the children almost always end up singing lo» 
or reaching for the next octave higher. Wherees with male leedere, i t seems 
to flow better. ( I 'm spssking of outside HtfM which hae already reckoned 
with this problem.) This is baceuse men just eing naturally about sn octave 
lower then children—the t^a, the same note an octave lower. Our girls cen 
sing in the exact range of the children, but they tend to not went to sing 
so high, maybe for fear of eounding operatic or churchy. 

( I think in the Family we mey hsve obliged our gir le to sing low, also 
beceusa most of the aongs have been written by young males, who sing pretty 
high, aa was the folk-rock t radi t ion. I f the girls tr ied to a i n g these en 
octeve higher, the/d reel ly be "weilinej", so in general, they've had to 
awiteh beck ft. for th , often einging the seme note as the boys. Exsmpleei 
Thank the Lord For the Foodtchorus) , HoiTTong Y o u Been Waiting i n «G"(verse
