He then went on t o t r a n s l a t e the New Testament him-
omlT i n t o the language of the people so t h a t everyone could read the t r u t h , ft he was a 
r e a l r e b e l a g a i n s t the church system of h i s day - who were the r e a l r e b e l s a g a i n s t God! 
He r e j e c t e d c e l i b a c y 6 marr ied a former nun who'd a l s o r e j e c t e d c e l i b a c y ft they cont inued 
f a i t h f u l l y w i t n e s s i n g u n t i l the day he d ied a t t h e age of 6 3 . Lu the r waa a p r o l i f i c w r i t e r 
ft h i a w r i t i n g s t r u l y he lped t o change the World of h i a day , ft many of the t r u t h s he wrote 
•bout In the Middle Agea hold j u a t aa t r u e todayl PTLI 

FOLLOWING ARE SOME EXCERPTS FROM OWE OF HIS LAST BOOKS, which waa only t r a n s l a t e d from 
the o r i g i n a l Osrman hundreds of y e a r s a f t e r L u t h e r ' s d e a t h . The e d i t o r s of t h i a t r a n a l a t i o n 
exp la in why t h e r a waa such a de l ay in the t r a n s l a t i o n ft g ive a l i t t l e background of t h e book: 
"When we s e t out t o f ind the book i n i t s o r i g i n a l language ft when we proceeded t o have i t 
t r a n s l a t e d , we were shocked ft amazed a t the i n t e r f e r e n c e we encountered from a wide v a r i e t y 
of s o u r c e s . Two d i f f e r e n t t r a n s l a t o r s were made the v i c t i m s of i n t i m i d a t i o n , ft on ly a f t e r a 
r a t h e r d r a s t i c exper ience were we a b l e t o complete i t s t r a n s l a t i o n in s p i t e of i t s b r e v i t y . 
In e f f e c t i n g the t r a n s l a t i o n of t h i s work we became i n c r e a s i n g l y convinced t h a t a w e l l o r ­
ganised p l o t to keep t h i s book hidden e x i s t s . " 

"LUTHER'S EXPERIENCE WITH THE JEWS WAS VERY PISAFFOINTING. He spent many yea r s t r y i n g to 
convert them. Like S t . P a u l , he gave the Jews tne f i r s t chance a t the Gospe l , but concluded 
in l a t e r y e a r s , aa the r e a d e r w i l l soon s e e , t h a t h i a e f f o r t s in t h i s d i r e c t i o n were f u t i l e . 
Some of Dr. L u t h e r ' s language w i l l shock the r e a d e r , but i t i s our b u s i n e s s t o give you the 
words of t h e Reformer j u s t a s he wrote them, ft not on the b a s i s of our agreement o r d i s a g r e e ­
ment. Rega rd l e s s of any o t h e r purpose t h a t t h i s t r a n a l a t i o n may s e r v e , i t w i l l se rve one 
fundament/Al purpose: namely, t h i a g e n e r a t i o n i s not the f i r s t g e n e r a t i o n which has faced a 
Jewish problem. Yes, i t w i l l se rve a second purpose : namely, an a l e r t n e s s t o the Jewish 

£ p r o b l e o doea not n e c e s s a r i l y i n d i c a t e t h a t the i n d i v i d u a l s who a re a l e r t e d a r e depraved or 
g u n - C h r i s t i a n , For t hose who doubt t h a t t he se w r i t i n g s o r i g i n a t e d wi th Mar t in L u t h e r , the 

o r i g i n a l language may be found in Mar t in L u t h e r ' s works In the Congress iona l L i b r a r y , 
Washington, D .C . , ft i n any one of s e v e r a l Lutheran s e m i n a r i e s . " 

NOW WE HAVE LUTHER'S OWN INTRODUCTION TO HIS BOOK: "I had decided not t o w r i t e anymore, 
n e i t h e r 57 the Jews , nor a g a i n s t the Jews . Because I have l e a r n e d , however, t h a t t hose 
m i s e r a b l e , wicked people do not cease t r y i n g t o win over t o themselves ua , t h a t i s , the 
C h r i s t i a n a a l a o , I have pe rmi t t ed t h i s bookle t to go f o r t h t h a t I might be found among 
those who have r e s t a t e d such poisonous unde r t ak ing of the Jews , and have warned the C h r i s t i a n s 
to be on t h e i r guard a g a i n s t them. I would not have thought t h a t a C h r i s t i a n would permi t 
himself t o be fooled by the Jewa to share t h e i r e x i l e ft m i s e r y . But the Dev i l i s the god of 
the World, and wher» God 's Word i s n o t , he h a s easy s a i l i n g , not only among the weak, bu t 
a l s o among t h e s t r o n g . God h e l p u s . Amen." 

