We cor responded St s h e v i s i t ed me l a t e r St m a d e love to m e , t ry ing to gel hie s aved , 1ml 
I was so hard (4 y e a r s of U n i v e r s i t y will do it to you) I think s h e gave up on me . 

Things got w o r s e for m e : I hated school & 1 w a s into d n j g s , working at p a r t - t i m e jobs 
to support myself—a ve ry d i s m a l e x i s t e n c e — u n t i l one night while work ing a s a night a u d i ­
tor in the Holiday Inn, p ick ing up t r a s h , 1 Tound a " D e l u g e ! " L e t t e r all s t r a n d e d on top of 
an Ice m a c h i n e ! Rolled gold! 1 i m m e d i a t e l y had m e m o r i e s of th is cu te M e x i c a n - A m e r i c a n 
slater who'd flirty-fished m e , so I ca l l ed the Homo in Ft. Wor th , & the ange l ic voice of 
Chalcedonia a n s w e r e d & gave me d i r e c t i o n s to t h e i r house . 

They ca l led everybody d o w n s t a i r s to p r a y with me—how e m h o r r a s i n g !-lia'. But the Ix»nl 
had brought m e to a v e r y d e s p e r a t e point in my life & I p r a y e d Ixjcause 1 liked & t ru s iod 
them.
