All were very happy 
and encouraged to see friends (breth-
ren) who they had met years before on 
far-flung fields still going strong, many 
of whom are now grandparents. In spite 
of all the trials and battles and setbacks, 
the fires of discipleship were burning 
brightly. As the days got under way with 
classes, fellowships, inspiration, and 
plenty of time together, the spirit and 
inspiration level rose to a mighty cre-
scendo.

The room was lit by 
candlelight and tastefully decorated 
with fruits, rose petals, feathers, and a 
nice picture of Jesus with us depicted 
as His bride—a terrific Loving Jesus 
experience. When the doors were 
opened the ambiance of the setting 
was in honor of the One that is the mo-
tivation for it all—Jesus, our precious 
Husband!

Unbeknownst to the FGAs, 
who thought the SGAs were 
out enjoying ice cream on 
the beach that afternoon, the 
SGAs had secretly plotted

When reading “Shooting 
Straight, Part 2,” about go-
ing for the gold, having a 
long-term vision, and what 
a blessing children are, 
I thought I should write 
something about how my 
children have worked in my 
life. 

As my husband and I 
were reading the Letter we 
talked about how in our 
ministry the children have 
been such a blessing. … 
But that is getting ahead of 
my story.

I had my first babies 
when I was 16 years old—
twin girls. Having children 
was what I needed to help 
me settle down and focus 
on what was truly important 
in life. I still enjoyed par-
ties and dances, but I also 
learned I could live without 
them at times. With less 
time for social activities I 
somehow found more time 
to study the Word with 
my husband. Some of our 
sweetest memories are of 
studying the Bible together 
during the time when the 
babies were small.

When things got busy as 
more children were added 
to our family in close suc-
cession, I was forced to 
look some of my bad habits 
square in the face. Habits 
like a short temper, a ten-
dency to put things off, and 
laziness. I can’t say that I 
have conquered those vic-
es completely, but progress 
has been made—progress 
that may have been put off 
if not for the fact that hav-
ing children brought those 
things to the forefront.

As we began witnessing 
with the children it was a 
pleasure to teach them the 
joy of sharing the love of 
Jesus with others. Teaching 
them the skill of talking to 
people, following up, and 
so on is ongoing and very 
fulfilling. It really is like hav-
ing six new disciples in the 
Home at all times.

Having children opened 
the door for ministries that 
would have been awkward 
without kids by our side. As 
we prepared for the mission 
field and were raising sup-
port, our children were the 
testimony of our fruit. The 
singing ministry we had with 
them showed people that 
we could live by faith. Now 
that we are on the field of 
Africa we have found that 
big families are respected 
here as a sign of God’s 
blessings, so the messages 
we bring are more ac-
cepted.

Our oldest girls are 
now 14 and the challenges 
have increased. We are 
challenged daily with the 
need to strengthen the 
faith of our kids. There are 
always new questions they 
have as to what we believe 
on something or why we 
believe what we do, and 
where to find an answer 
to something in the Word. 
This causes us to really dig 
deeper into the Word so we 
can be ready at all times.

I must also be more 
desperate for the Lord’s 
will in my life because 
the decisions I make af-
fect more than just me. I 
have to be on guard to get 
victories in my life or I risk 
being a hypocrite in front of 
my own children. I have to 
sharpen and practice with 
the weapons of the Spirit or 
else how can I teach and 
train in the use of them? 
This gives and brings such 
a blessing into my life that 
may not be there other-
wise.

Having children is a sac-
rifice in the beginning.—I’ve 
been there. While I see the 
lack of social activities as a 
blessing because it brought 
me closer to the Lord, that 
is something easier seen in 
retrospect. At the time I was 
often lonely when my peers 
would go off to a dance. 
When my babies were 
small (at one point I had 
four children under three) 

it was easy to get swamped 
under piles of dirty (cloth) 
diapers, potty training, math 
dots (starting over for the 
15th time that year), or the 
mess that toddlers make. I 
would wonder if those days 
would ever end.

Now, though, with my 
children all out of the YC 
age and some entering the 
exciting realm of JETTs and 
teens, I can see that it defi-
nitely was worth it. Teaching 
them to read was hard work 
and seemed endless at 
times. But now that all the 
kids are reading well they 

can feed themselves the 
Word, and they can share 
the Word with others.