LUTHER GOES ON TO SAY. " I t i s not my i n t e n t i o n t o q u a r r e l wi th the Jewa or t o l e a r n from 
them how they i n t e r p r e t ft unders tand the S c r i p t u r e * . I have known a l l t h a t b e f o r e . Much l e s s 
do I i n t e n d t o conver t the Jews . For t h a t i s i m p o s s i b l e . Nor does i t do any good among the 
Jews everywhere , and they have g e n e r a l l y become worse . Also , because they became so hardened 
to v i s i t a t l o n s ^ h a t t hey do not want t o become consc ious of t h e i r t e r r i b l e d l lemna, t h a t they 
have now been in e x i l e for over lVXJ y e a r s , ft cannot ye t see an end or d e f i n i t e t ime of r e l i e f 
through f e r v e n t , e t e r n a l c ry ing ft screaming to God. I f v i a i t a t i o n s do not h e l p , we might a s 
well f i g u r e t h a t our t a l k i n g ft i n t e r p r e t i n g w i l l he lp much l e s s . " 

"THEY HOLD ONE PRINCIPLE Off WHICH THEi DEPEND ft IN WHICH THEi TRUST SO MUCH. That i a , they 
a re born of the h i g h e s t people on e a r t h , of Abraham, Sarah , I s a a c , Rebecca, J a c o b , e t c . We 
(Goyia) heathen a r e not human be ings in t h e i r s i g h t , but h a r d l y worthy t o be regarded a s worms. 
For we a r c not of t h a t h igh , noble b lood , b i r t h & d e s c e n t . Therefore God must s u f f e r them in 
t h e i r s c h o o l s , p r a y e r s , aonga, d o c t r i n e ft e n t i r e l i f e - t h e r e they s tand before Him ft p e s t e r 
Him. He must hear how they e x a l t themselves ft p r a i s e God for s e p a r a t i n g them from the hea then , 
ft p e r m i t t i n g them t o be b o m of the holy Te thers ft chosen them for His own holy n a t i o n , e t c . 
And t h e r e i s no end of b o a s t i n g about blood ft b o d i l y b i r t h of the f a t h e r s , " 

"WELL, NO ONE CAN DEPRIVE THEM OF THEIR BOASTING about blood ft the t r i b e of I s r a e l , In 
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the Old Teetament t hey l o s t many a b a t t l e on t h a t a c c o u n t . A l l p r o p h e t s have chlded them 
because of i t , fo r i t i s a proud c a r n a l assumption wi thou t s p i r i t ft f a i t h , bu t they have 
a l so basn murderad ft p e r s e c u t e d because of i t . They a r e b o a s t f u l , proud f o o l s who t o t h i s 
day can not do mora t han t o p r a i s e themse lves because of t h e i r n o b i l i t y ft b lood , p r a i s e 
themselves a lone ft d e s p i s e ft condemn t h e whole world i n t h e i r s c h o o l s , p r a y e r s ft t e a c h i n g a , 
yet they imagine themse lves t o be s t a n d i n g be fo re God a s His d e a r e s t c h i l d r e n ! " 

LUTHER CONTINUES IN A LITTLE STRONGER LANGUAGE, "Our Lord a l a o c a l l s them ' v i p e r s . ' I n 
John B i i ^ t ' I f ye « r a Abraham's c h i l d r e n , ye would do the works of Abraham."Versa V*t "Ye 
are of your f a t h e r , the D e v i l . " "Thia waa unbearab le for them, t h a t they should be t h e c h i l ­
dren of t h e D e v i l , a s they cannot bea r i t y e t . For i f they would hava t o g ive u s t h i s foun­
da t ion (Abraham's c h i l d r e n ) , e v e r y t h i n g thay have b u i l t upon i t would have t o f a l l . " 