 I was at a market the 
other day and saw a mother 
with three children under 
three, including a newborn, 
and I could see myself 10 
years ago. I looked over to 
her and said, “It gets bet-
ter.” She looked up with 
such relief and thankfulness 
in her eyes. The years of 
babies and toddlers don’t 
last forever, but as the Lord 
said, the fruit of the children 
you raise will go on forever, 
in this life and the next.

that he could only dream 
about and he wanted what 
we had—Jesus. His favorite 
section of Activated (and this 
is true of almost everyone we 
meet) is “From Jesus with 
Love.”

Something we try to be 
faithful with is phoning our 
first-time Activated subscrib-
ers to find out if they have 
received their first issue and 
how they like it. We find this 
important for several rea-
sons:

2. To receive feedback 
and strengthen our con-
nection.

We were, to say the least, quite 
frazzled! Trying to see something good in the situation 
we were in, we praised the Lord that at least the van was 
parked in the right place and didn’t break down anywhere 
else. That was the start of another volley of “Glad Game” 
rounds, and before we knew it our spirits where back on 

the right wavelength. 
We were reminded of the scenarios mentioned in the 

GN “Practicing Praise,” because as we turned the weap-
on of praise it boosted us out of this discouraging situ-
ation and gave us the faith that all things really do work 
together for good to those that love God.

What’s more, because our van broke down at our 
friend’s house, they called AAA for us, and had the ve-
hicle assessed on the spot. However, the mechanic said 
it could cost up to £2,000 ($3,600) to fix it! Well, another 
Romans 8:28 as our host said, “I’ll get it fixed before you 
get back, no problem!” If it had broken down on our own 
turf, so to speak, the fixing of the van would have been 
all in our court. 

It’s all too easy to see the negative in seeming “bad” 
situations we’re in, but there is always hope just around 
the corner when we put those praise tips into practice 
and really wield that weapon against the Enemy!
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It pays to speak the local 
language—literally
Stefan, Pakistan: On a recent 
road trip to a nearby country, 
our Italian friend referred us 
to his Pakistani friend. When 
we met him and he found out 
we could speak Urdu, he was 
very pleased, and didn’t want 
to speak a word of English 
with us during the entire 20-
minute meeting. He spoke 
literary Urdu, and he was 
quite pleased with our skills in 
speaking his mother tongue, 
as it requires quite an effort to 
learn Urdu here, since you can 
pretty much get by with only 
English. A large segment of 
the population we minister to 
can speak English; however, 
they are very touched when 
they see we have made the 
effort to learn their language. 

At the end of the meeting, 
this man pulled out his check-
book and pledged a total of 
$3,000 for 12 months, with the 
first check of $1,500 and the 
other to be picked up a couple 
months later. It sure pays to 
speak the local language!

Specific keys work!
Crystal, Indonesia: I was hav-
ing so much trouble with virus 
attacks on my Yahoo e-mail ac-
count—every time I logged on, 
I would be sent another one. I 
prayed against this, calling on 
the keys before I even opened 
the account, yet still they kept 
coming. I prayed for a specific 
key to fight these attacks, and 
I received the “anti-virus” key. 
I used that, and I haven’t had 
a virus since! 

This method was con-
firmed for me by reading Xn 
#29, which talks about using 
the specific keys for specific 
problems. The anti-virus key 
I claimed was not mentioned 
specifically, but I believe the 
Lord can show us any key 
we need. After all, He did say 
there were thousands. Now if 
after claiming the keys I don’t 
seem to receive an answer 
when I need one, I simply ask 
the Lord which key to claim 

and He gives me the one I 
need and presto—it works! 

One little tract
Daniel Endtime, India: Two 
of the teen boys went on out-
reach to a place the Lord had 
told them to go, but which 
ended up being not much 
more than a fishing village. 
They met a few sweet people 
who took tracts, but noth-
ing outstanding happened. 
However, the next day they 
received a call from someone 
they had given a tract to. This 
woman passed on the tract to 
her sister who had recently 
come to know the Lord.

So 
the boys went to see her.

Also her brother, who 
incidentally works about five 
minutes from our house, gave 
us the number of his boss’ 
daughter, as he wants us to 
witness to her. Now he wants 
to join us for personal witness-
ing. It’s amazing how far one 
little tract can go.

Fantastic supply
John Dutch, India: We re-
ceived a phone call from 
Peter explaining that when he 
and Lily went to Hyderabad to 
have their baby’s eyes oper-
ated on, they met a man who 
bought a CD from them at the 
Taj Bengal, when the children 
were Christmas caroling there. 
Amazingly enough, they met 
each other again at the air-
port. When Peter explained to 
the man why they were travel-
ing to Hyderabad, he became 
concerned about the baby. 