"TKEY ARE THE REAL LIARS ft BLOODHOUNDS, who have not only p e r v e r t e d ft f a l s i f i e d t h e e n t i r e 
S c r i p t u r e from beg inn ing to ana ft wi thout c e a s i n g wi th t h e i r i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s . And a l l of t h e 
•njdoua s i g h i n g , l ong ing ft hope of t h e i r h e a r t s i s d i r e c t e d t o the t ime when some day they 
would l i k e t o dea l w i th ue hea than a s they d e a l t wi th the hea then i n P t r e i a a t the t ime of 
Es the r . 0 how they love t h a t book E s t h e r , which so n i c e l y a g r a e e wi th t h e i r b l o o d t h i r s t y , r e ­
vengeful ft murderous d e s i r e ft hope I The sun never d id s h i n e on a more b l o o d t h i r s t y ft r e v e n g e ­
ful people aa they who imagine t o be the people of God, who d e s i r e t o ft t h i n k they must mur­
der ft c ru sh the h e a t h e n . And the foremost u n d e r t a k i n g which t hey expect of t h e i r Messiah i s 
that he ehould s l a y ft murder the whole world wi th t h e i r sword ." 

" IF IN THIS WORLD A BEAUTIFUL WOHAH WERE TO PARADE IN A WREATH ( token of v i r g i n i t y ) , bu t 
underneath were n o t h i n g but a n a s t y , shameful whore, what would i t h e l p he r? Th i s i t would 
do t o h a r , t h a t people would d e s p i s e he r seven t i n e a more t han a f r e e , p u b l i c whore. Thus 
God always chided I s r a e l , a mean whore, through His p r o p h e t s , because t h e y p r a c t i s e d a l l 
manner of i d o l a t r y ft wickedness under the show of outward commandments 6 s a n c t i t y . As Hosea 
e s p e c i a l l y l aments i n Chapter 2 : * * , 5 : "I w i l l not have mercy upon he r c h i l d r e n , for t hey be 
the c h i l d r e n of whoredoms. For t h e i r mother ha th played t h e h a r l o t . " They a r e condemned b e ­
cause t hey have God ' s commandment ft do not keep i t , but a c t a g a i n s t i t w i thou t c e a s i n g . " 

"THEY BRAG BOAST t h a t they have had the land of Canaan, the c i t y of J e rusa l em ft t h e 
tenple from God. Although God h a s over thrown such b o a s t i n g ft v a n i t y many t i m e s , e s p e c i a l l y 
through t h e King of Babylon who l ed them away ft de s t royed e v e r y t h i n g , l i k e the King of Assy­
r i a had be fo re l e d away ft de s t royed a l l I s r a e l . F i n a l l y , they were roo ted up ft d e v a s t a t e d by 
the Romans, t h a t t hey might comprehend how God d id no t c o n s i d e r , nor w i l l He r e g a r d c o u n t r y , 
c i t y , t e m p l e , p r i e s t h o o d ft p r i n c i p a l i t y , t h a t He should c o n s i d e r them His own chosen people 
on t h a t a c c o u n t . - Yet t h e i r i r o n neck ( a s I s a i a h c a l l s i t ) i s not bowed wi th shame. They con­
s t a n t l y remain s t i f f - n e c k e d , hardened ft immovable." 

UNTJER A SECTION ENTITLED 'DEVIL-POSSESSED', LUTHER SAYS, "They boas t about t h e i r c i r c u n -
c i s i o n , bu t the purpose for which t hey were c i r cumci sed - t o keep God ' s Commandments - do«e 
not mean any th ing t o them. They know how t o boas t of t h e i r Law, Temple, Divine S e r v i c e s , c i t y 
country ft p r i n c i p a l i t y , but d i s r e g a r d the purpose for which they had i t . The Devil h a s poo-
aeased t h e s e people w i th a l l h i s a n g e l s , t h a t they a lways b o a s t of outward t h i n g s , t h e i r 
g i f t s , t h e i r accomplishments ft d e e d s , which i s t o o f f e r up t h e empty s h e l l s wi thout t h e k e r ­
n e l s . T h e r e f o r e , I do no t c a r e t o have any th ing t o do wi th any Jew. S t . Pau l says t hey a r e 
given over t o w r a t h . The more you t r y t o h e l p them the h a r d e r ft more wicked they become." 