The man was planning on 
flying to Nagpur; however, due 
to complications, the plane 
would only be stopping in 
Hyderabad. During the flight 
the man came over to Peter 
and asked how much the op-
eration would cost, and how 
he planned to pay for it. Peter 
explained that they would 
rely on help from friends and 
other volunteers. The man 
then humbly asked, “Would 
it be all right if I covered the 
expenses of the operation?”

We’re now going to be fo-
cusing on postnatal care, as 
there are many tips that can 
be given to these dear moth-
ers to help them after the baby 

is born, as then another set 
of situations and sometimes 
problems can set in, like what 
to do with cracked nipples, 
postnatal blues, etc.

We are praying that the 
Lord will continue to open 
doors where we can step in 
and continue to spread the 
Lord’s love and Spirit in new 
ways.

But the 
Lord has given me a wonderful vic-
tory over feeling remorseful and guilty 
regarding my past separation from my 
children’s father (who is no longer in 
the Family). 

Some years ago, when I asked the 
Lord why He allowed this separation 
He explained that He wanted to give 
us both the desires of our hearts for 
our faithfulness in the Family and with 
our children. But He couldn’t do that 
while we were together because the 
true desire of my former husband was 
to live his own life, and do other things 
besides being a missionary. The Lord 
knew that my desire was to continue 
serving Him in the Family, so He had 
to first separate us to show us both 
that it wasn’t His will for us to reunite. 
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I have shared this explanation with 
my two daughters, who are still in 
the Family, and they received it very 
well. Their father and I are still on very 
good terms, and I am also close to 
his present wife, who is also a former 
Family member. We recently had a 
family reunion, the first time in 18 
years that we were all together. It was 
a good time for me to finally be able to 
let go of so many feelings and ques-
tions from the past. Seeing all of my 
children as adults helped me to real-
ize that that part of my life is definitely 
over. Each one of them is making 
their own choices and decisions about 
their lives, and I am not responsible 
for those decisions. 

I now realize that whether they 
make “good” or “bad” decisions, is 
not the most important thing. The im-
portant thing is that they are making 
those decisions with a good Christian 
background and upbringing. This is 
what I can be sure of and thankful for.

Tender Joy, Pakistan: This section 
about not being so accomplishment-
oriented was so very convicting!

We 
went more on the attack in follow up, to 
really feed and care spiritually for our 
sheep, and take pride in the wealth that 
we have when ministering to the rich 
and influential. 

Dad said: “You have spiritual riches 
beyond compare in the Words the Lord 
has given you, truth that is so explo-
sive that it can blow the Devil’s lies to 
shreds, and love that is so wonderful 
that it can change hearts and save lives 
for eternity!” (ML #3245:77, GN 847).

On the practical side, we are striving 
to become professional missionaries. No 
matter what our ministries, we are each 
trying to organize our time better and 
work harder in our different ministries. 
We generally use our afternoons to both 
receive visitors and visit our friends in 
their homes, and when the weather is 
good we take the children too. 

Twice a week for one hour we do our 
CTP, two evenings a week we have Bible 
classes at our friends’ homes, and the 
rest of the time we have for witnessing.

We have two inspiring CTPs, one for 
severely handicapped children, which 
has helped us to have good PR with 
the local community and to meet many 
important people. One such lady is 
activated now and is a blessing to the 
Home. The other CTP is for children 
with social problems who come from 
broken families. In this center there are 
new children all the time, so every week 
we have a new audience for the pro-
gram that we put together. Our children 
also participate with skits, singing, and 
leading the children in prayer. In both 
CTPs we do a lot of witnessing; we wit-
ness in the name of the Family. Most of 
our witnessing time is spent in building 
our local church.

This is how we are organized at the 
moment, as we are only four adults in 

the Home, but we are praying and taking 
steps to invite more personnel and form 
a winning team. We agree wholeheart-
edly with the Lord’s, Mama’s, and Peter’s 
counsel; we want to go all the way for 
Jesus and be the disciples that He wants 
us to be. (If any of you are praying about 
where the Lord wants you to commit and 
do your best for Him, we need your help 
and would be happy to know you and 
work together with you. The harvest is 
plenteous but the laborers are few!) 