"GOLD ft SILVER ARE THEIR MESSIAH. No people under the sun a lways have been, s t i l l a r e , & 
always w i l l remain more a v a r i c i o u s than the Jews , a s can be n o t i c e d i n t h e i r cursed u s u r y . 
Whenever they can d i r e c t S c r i p t u r e t o t h e i r i n s a t i a b l e a v a r i c e ( d e s i r e fo r money) they wick­
edly do s o . You would t h i n k t h a t God ft His p r o p h e t s d id not know of a n y t h i n g e l s e t o prophesy 
other than how the fa thomless a v a r i c e of the Jews could be s a t i s f i e d wi th the s i l v e r ft gold 
of the h e s t h e n . " 

"KNOW, MY DEAR CHRISTIAN, t h a t next t o t h e Devi l you have no more b i t t e r , more p o i s o n o u s , 
more vehement an enemy than a r e a l Jew who e a r n e s t l y d e s i r e s t a be a Jew. 

D« i t so or 
not , I know f u l l w e l l t h a t the f u l l , r eady w i l l i s not l a c k i n g wi th them i f they could only 
transform i t i n t o d e e d s , in s e c r e t o r open ly . Should they a t t imes do something f,ooA, know 
fu l l we l l t h a t I t i s no t done out of love for you, nor fo r your good. I n o r d e r t o have space 
to l i v e among u s they must of n e c e s s i t y do someth ing . But t h e i r h e a r t remains a s I have s a i d . " 

"IN SECRET THEY CURSE THE CHRISTIANS. They s t r e n g t h e n t h e i r f a i t h ft b i t t e r h a t r e d a g a i n s t 
^ by say ing among t h e m s e l v e s , 'Keep on, see how God i s wi th us ft does no t forsake His people 
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in e x i l e . We do not work, we enjoy good, l azy d a y s . The cursed Goyim must work for ua , we 
get t h e i r money, the reby we a re t h e i r m a s t e r s , they our s e r v a n t s . 1 Do not t h e i r Talmud & 
Rabble w r i t e t h a t i t i s no s i n t o k i l l i f a Jew k i l l s a hea then , but i t i s s i n i f he k i l l s 
a b r o t h e r i n I s r a e l i I t i s no s i n i f he does not keep h i s oa th t o a h ea then . T h e r e f o r e , t o 
s t e a l ft rob (aa they do with t h e i r usury) from a hea then , i s a d i v ine s e r v i c e . For t hey hold 
t h a t t hey cannot be too hard on us nor s i n a g a i n s t ua, because they a re the noble blood ft 
c i rcumcised s a i n t s , we however, cu r sed Goyim." 

"THEIR TALWD (HOLY BOOK) IS WORSE THAN HEATHEN PHILOSOPHY. Even the hea then p o e t s ft 
ph i l o sophe r s wr i t e much more honourably , B u r g e n s i s , who waa a very l ea rned Rabbi among them, 
and by the grace of God became a C h r i s t i a n , was much moved t h a t i n t h e i r s choo l s they so 
h o r r i b l y curse ua C h r i s t i a n a ft from t h a t a lone drawa the conc lus ion t h a t they must not be 
the people of God. For i f they were the people of God, they would ac t l i k e the c a p t i v e Jews 
did in Bahylon, t o whom Jeremiah w r i t e a thuai ' P r a y for the k ing of the c i t y where you a r e 
o a p t i v e , for t h e i r peace i a a l ao your p e a c e . ' " 

"BEHOLD WHAT A NICE. THICK, FAT LIE IT IS WHEN THEY COMPLAIN ABOUT BEING CAPTIVES AMONG US. 
Jerusalem was des t royed more than П*00 yea r s ago ft dur ing t h a t t ime we C h r i s t i a n s have been 
t o r t u r e d ft persecuted by Jews i n a l l the World. On top of t h a t , no one i s ho ld ing them now. 
Land ft highways a re open t o them - they may move t o t h e i r coun t ry whenever they ca re t o do 
sol They e r e a heavy burden t o ua in our coun t ry , l i k e a p l ague , p e s t i l e n c e ft no th ing but mis­
f o r t u n e . They could not have enjoyed such good days in Je rusa lem under David ft Solomon in 
t h e i r own p o s s e s s i o n s aa they now have in our p r o p e r t y , which they d a i l y s t e a l & r o b . S t i l l 
they complain t h a t we a r e ho ld ing them c a p t i v e t Yes, we hold them c a p t i v e a s I would l i k e t o 
keep my rheumatism, b o i l s ft a l l o t h e r d i s e a s e s ft mi s fo r tune ! I wish they were in Je rusa lem 
with the Jews ft whomaever they would l i k e to have wi th them." 