At the beginning of the year we re-
organized all our follow up lit that we 
have translated in Romanian, into a big 
dossier. We are becoming profession-
als, aren’t we? The Lord showed us to 
invest in a color printer and scanner, so 
our office is now very well organized. 
Now with a printer, anytime we need 
lit we can print it out right away, and 
there we have it for the sheep. Many 
times we’ve found that when talking with 
somebody and a certain topic comes 
up, we want to send them something 
feeding about it, so it’s nice to be able 
to print it out right there! The InfoStore 
CD is such a blessing, God bless you 
who put it together. We also started an 
e-mail ministry, and send something 
feeding every two weeks to all the ad-
dresses we have.

Another practical step that we took 
was to be more faithful with the tithe. 
We’d often receive little donations that 
we wouldn’t write down, and they’d be 
overlooked or forgotten. But now at the 
end of the day we write down every 
single penny that we receive, so at the 
end of the month we have an accurate 
account of the income, and thus an ac-
curate tithe. 

The Lord has helped us to become 
bolder in asking the people we minister 
to for help, whether with buying tools 

or giving us goods or donations. So 
instead of having big pushes where we 
mainly fundraise, we just incorporate 
it in our follow-up and do a little bit ev-
ery day. While we talk to and feed our 
sheep, we show them the tools and 
present our need for help, and they 
understand and are more than happy 
to help. We go on the Lord’s business 
with the main purpose of giving out the 
Word, and He takes care of the rest. He 
supplies all our needs, and even more. 

We are seeing the wonderful fruit 
of Activated in our friends’ lives, not 
only spiritually as they are growing and 
becoming members of the Family, but 
also financially. For example, one lady 
who renewed her subscription for the 
second year, told us: “I want to help you 
more. I don’t have much, as I am strug-
gling myself, but I want to do as much 
as I can.” She owns an eyewear shop, 
and so donated two pairs of glasses to 
us. Every time we visit her, she gives us 
a donation as well. Many of our friends 
are inviting us to their houses, and we 
are drawing closer to them.

Every day is a miracle! We see now 
that as we do our part to live the 10 pil-
lars of financial supply, the Lord is more 
than happy to supply all our needs. It 
is very important to do our part. We’ve 
seen that putting in more hours and 
working harder has definitely increased 
our finances. We all have to pull togeth-
er and be “maximizers” in order to make 
it work. Sometimes it means missing 
an activity in order to write a letter to a 
sheep; other times it means standing 
in the gap with the kids at the end of 
the day when you are tired, because a 
friend has showed up, and so on. But 
it’s thrilling, rewarding, and we wouldn’t 
trade the excitement of living the life of 
faith for anything!

While 
singing our set in another part of 
the restaurant, Antonio stood by the 
door, watching us intently. When we 
finished singing we prepared to start 
offering CDs to the customers, when 
Antonio asked us very sweetly, “Who 
are you guys? Why are you here?” 
We witnessed to him and he bought a 
few CDs and then insisted on backing 
us up on a few more songs for his 
crowd of people out on the balcony. 
We agreed and he played Spanish 
guitar and sang harmonies to the 
songs he knew—it was great! 

Ever since then he’s felt like he 
is a part of us. He came to our area 
open house party and performed 
a half-hour set for our friends and 
contacts who showed up. He also 
joined us at an area CTP where we 
fed, gave gifts to, and sang for 400 
underprivileged children.

Late one night he called us, telling 
us that his childhood friend and 
neighbor had committed suicide two 
days earlier. Antonio’s main concern 
was for his friend’s father, R., who is 
a very wealthy and influential man in 
the city. R’s eldest son had been shot 
three years earlier and now his middle 
son, L., had died as well. Apparently 
R. felt very condemned and that this 
was his fault because he wasn’t a 
good father. 

Antonio asked if we would come 
and sing at the funeral the next 
evening. I told him that we’d pray 
about it together and that we hear 
from Heaven, so we’d ask God what 
He wanted us to do. Needless to say, 
Antonio was fascinated that we heard 
from God. 

The next day we got together to 
ask the Lord about the situation. While 
waiting for the Lord to speak, I started 
feeling the presence of a young man 
in the room. I knew it must be L., but 

I was scared of being put on the spot 
by giving a public prophecy. I waited 
tensely for awhile, and my stomach 
turned as I debated whether or not I’d 
yield. But then someone else gave a 
prophecy about having the faith to give 
what you’re getting, so that gave me 
the incentive to go ahead. 