" I WILL GIVE YOU Ml TRUE COUNSEL, f i r s t t h a t we ehould avoid t h e i r synagogues ft s c h o o l s 
ft warn people a g a i n s t them. And such ehould be done t o the g lo ry of God ft Christendom, t h a t 
God may see t h a t wa a r e C h r i s t i a n s ft have not knowingly t o l e r a t e d such l y i n g , c u r s i n g ft b l a s ­
pheming of His Son ft His C h r i s t i a n s . Hoses w r i t e s i n Deuteronomy t h a t where a c i t y p r a c t i s e d 

^ i d o l a t r y , i t ehould be e n t i r e l y des t royed with f i r e ft l e ave n o t h i n g . I f he were l i v i n g today 
м he would be the f i r s t t o put f i r e t o the Jew s c h o o l s ft h o u s e s . " (Luther had l eng thy p r o o f s 
°£ from t h e S c r i p t u r e s fo l lowing most of h i s p o i n t s , which were not l i s t e d in t h e t r a n s l a t i o n . ) 

"THERE ARE TWO KINDS OF JEWS OR ISRAEL. The f i r s t a r e t hose who Moses l e d out of Egypt in to 
the land of Canaan, a s God had commanded him. To those he gave His law, which they were t o 
keep in t h a t l and , not beyond, ft t h a t only u n t i l Messiah ahould come. The o t h e r a r e Caesa r ' a 
Jewa, dot Moeea' J ews . Thay had t h e i r o r i g i n a t the t i m e of t h e governor P i l a t e , for when 
he asked them before h i s t r i b u n a l , 'What s h a l l I do with J e s u s who i s c a l l e d t h e C h r i s t ? ' 
They c r i e d , »Crucify Him!* He s a i d , ' S h a l l I c r u c i f y your King?* They c r i e d o u t , 'We have 
no k ing but C a e s a r 1 1 " 

LUTHER BELIEVED THAT THEY WERE A CHARITABLE PEOPLE, BUT WITH OUR WEALTH! He s a i d , "I hear 
i t s a id t h a t the Jews give l a r g e sums of money ft thereby a r e h e l p f u l t o the government. Yes, 
but from what do they give i t ? - Not of t h e i r own, but from the p r o p e r t y of t h e r u l e r s ft sub­
j e c t s , whom they dep r ive of t h e i r p o s s e s s i o n s through usury! They even become r i c h on our 
sweat ft b lood , but we become poor ft a r e sucked dry by them!" 

" IF THEY DO NOT BELIEVE AS WE DO. WE CANNOT HELP IT ft cannot compel anyone t o a c c e p t the -
f a i t h . We, however, should avoid s t r e n g t h e n i n g them in t h e i r d e l i b e r a t e l y i n g , b laspheming, 
cu r s ing ft d i a g r a c i n g , a l s o do not becoaa p a r t a k e r a of t h e i r d e v i l i s h r s v i n g ft r a n t i n g by 
accord ing them p r o t e c t i o n , meat ft d r i n k , lodg ing ft o t h e r ne ighbor ly k i n d n e a s . E s p e c i a l l y 
because they proudly ft h a u g h t i l y b o a s t , whenever we a r e f r i e n d l y t o them or aerve them, t h a t 
God has made them to be l o r d s ft us t o be s e r v a n t s . " 

IN HIS ADVICE TO PREACHERS LUTHER STATES.'lf t h e r u l e r s r e fuse to compel them or r e s t r a i n 
t h e i r d e v i i a h wantonness, they ehould be d r iven from the coun t ry ft be t o l d t h a t they move to 
t h e i r own l and ft p o s s e s s i o n s in Je rusa lem ft t h e r e l i e , c u r e s , s t e a l , b laspheme, s p i t , murder 
rob , p r a c t i c e usury , mock ft engage in a l l such s l a n d e r o u s abominat ions aa they do among ua * 
ft l eave ua our l a n d , p r i n c i p a l i t y , body, gooda, much mora, our Lord J e s u s , f a i t h ft church 
und is tu rbed ft unbesmirched with such d e v i l i s h t y r a n n i e s ft wickedness . 