As soon as I yielded it wasn’t 
me anymore. The message started 
with: “I’m sorry. I’m so sorry for what 
I’ve done. Tell my family I love them. 
Please tell my father not to cry. …”

my hands started shaking and I began 
crying, while L. begged us to have the 
faith to be the comfort that his father 
and family desperately needed. He 
told us to tell his dad that he can see 
Jesus, that He’s so beautiful, and that 
Jesus forgives him and is holding him 
in His arms. It was so beautiful to be 
that close to Heaven, all of us in the 
room were touched. After that the 
Lord spoke again confirming that it 
was His will for us to go to this funeral 
and comfort this man’s family. 

When we arrived at the funeral 
home the place was packed, so 
we stood in the back of the room 
with Antonio and his parents. The 
next thing we knew we were being 
announced as the “missionary 
girls from the Family who had a 
special song to sing.” It was a little 
overwhelming as the whole room was 
silent. We desperately claimed the 
keys as we walked down the aisle to 
the platform. As soon as we began to 
sing, we felt the Lord’s Spirit over us, 
and the song flowed effortlessly. 

After the service Antonio took 
us over to where L.’s parents were 
standing. They were surrounded by 
family, friends, and others emotionally 
expressing their condolences, so we 
hesitated to approach them. But as 
soon as R. saw us he pushed his way 
through the crowd to talk with us. He 
came up to each of us and held our 
faces in both his hands exclaiming, 
“You look like angels!” We then 
explained that we are the Family and 
what we do in the area. Immediately 
he said, “I want to help you.” 

We gave him a Glimpses of 
Heaven book and a Fear Not CD, and 
he opened the book right away. He 
looked over it and said, “I’m going to 
read the whole thing when I get home 
tonight.” 

While we were talking with him I 
kept getting a check to tell R. about 

the message we received from his 
son the night before, but I hesitated, 
afraid of what others would think, 
LHM. Finally, after telling myself I’d 
rather be embarrassed for a moment 
than have the guilt of knowing I failed 
the Lord, I felt the courage to tell him.

After the mass we were able to 
talk with R. and his wife some more, 
and in the course of the conversation 
he asked, “What do you need the 
most?” We told him we are looking 
for a house in a certain city and he 
asked why that city and if it could be 
in another city. Of course we said 
yes and he said, “If you’re interested, 
I have a house in this city that I’ll 
give to you free of charge—if you 
want it.” Our jaws dropped and we 
hugged and thanked him profusely. 
He told us to call him the following 
week to set a time to meet regarding 
the house. When we met again he 
told us that the house he had in mind 
is too small for us, but that he will 
pay half of the rent each month for 
whatever house we find. He asked 
his secretary to fill out a check for 
$300 and started writing down some 
names of friends and associates of 
his who he’d like to show our work 
to in the hopes that they too would 
commit to helping us. We witnessed 
to him some more before leaving 
copies of our PR photos and material 
in his office, as he wants to promote 
our work.

Dear Family,
I want to put in a plea for financial help 

towards a cardiac heart pacer, which the 
doctors say I will need some time soon. 
I underwent a heart surgery 35 years 
ago because of an inborn heart defect, 
called ventricular septal defect (VSD). At 
that time I was one of the first in Eastern 
Europe who had open heart surgery, so it 
wasn’t done the way it would have been 
done now with much more advanced 
technology. Because of this I’m having 
a relapse of my weak heart condition, 
which has deteriorated over the last two 
years. I’d like to ask for your prayers for 
the strengthening of my heart. 

Also, because of the kind of surgery I 
had as a child, it seems to be inevitable 
that I will need a heart pacer now, as I’m 
getting to be a middle-aged fellow, ha! 
Cardiac pacemakers are generally used 
to manage a heartbeat that is too slow or 
irregular, caused by disorders that disrupt 
the heart’s normal electrical conduction 
system. I don’t want to limit the Lord and 
His healing power through the keys, and 
I hope that I will not need one. I feel great 
for the most part, but with each heart test 
I have, it shows that my heart is becom-
ing weaker. Having a heart pacer would 
control my heartbeat and speed it up if 
needed. 

In order to purchase a heart pacer I 
will need $3,000. I would like to ask the 
Family for help in raising these funds. I 
wanted to also ask if there is anyone in 
the Family who knows about the possibil-
ity of provisioning this piece of equipment. 
It has to be a “dual-chamber device.” If 
the Lord supplies it through provisioning I 
will return all the donations received back 
to the givers.