AGAIN HE SAYS TO THE PREACHERS. "Let u s speak of t h i s in a s p i r i t u a l way. Thus s a y s our 
Lord Jeaua Chr ia t . 'Whoeever r e c e i v e t h Me, r e c e i v e t h Him t h a t e en t He* (Mt . 1 0 * < O ) . ' H e t h a t 
despise th i rou, d e s p i s e t h He, and he t h a t d e s p i e e t h He, d e s p i s e t h Him t h a t een t H e . ' ( L k . l 0 « l 6 ) . 
•He t h a t h a t e t h He, h a t e t h a l s o ("y F a t h e r . ' ( J n . 1 5 : 2 3 ) . 'Tha t a l l men ehould honor t h e Son 

as they honor the F a t h e r . He t h a t honoreth not the Son, honors th not the F a t h e r who ha th 
sent Him.' ( J n . 5 : 2 3 ) . " 

LUTHER ENDED WITH HIS RECOMHEHDATIOflS CONCERNING THESE TROUBIJ>iAKERSt t h e f i r s t be ing 
that no more synagogues be p e r m i t t e d , lie s a i d , " I f God would aay to u s now or on the day 
of Judgement, 'Do you h e a r , you a r e a C h r i s t i a n ft know t h a t the Jews openly blasphemed ft 
cursed He ft Hy Son, ft you gave them a place t o do s o , a l s o p r o t e c t e d ft guarded them so 
they could do so unhindered ft unpunished in your coun t ry , c i t y or housel ' T e l l me, what 
sha l l we answer the Lord?" 

"MAYBE MILP-HEARTED ft GENTLE CHRISTIANS WILL BELIEVE I AM TOO RIQOURpUS ft d r a s t i c a -
gainat the poor , a f f l i c t e d Jews, b e l i e v i n g t h a t I r i d i c u l e them ft t r e a t them with too much 
sarcasm. By my word, I am far too weak t o be a b l e to r i d i c u l e such a s a t a n i c b reed . I would 
fain do s o , but they a r e far g r e a t e r adepte a t mockery than I ft possess a god who i s master 
in t h i a a r t - i t i s the E v i l One h imse l f . " 

"IF THEY COULD KILL US ALL THEI WOULD, QLADL^ DO SO." In fac t many of them murder C h r i s t i a n s , 
• s p e c i a l l y those p r o f e s s i n g to be surgeons ft d o c t o r s . They know how t o d e a l with medicaments 
in the manner of the I t a l i a n s - the Borgiae ft Medicis - who gave people po i son which brought 
•bout t h e i r death i n one hour or in a month. Therefore dea l wi th them h a r s h l y aa they do 
nothing bu t e x c r u c i a t i n g l y blaspheme our Lord J e s u s C h r i s t , t r y i n g t o rob us of our U v e a , 
our h e a l t h , our honour ft our b e l o n g i n g s . " 

AT THE END OF HIS TREATISE LUTHER TALKS ABOUT THE JEWISH MESSIAH. THE ONE THEY STILL AWAIT! 
'The Jews d e s i r e no more from t h e i r Messiah than t h a t He should be a wor ldly k i n g , who would 
slay the C h r i s t i a n a , d i v i d e the World among the Jews ft make them r i c h L o r d s , ft f i n a l l y d ie l i k e 
other k ings ft h i s c h i l d r e n a f t e r him l i k e w i s e . Of what good would the Jewish Messiah be t o 
M, i f he could not h e l p me, poor human be ing , a g a i n s t my s p i r i t u a l l o s s , and could not make 
ay l i f e one t e n t h p a r t a s good a s t h a t of a sow7 I f however, I had a Messiah who could he lp 
me in s p i r i t u a l need, t h a t I would not have t o f ea r d e a t h , would always ft e t e r n a l l y be c e r ­
t a in of l i f e , could mock a t the Devi l ft h e l l ft would not have t o s h i v e r before the wrath of 
God, then try h e a r t would sk ip for joy ft be drunken with h a p p i n e s s !
