Peter and | are so proud of Abner for
his dedication to the Lord, this Family, and our
future, and his determination to do whatever is
necessary to be the man the Lord wants him to
be, so he can continue to do his utmost to help
the Family and the Activated ministry progress.

3. Asyou read these prayer sand prophe-
cies, pleaser eflect on what they mean toyou. |
know the natural tendency is to be a little dis-
tracted and to focus on what’s happening with
Abner. But thepointis, weall have similar weak-
nesses and need to progress in the same ways
that he does, so it behooves each of usto not be
thinking of Abner and his lessons, but to be
thinking of ourselvesand theinstruction the Lord
wants to bring home to us personally. As with
Juan and Steven’s lessons, we are making this
material available to you not to embarrass or
humiliate those who are sharing their hearts so
openly, but so you can learn, change and pro-
gress along with these dear men.

4. Asyouread intheAction SeriesPart 5
(ML #3338, GN 934), | sent variousquestions
to the CROs, asking them to pray and hear
from theL ord about them befor ethe summit.
The first part of this GN includes some of the
messages that Abner received when he prayed
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about those questions. (You might consider
praying about some of the same questions, as
they relateto your lifeaswell.) Abner asked for
united prayer while visiting our Home in No-
vember 2000, and | haveincluded abrief account
of that. You'll also read various messages of in-
struction that Abner received from the Lord
either during or after the summit, and there is
what | call his“whatever it takes’ prayerinwhich
he asksthe Lord to do whatever it takesto help
him continue on the path of change. Our dear
Husband provides a look into Abner’s heart
when He describes how he has changed—amess-
age that gives new insight on the process of
change and why it usually isn’t instantaneous.

5. We pray these messages and prayers
areingpiringand edifyingfor you, and that they
motivateyou to also seek theL ord about how
Hewantsyou to changeto be better prepared for
thefutureand what Hewill ask of you. God bless
you with greater faith, love, spiritual strength,
and more awareness of the power He has given
usall to rise abovel

Q: In what ways is my personal sample
lacking?

6. (Jesus speaking:) First of all, it’stobe
expected that your personal sampleislacking.
In other words, you know you'renot perfect,
that your samplelacksin someways, and that
you heed togrow in certain areas. | know that's
your prayer and your desire, to grow and to be-
comemore like Me. I've put that desire in your
heart, asachild desiresto belike their parent or
someonethey admire. You admireMe, andrightly
so. | admireyou, and inthiscase| desireyou to
belikeMealso. | know that walkingin My Spirit
and being like Meiswhat will make you happy.

7.Herearetheareasthat you need to be
mor eawar eof in your sampleand in your life:



8. Firgt, you allow your self to manifest too
much of your busy spirit. Inalowing your busy
spirit to come through, it blocks My Spirit of
love and peace and faith from coming through.
You alow yourself to get too burdened for the
work, and this doesn’t minister faith to those
around you. They seeyour concern for thework,
and they perceive that you' re overloaded. But
part of that overload is alowing yourself to be
concerned and troubled about “many things,”
like | pointed out to Martha, when the better
partisto belike Mary.

9.Mary wasjust in lovewith Me. Shede-
sired tobewith Me, talk with Me, enjoy lifewith
Me, and soin many waysMary was easier to be
around. She ministered loveto Me; shereceived
and learned from Me. Martha had the tendency
to get overburdened and concerned for the
work, and then could get frustrated with Mefor
not seeming to show the same concern.

10. Thereality, of cour se, isthat | wasmore
concer ned than Marthawould ever be. Butl dso
knew that God wasin control, that intheflesh |
could only do so much, and that the real works
and the real miracles had to be God's doing in
the spirit. It was God, the Father, Who had to set
up the miracles, Who did the miracles, Who en-
gineered the timing and the events that took
place.

11. My fleshwasaslimited asyour flesh. |
could only be in one place at a time, usually
ministeringto afew at atime, outside of thetimes
that | ministered to the large crowds. But the
personal times that | could spend helping My
disciplesor thosein need were aslimited asyou
find. Therewereonly the same 24 hoursin aday,
some of which had to be spent sleeping or eat-
ing or ministering to the flesh. | knew the needs
of My flock and | was as limited as you are in
meeting those needs in the flesh.

12. But in the spirit | wasableto accom-
plish the most. By casting My cares upon the
Father and walking inlove and faith, My effect
upon those | ministered to was maximized. If |
had not cast My cares upon the Father, |
wouldn’t havewalked in faith and trust; | would
have gotten consumed with the concerns and
burdens and worries of theflesh, and | wouldn’t
have ministered the gifts of the Spiritto My dis-
ciples or those who followed Me. | had to ut-

terly cast Myself upon the will of My Father
and get My signals straight to accomplish His
willinMy life.

13. You need tonot only learn thislesson
morebut totakeit moreserioudy. Thatis, you
need to realize more the importance of walking
infaith and love and not allowing yourself tosin
in thisrespect. You have influence upon others,
and the most important thing is that your influ-
ence isone of pointing people to Me, of letting
them feel My love, care, strength and power.
You have the opportunity to minister faith and
trust, and these are creative spiritsthat will cause
others to bear more fruit. When you fret and
worry and show yourself to be burdened, you
don't minister faith and grace and trust; you
minister concerns and burdens.

14. You should apologizeto other sfor this,
and that will help them to set therecord straight
in their mindsand hearts. By acknowledging
that this is not My Spirit or My way, you will
help them to see more clearly how they should
also seek the better part in their life—seek to
spend time with Me, seek to walk in love and
freedom, and seek My righteousness over their
own good works.

15. In concentrating on this, you will not
only find greater peaceand happinessin your
life, but you’'ll bemoreeffective. You'll get more
done, because you'll be doing it in My Spirit.
Andwhat you do will bemore powerful, whether
it'swriting, speaking, editing, creating, design-
ing, planning, teaching or analyzing. It will all
be more powerful and more anocinted, because
it will be more of My Spirit booming through.

16. Openthefloodgates! Let My Spirit flow!
Walk in love and freedom and joy and happi-
ness, and you will minister faith and freedom to
My children. Youwill set asample of alifethat
otherswill want to livein servicefor Me.

17. When you don’t walk in such freedom
of My Spirit, othersdon’t seealifeor lifestyle
that they’re attracted to. Young people see a
life of work or burdens, and they’ re not attracted
tothat. It'snot natural to be attracted to alife of
burdens. Especially when you're young, you
want to live and love and be free! It's only as
you get a little older that sometimes the cares
and burdens of life canloom larger than they do
in youth. This is part of the strength of youth,
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that they’ re not as encumbered asthe older gen-
eration can get. And whilethereisacertain natu-
ral way of peoplegrowing in awareness of prob-
lems or concerns that is not necessarily bad,
My way is not that those concerns should shut
out the freedoms of youth.

18. Second, let M epoint out another thing
that you’'resomewhat awar e of, but which you
need tohear My official sanceon: Youaredes
perate for My help, | know that, and as you go
through your day, you voice your desperation.
But you have allowed this habit, because of the
weak area |’ ve described above, to be a nega-
tive reflection. Too often your desperation is
reflected in a burdened way. You voice your
prayer, “Oh, Jesus, please help us,” “Help us,
Lord, helpus,” and this somewhat comfortsyour
heart, for you know that | hear and answer your
prayer. But too often your sampleis one of be-
ing overburdened.

19. | want you to praissM emor e, tothank
Memore. Thiswould beabetter sasmpleto those
who hear you voicing your prayer. Whenyou're
tempted to cry out, “ Jesus, help me!”—I want
you to say, “ Thank You so much, Love, for Your
help and strength, happiness and joy!” | want
you to expressfaith more, and thiswill increase
your faith. For too often now your prayer isnot
in faith. It borders on being a murmur or com-
plaint, or can be easily interpreted as that.

20. Praiseisthevoiceof faith, and | want
you to walk in more faith, so walk in more
praise! LoveMe, praise Me, thank Me, and you
will walk in morefaith. Voice excitement about
My doings, My ahility to change things, and
about the great thingsthat I’ m doing around the
world. Walk in victory, for that victory isyours,
day inand day out. (End of message fromJesus.)

21. (Abner prays:) Jesus, isthereanything
else? I’'m sure there are hundreds of things
that | need tochangein,and I’'m surethereare
other major things. Please help meto hear from
You about anything else. Help me to be more
aware of what | should watch for, so that | can
keep aneyeonit. Lord, givemealist herethat |
can come and ask You about, to get more com-
plete counsel on. Thank You so much!

22. (Jesusspeaking:) Of coursethereare
many thingsthat you need towork on. Thedan-
ger of alististhat it can becomeaworkstrip, or
you only try to correct some of the specifics,
correct some of the things in the flesh, when
the true work and true changes arein the spirit.
When the spiritual is corrected, when the spiri-
tual changes are made, then the things of the
flesh follow after. So don’t look at thislist asa
list of thingsthat you try to changein theflesh.
Remember asyou hear these things, and asyou
go about keeping them in mind or seeking Me
about them further, that the solutions are spiri-
tual. As you spend time with Me, as I've ex-
plained earlier, as you enjoy Me more, as you
walk morein faith, these other detailswill cor-
rect themselves. By correcting the spiritual diet,
the spiritual lifeishealed.

23. Here are some other things to stay
awareof:

24.0 AskingMeeverything. Youneedto
continueto ask Mefor My counsel and to set the
sample of getting your instructionsand answers
from Me. You recently had prayer for thisfrom
your V Steam, and thisisgood, asit helpsthem
to continue to ask Me for My help in this also.

25.0 Moving My hand in prayer, spend-
ing timein specific prayer and being more of a
sample of committing situations and needs and
problemsto Mein prayer. Prayer is powerful; it
moves the hand of God. Move My hand more
in specific prayer, frequent prayer, claiming the
promises.

26.0 Sharingmorewith others. Especidly
those who aren’t easy to share with and who
mean an investment of your time and withwhom
there are some “complications,” you need to
spend time with them more often than you have.
This will bring the spirit of love and freedom
into your Home and area that is healthy and
blest. Again, by not getting overburdened with
work or concerns, you' Il be ableto seeyour way
more clearly asyou plan your time.

27.0 Conferencedayswith Me. You've
allowed these dayswith Meto dlip by morethan
you had to. | understand that these days don't
alwayswork out every single week, but theim-
portant thing is that you' re seeking Me, asking
Meabout it, and getting My counsdl. | loveyou
and understand you. | will give you the solu-



tionsand answersyou seek for getting timewith
Me that you' Il be happy for. These things will
make you happier, stronger, and more fulfilled.
They are solutionsin your life, not obstacles.

28. (Mama: Many of the CROswer enot
giving proper attention and priority tothe* Con-
ference Dayswith the Boss” that the Lord and
Peter and | had required of them beginning April
2000. The purpose of these daysisto allow the
CROs the important time away from thewings
that they need to pray and hear from the Lord.
They were commissioned to have one Confer-
ence Day eachweek. Althoughtherewasasmall
allowance made for rare exceptions when they
might not be able to take thistime, it was to be
just that—a rare exception, and not the norm.
And to not take a Conference Day was to be
done only after asking the Lord and getting His
permission. At the summit, the CROs saw much
more clearly the need for them to put their time
withtheLord at thetop of their prioritiesand to-
do lists, and they’ve al since done much better
not only with making timefor their weekly Con-
ference Day but also their 122 hours of time
with the Lord daily. They are now reporting to
Peter and me monthly asto whether they fulfill
these requirements.)

29.00 Witnessing. Youknow you'recalled
to witness, and you want to withessmore. Again,
by allowing the pressures of the work to take
rootinyour life, you can't alwaysclearly seethe
opportunities | would give you to teach, to wit-
ness, to reach othersthat | bring acrossyour path.

30. Thoseareafew thingsto stay awar e of
and to seek My balancein. Pleaseremember that
| don’t condemn you in any way for your need-
ing to improve in these areas. | want to seeyou
grow and change, yes, and I’ mthereto help you.
The first step isto walk in faith, to spend time
with Me, and to enjoy My love and My Spirit.
(End of message from Jesus.)

Q: Have I been the sample that You
want me to be in exercising the new
weapons? If not, how have I missed
the mark and why?

31. (Jesusspeaking:) Come, My love, let’s
takeawalk. Comewalk with Meawhile, asl
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giveyou theanswer stoyour questions, thecoun-
sel and help that you'reasking for. | loveyou. |
loveto spend timewith you, and I’ m so thrilled
withthebeautiful timesof loveand loving fellow-
ship, of communion that we have. | loveto see
you lift your heart to Me, and | love to lift the
burdens off your shoulders. | loveto put asmile
onyour face, freedom in your eyes, and strength
and energy inyour legs. | loveto thrill you with
My love. | lovethetimes of lovemaking that we
have, when you come to Me and you cast away
all your pretenses and cover-ups and you just
come, just you.

Youcame
through anumber of trials and battles and diffi-
culties until you laid hold of the vision, until
you embraced the new weapons, and of course
you've seen their effectiveness, their fruitful-
ness, and their fruit.

33.1 think you know what I’m about totell
you—that you need to exer cisethenew weapons
much morethan you have been. You need to tir
yourself up and fight to gain more ground in
these areas.

34. You'll be held back if you don’t, and
your areawill beheld back. Thework you're
involved with will not make the strides of
progress that it could. | tell you this because |
know this motivates you. You need to see and
understand the downsides, the drawbacks, the
“what won't happen” if you don't make more
progress in these areas.

35. 1 tell you thisbecausel know it will stir
you up and mativateyou, and you need that. You
won'’t tend to do that only for your own sake.
You tend to be fairly easily satisfied and con-
tent. This is good in some ways, but it's not
good when it comesto being content with where
you're at in your spiritual progress. If you're
unableto grow, you won’t win the disciplesthat
| want you to win. You'll fall short financially.
You won't be able to grow with the Activated
businessthat hasbeen growing. You'll havedis-
satisfactioninyour Homeand area. You'll have
to deal with people'sproblemsmoreoften. You'll
seeothersmissthemark. You'll havelessunity.
You'll have less thrills and excitement of the



spirit. Thingswill bedry. Thingswill bedifficult.
There are good reasons for you to reach out
more, to stir up the gifts, to put forth the effort,
to recognize even more theimportance of using
the new weapons.

36. Todothis, you must launch an attack.
You must gird up your loins. You must put your
armor on. You must take up your sword and your
battle-axe, and you must prepare to fight. For
therewill be somefightingif you' reto accomplish
these things, if you're to gain these victories.
Don’'t beweary. Don't allow yourself to sit and
rest awhile. But set your face asaflint and deter-
minethat these victorieswill bewon. | will win
thevictory. | will help you each step of theway,
but you must place your will on My side. You
must makethis determination and you must fight.

37. | know that your personality is such
that thisiswhat it takesfor you tomaketheprog-
ress. You make progress when it's required of
you. You meet deadlineswhen they’ rerequired.
You often get things done in the nick of time.
Sometimes this frustrates you. Sometimes you
simply accept that that’s when you get things
done, and that's when you produce—when the
deadline looms. Well, that’s what’s happening
now.

It also
starts your day out the very best way possible.
By doing this, you'll experience My love, joy,

strength, and power as never before. You'll set
the sample that | want you to set. Others must
seeyou takethistimefirst thing in the morning
without fail. Thiswill have a deep and lasting
impact in their lives. If you don't do this, My
love, you'll fail. You'll fail othersand you' Il stunt
their growth, and all the negative repercussions
that | talked about will tumble about you.

40. Sotakeit seriously. Makethisdeter-
mination and reap the benefits. Don’t be satis-
fiedwithwhereyou' reat now. Don’t allow your-
self to be weary. Sometimes you don’t stop to
listen because you don’t want to fight that fight
of faith. It's easier to rock along, to do some
other type of work or engage in someother dis-
traction. It doesn’t take asmuch effort. It doesn’'t
causeyou to exercise your musclesof faith. You
can’'talow thisinyour life.

41. 1t will alsohelp if you explorenew and
different waysof loving M eintimately, of loving
Mein your date timeswith others. | lovethe
times when I'm part of your dates with others,
but there’s more that you can do. There’'s more
excitement, there are deeper thrillsthat come if
you will takethetimeto read moreloving words
to Me, to more specifically aim to have loving
intimate timeswith Mewith your loved ones, by
together coming to Me to love Me, to ravish
Me, to enjoy beautiful times of sex and sharing
together with Me, by putting Me first more on
some of these dates. You and your loved ones
will experiencegreater thrills, and I'll beableto
feed your spirits, fill you more with My love,
satisfy and strengthen you in new and greater
ways. You can do thismore, and you'll reap the
benefits. (End of message from Jesus.)

Q: How do I manifest pride? How can |
overcome it? How can | be more
humble?

42. (Jesusspeaking:) Dothehumblething.
Thisisyour surest, most effective safeguard
againgt pride. So do thehumblething. Look for
ways to do the humble thing. When you need
prayer and it's hard to ask for it, do the humble
thing. When you' re embarrassed to talk about
something with someone, do the humble thing.
There are those in your Home that you need to
spend moretime with, and sometimesit’'s hum-




bling for you to approach them. Do the humble
thing.

43, Prideaffectsyou morewhen you'renot
gendingthetimewith M ethat you need togpend;
it comesininagreater way in your life. Pride
can causeyou to do your ownthing. Whenthere's
some task or project or need that I’'m laying on
your heart to meet and you don’t want to, either
because of your laziness or your reluctance or
other reasons, it's pride combined with self-right-
eousness that can cause you to miss the mark.

44. L eader ship humblesyou. At timesyou
want to shirk it, to shy away, and you sometimes
excuse yourself and say that you want to put
othersforth, you want them to shine—and truly
there's a time for this, and it's necessary and
needful. But there aretimeswhen you must also
lead. Cometo Meand I'll show youmoreclearly.
For | say that there aretimeswhen you shy away
from leadership when it isnot My will that you
do so, when it istime for you to fulfill your re-
sponsibility and takethat place. Thisisasotrain-
ing for others, for there aretimeswhen you must
lead, and they then learn from your leadership.
Both are necessary.

45. You shouldn’t push other sforward and
not fulfill your responsibility when it’syour
turnandit’sMy will. You must do the humble
thing. Just remember and remind yourself to do
the humblething. Thiswill help you.

46. There aretimeswhen you must also
dow down. Slow down and taketimewith others.
Cease from pursuing your lists of to-dos, your
goals. Thisisalso the humble thing, when you
taketime with people; when you allow My con-
cern for them to come through you; when you
truly are interested in their hearts, lives, goals
and desires. This is humility, because it’s less
of yourself and more concern for others.

47. Thehumblethingis stopping to hear
from M emorethroughout theday, lookingto
Me mor e, acknowledging the need for Meto
giveyou closer direction, praying more. A lack
of prayer inyour lifeisamanifestation of pride.
The more you pray, the more you show your
humility. The more you seek My direction, the
more you yield to Me. The more you do these
things, themore| can useyou. (End of message
fromJesus.)

Q: Do I have aproblem with self-right-
eousness, legalism or harshness with
thosel shepherd, work with or live with?

48, (Jesusspeaking:) You'vegot your share
of faultsand weaknesses. You' vegot your work
cut out for you, the areas that you need to grow
in—your walk with Me and your timewith Me,
your exercising of the new weapons—and in a
way, this is a form of self-righteousness, that
you've allowed yourself to not pursue these
things as actively as you should have. But spe-
cifically the type of self-righteousness where
you're harsh and condemning of others, legal-
istic, or expecting morethan | would from them,
is not your usual tendency.

49. Of cour se, thesethingscan pop up at
any timewhen you stray from Me, if you don’t
walk closely with Me. When you allow stress
and pressure into your life and you get away
fromthewatersof My Word, you can get harsh,
legalistic, and self-righteous. In your case, it's
not your tendency. Your weaknesses tend to
make you the opposite of that—away from le-
galism, moreindependent, and too liberal. More
than becoming legalistic, when you’ re not walk-
ing closein My Spirit, you alow yourself to be
tooliberal. Thisismorewhat you need to watch.

50. Of cour se, you have your timeswhen
you get grouchy, when you get irritated, and
this does affect others; it isa harshness. You
need to catch thesethings more quickly. Theapal-
ogiesafterwards alwayshelp, but you must know
that you need to catch it quicker, to not allow
yourself to get grouchy or show your irritation.

51.1 know that’satall order and amajor
requirement. But | would ask you to be more
prayerful, to be more conscious of not allowing
thisinyour life, more committed to not allowing
it. When you feel grouchy, when you feel irri-
tated, you need to stop and pray and ask Me
for My love. For when you allow yourself to be
likethat, there’sthe very real danger that you' Il
allow your own opinions to influence you too
much. You'll be too forceful in your opinions,
andindoingthis, mistakesaremoreeasily made.

52. Because of your position and your in-
fluenceon people, it’ susually har d enough for
them to disagree with you or voice contrary
opinions. They can do so more easily whenyou



show yourself open, agreeable, and considerate
of others' opinions. Whenyou'rein anirritable
mood, then otherseither don’t fed that they can
give their opinion or it provokes a similar irri-
tableness in them. It's not good. So stay more
aware of that when you' regrouchy and irritable.
Know that it's not My will. That's not how |
want you to be. Stop and come to Me and ask
Me for My love and grace, and | will pour that
upon you, and | will answer your request. (End
of message from Jesus.)

57. (Peter praysfor Abner:) I’'m sureall of
ushavesome of thesetendencies, Lord. It'sso
important to spend that time in the bed of love,
taking timein the Word, listening, hearing Your
voice, asking You questions, and letting You
shepherd us in areas we need to improvein. If
we will take that time, so many of these other
things will be taken care of; we'll havethewis-
dom and understanding to recognize our weak-
nesses, and the grace and strength to overcome
them.

58. Lord, someof thesethingsarenatural
tendencies. But we who are Your brides, Your
shepherds, Your representatives to the world
have to do the supernatural. We have to be dif-
ferent. We have to be full of You and like You.
And that comes from being with You, spending
timewith You and loving You, feeding on Your
Words and receiving Your seeds, making love
with You. That's what changes us, and that’s
why You'retelling us over and over again that
we have to spend time with You, that it's so
important, that we can’t let it go or let it take
second or third place; it hasto be priority.

59. Help each one of us, dear Lover. We
pray especially for Abner, whoisasking Youto
change him in this, so he will be able to rise
abovethe hazards of beinginthe States, aswell
as overcome any kind of materialism, improve
hisinteractionswith people, and listen to others
and not hang on to his opinions.

The
spirit and the spiritual mind arefar different from
the mind of the flesh.

70. Themor etimeyou spend with M e, the
freer you are, themorefull of joy you are, the
lessbound you are. Thisiswhy it's soimport-
ant for My children of the End, My intimate
brides, to commune with Me, to enter into My
presence and to love Me fully and deeply, to
lay aside their earthly thoughts and attitudes,
and see things from the Heavenly perspective.

71.1 desiretogiveyou My Heavenly per-
spective, to show you thingsfrom My vantage
point, but you must cometo M e. You must step
outside the confines of the flesh and enter into
My Spirit. You must lay aside your pride, your
preconceived notions and ideas, your thoughts
and attitudes that are influenced by the flesh.
Thisis one of the reasons why loving Me inti-
mately separates so clearly those who areinflu-
enced by the flesh and the world and who
choose the influence of the world, from those
who choose the spirit and spiritual things and
values.

Thelessyou are
concerned for earthly things, then the moreyou
arelike Me and the moreyielded you areto My
will. Themore humbleyou are and the more obe-
dient you are to the truth of My Word, then the
moreyour attitudes are aligned with the thoughts
of My heart. Themoreyou live Acts2:44 and 45,
the more you give, the more you call nothing
that you have your own, then the more your
attitudesareas My attitudes. Themoreyou give

Give
and do not hold back, and | promise you that
youwill not be disappointed. | promiseyou that
your joy will have no bounds. Your thrills, fulfill-
ment and sati sfaction will be complete; they will
be beyond what you thought or imagined poss-
ible. Thissatisfaction and fulfillment, thesethrills
of life and love, are only found in the path of
complete surrender. They are not found on any
other path. They are not found by any other
means. They are not achieved by any other ef-
forts.



75.Only on thepath of yieldednessand com-
plete surrender to Me arethe greatest trea-
suresfound. Thosewho walk this path and seek
theseriches experiencethrillsthat no others ex-
perienceintheflesh. It will not look like much if
you view it carnally; thericheswill not be seen.
But in the spirit, seen through the eyes of the
spirit and filled by the spirit, thechoiceiscrystal
clear and thetruthisclearly seen. Comeandlive
your lifetothefull. Livefor Meand you will not
be disappointed. (End of message from Jesus.)

76. (Abner prays:) Jesus, | really thank
You for Your wordsof loveand counsd. | liter-
ally couldn’t live without them. Lord, | want to
ask You about this prophecy. In Your words of
counsel to me, You call meto come and follow
You, tolivemy lifefor You. I'malittleconcerned
that I’'m not, Lord, as You seemto be calling me
todothat. I'malittleworried that | must be super
off track or practically agoner, that | must not be
yielding or surrendering for this counsel to be
coming to me. Please help me to see things as
You do, dear Jesus. If I'mreally out of it, please
help meto seeit. If I'mjust alittle out of it, help
meto seeit. | don’t want to cruise along, think-
ing I’'mdoing fine, only to find that I' m like the
frog getting slowly cooked and not realizing that
the temperature’s rising. Please come through
with clear counsel for me, Jesus. | really need
the life-giving seeds of Your Words for me.

77. (Jesusspeaking:) Dear love, | know that
you've given and are giving your lifetoMe.

78. 1've given you these words because |
know you need to be reminded of the basics
sometimes. You need to hear thesethingsagain
from Me. It helpsyou, it reaffirmsyour convic-
tions and encourages you in the decisions that
you've made.

79. You livein aland of material opportu-
nity. You arestriving to help My work grow, and
part of that growth is monetary—raising the
money needed to spread My Word in a bigger

way, to produce tools that can help to change
lives. Youfeel that if you had millionsof dollars
there is so much that you could do with it to
help promote My Word—pubs to produce,
videosthat could be produced, missionariesthat
could be helped, more time spent doing these
things than having to raise funds just to make
your Home budget. And asyou look at that, you
see other opportunities to raise finances, and
sometimes the picture gets alittle cloudy; you
wonder if you're approaching things the right
way. | am ssmply reminding you that you haveto
keep walking by faith. Walking by faith isn’t
something anyone can just do yesterday. If
you're not walking by faith today, then you're
not walking by faith anymore. You' ve seen My
provision and supply for you over the past many
years, but that doesn't necessarily mean that
you don’t haveto take My supply in the coming
years by faith.

80. My Wordsaremeant toremind you, to
encourageyou, that you will never regret the
choicesyou madetofollow asadisciple, tolay
aside the things of Earth and to put your trust
and your valuesin the things of Heaven. There
isawaysroom for improvement. As| told My
disciples, if you' vegot two cloaks, giveto some-
one who has none. If you've got two pairs of
shoes, give to someone who has none. My
words are the sameto you. If you’ ve got some-
thing and you see your brother has need, don’t
beafraidto giveit away.

81. You can tend to hang on tothings. So
I"m encour aging you to seek M ewhen you fed
atugonyour hearttogiveit away. Kegpgiving
it away, whether it's food or funds or supplies,
and I'll keep pouring itin. Stop giving it away,
and My supply will run dry. It's alaw of the
spirit; things simply work that way.

82.1’'m reminding you of these spiritual
principlessothat you can keep them present
inyour mind and heart. | cal youdaily tobeMy
disciple. Thecall toforsakeall and follow Meis
adaily call, and many timesthroughout the day.
Thethrillsand joys that await you are there for
you each day that you livefor Me, each day that
you giveyour lifetoMe. So| call youto follow
Me each day, to answer My call, to share My
love, to liveyour lifeto the full asMy disciple.
Today is the day to live for Me, not yesterday,
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not tomorrow. Today is the day that My dis-
cipleslivefor Me. So My call isacall today, for
today. (End of message from Jesus.)

Q:What are my unrealistic
expectations?

83. (Jesusspeaking:) Unrealistic expecta-
tionsarecommonplacein your life. It'saweak
areathat affects you in many ways. It will take
sometimefor you to overcome as much asyou
need to, but you can make significant and im-
mediate progress by noting My Words of coun-
sel here and implementing in your life what |
share with you today.

84. First, one of the best things that you
can doistocheck your self when you aremaking
plans, when you are estimating what timeyou’ ||
beready to go somewhere, when you' refiguring
whenyou' |l be ableto haveaproject done by, or
when you're praying about plans and projects
and possibilities. Ask yourself: “Is this redlis-
tic?’ You don't have to be convinced that you
have aweaknessfor unrealistic expectations. So
asking yourself this question will put you inthe
position of more serioudy considering your time-
tables or what you hope to accomplish.

85. You need to separ atewhat you want to
do, what you hopeto do, and what you can real-
istically expect to do. You tend to concentrate
on what you want or hope to do and make that
your expectation. That'snot an expectation; that's
ahope. You need to stop at the very beginning
and revise your thinking to consider what you
really KNOW you can do. Don’'t go by what
you hope to do or want to do, but go by what
you know for sure you can do.

86. If you'regettingready toleavewhere
you'reat, and you'retying up somebusinessor
getting ready to go, you tend to keep piling up
thingsthat you want to do beforegoing. Those
werenot included when you first estimated your
departure time. Those are unrealistic add-ons
that you either have to anticipate in your first
estimate or you need to exclude and reali ze that
they’ll have to get done later. Your problem is
that you don’t awaysthink of themwhenyou're
first estimating your time of departure. Thisisa
key to how unrealistic expectationswork in your
life

87.What you need tokeep in mind isthat
thingsthat you didn’t anticipatewill comeup.
Therefore, whenever you are estimating a de-
parture time or adeadline, you should giveyour-
self twice as much time, minimum. If you are
unableto giveyourself twiceasmuchtime, then
you need to discipline yourself to not take on
extra to-dos that aren’t absolutely necessary.

88. Another practicethat will helpyouis
formingthehabit, which includesthedesire,
tobeready 10 minutesearly for adepartureon
an errand or simple trip out of the house, 10
minutes early for ameeting, hours early before
departing on ashorter trip, and acouple of days
early beforetraveling onamajor trip.

89. The10-minutetimesbeforeleavingthe
houseor havingameeting should beheld sacred
to be spent with Me. Thiswill allow Meto be
more present in your day. These aretimesthat |
request that you spend with Me. They are not
timesto squeezein extraprojectsor little things
you haven't been able to get done, but quiet
times to spend communing with Me. Knowing
that | have requested these timesisintended to
underline their importance to you, to help you
to seethat itisarequest from Me, an important
habit to cultivate and one that will help you to
wak morein My loveand My Spirit.

90. Being ready daysearly beforeleaving
onamajor tripisalsointended togiveyou more
time with Me. In this case, though, it is also
intended to help take the pressure off and to
allow you to havetimefor al of the unexpected,
unscheduled, unplanned-for questions and
needs that arise. Similarly, being ready hours
beforealocal, shorter trip alowsfor those same
interruptions.

91. Thereisan important downsideto un-
realistic expectationsthat | want to explainto
you. Thiswill help you to guard more against
them and to take them more seriously. Themore
serious downside is that when you are planning
projects and your work schedule, both person-
ally and with the overall work, and you do not
anticipate the things that will come up, when
you have unrealistic expectations of what you
will be able to personally accomplish or what
your team will be able to accomplish, then im-
portant things are delayed or left undone. By
being more realistic about your time and about

the time and capabilities of others, then you are
ableto spread theworkload around or find other
solutions to project needs. When you don’t
anticipate this, then the reality is that things
don't get done that could have otherwise been
planned for, and the work suffers.

92. Thisisoneof thebiggest detrimentsto
unrealistic expectations, aside from the pres-
surethat it causes, the discouragement of things
not getting done that you’ d hoped to get done,
or the disruption in other people’s lives that
can come as a result. One of the biggest prob-
lemswhich resultsisthat things don’t get done
that could have otherwise gotten done. So the
fruit of unrealistic expectationsisexactly oppo-
site of what you hoped for! Instead of getting
more done, or getting done what you unrealisti-
cally think you can, you don't get it done. By
more realistically planning, you can anticipate
or alot for something not getting done and come
up with another solution. Keep this in mind,
becauseit will motivate you to think morereal-
istically, and it will help you to motivate others
to think more realistically, for they will realize
the negative repercussions and will likewise
want to avoid that unwanted result.

93. This also exposes who promotes un-
realistic expectations. Consider the fruit and
youwill identify the source. Thefruit of unreal-
istic expectations is stress, pressure, discour-
agement, disrupted lives, disunity, friction, dis-
illusionment, failure and missed opportunities,
delays and shortcomings. Further fruit is less
prayer, less counsel, less time spent with Me,
lessof My Spirit. The sourceisthe Hinderer, the
Confuser, the Perplexer and Oppressor of your
souls. So you need to fight unrealistic expecta-
tionslikeyou fight the Devil, for it isone of his
favoritetools, hidden subtly behind the mask of
good intentions, brought into your livesthrough
self-righteousness and carnality, through work-
ing more in the flesh and lessin the Spirit.

94. Thegreatest antidotetounrealisticex-
pectationsistowalk morein prayer and My
Spirit. When you find yourself faced with the
fruit of unrealistic expectations, know that you
are not walking as closely to Me as you should
be, that you are not walking as much in prayer
and in My Spirit as you need to be. Unrealistic
expectations and their fruit are danger signs,

for they are the result of more basic spiritual
errors that need to be corrected. (End of mess-
age from Jesus.)

Q: What will happen if | don’t stay close
to the Lord, if Idon’t stay true to the
commitments | have made to have
sufficient time with the Lord?

95. (Abner prays:) Dear Lover, | dowant to
stay closeto You and | don’t want to stray. |
want to accomplish what You want me to ac-
complishand | want to avoid the pitfallsof stray-
ingfrom You. | know it will helpto hear from You
in advancewhat will happenif | don’t stay close
to You. You're the One | want to live for and
serveand please. You' rethe OneWho hasgiven
me life, happiness, and every blessing | have.
You'rethe Onel want to bewith forever. Please
give me clear counsel on how to stay close to
You. Let me know what will happenif | don't.

96. (Jesus speaking:) Dear love, themost
important thing that will happen if you don’t
stay closeto M eisthat you won’t accomplish
what | havedesigned you for. Ultimately some
whose lives | have intended for you to reach
with My love will not receive My message, or
their liveswill be made moredifficult. Thereare
some sad consequencesthat will comeif you do
not stay as close to Me as | want you to, as |
know you need to. | can’t forceyouto stay close
to Me, | have left this up to your choice, your
personal initiative, your inalienableright of self-
determination, your responsibility to make the
decisionstofollow Me, tolistento My voice, to
do what | ask you to do.

97. The Enemy goes about asaroaring
lion, seekingwhom he may devour. Just asyou
can imagine would happen if you were to walk
through an area populated by lions, you would
walk infear and trembling that one of those big
catswould belyinginwait for you, stalking you,
hunting you, seeking his next meal. Thisisthe
picture that | have portrayed in this verse, and
the pictureisaccurate. The Enemy of your soul
and of My Kingdom stalks and hunts and seeks
to destroy. He seekshisnext meal, hisnext prey.
Lions seek the weak, for the weak are an easier
target. They are worth the hunt, for the weaker
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the prey, the easier the hunt. Similarly, Satan
seeks out theweak or those who' ve been strong
but are experiencing aweak periodintheir life.

98. Theweak periodsaretimeswhen you
havetobecareful tonot push yourself or fur-
ther weaken yourself. When you have been
through atime of battle or atime of pouring out,
a time when you haven’t been able to get the
amount of Word or timewith Methat you know
you need in order to stay strong, then you need
tobecareful that you don’t put yourself in harm’s
way. You need to be mindful that you get the
time of strengthening that you need, for these
are times when those who are usually strong
can aso become prey. This is why some who
have been strong in Me and very used of Me
have also succumbed to the Enemy’s attacks—
because during a time when they were a little
weakened they didn’t takeit as seriously asthey
should have. They got overconfident. They
looked at themselves as being strong and
thereby underestimated the danger and overes-
timated their strengths.

99. 1f you don't stay closetoMe, you’ll get
weaker. You'll experience discouragement and
frustration. You'll make mistakesthat you could
easily have avoided. You'll wear thin in your
ability to tolerate problems; you'll react with
impatience when confronted with problems.
You'll snap at people; you'll deal with others
self-righteously. People will seek to distance
themselves from you, as they will be discour-
aged and experience battles when around you.
You won't be happy; you' [l know somethingis
wrong, but you won't have the strength to make
the changes you need to make to overcome.
You'll gradually get weaker and be less effec-
tivein your shepherding and your ability toin-
spireandlift up others. You' |l experience periods
of anxiety, of being distraught and confused
about life and what you're doing with yours.
Theworld andwhat it hasto offer will look more
attractive. You'll look at thingsmorein theflesh
and lessin the Spirit. You'll betired and down-
cast. You'll be sad.

100. | don’t tell you thesethingsto scare
you or intimidateyou, My love. | tell you this
because | don’'t want you to have to experience
any of this, even in the dightest degree. | want
youto livealifethat isfull of My love and My

Spirit; that'swhat | died for! | died to saveyou
for eternity, yes, but | also died to give you a
better lifewhileyou' redive—that no matter what
your physical condition, whatever problemslife
brings your way, My Spirit in you will cause
you to overcome, because you'll have your
eyes on Heavenly things and your heart more
full of My love.

101. L oveisthegreatest forcein thewor|d!
Love is My Spirit! It is powerful, motivating,
captivating! It is the power that overcomes all
difficulty, heals the broken heart, lifts the dis-
couraged spirit. The Enemy seeks to snuff out
truelove, to obscure it with things that smother
it and asphyxiateit. He seeksto cut off theair of
My Spirit to your heart, to get your eyes on
things that upset you, that worry you, that dis-
courage you, that bother you. He seeks to get
you towalk intheflesh and not walk infaith. He
knows that faith is contagious, that loveis con-
tagious. So he seeks to drown it in a flood of
worldly thoughts and impressions. Resist him,
resist theworld, resist theflesh, and My Spiritin
you will cause you to overcome!

102. (Mama:) Whileat the summit, | ex-
plained tothe CROsthat it’sonethingto ask
theLord tohelp youtochange, but it’sgoinga
step further toask theL ord to“ dowhatever it
takes’ to makesureyou do change. In essence,
that type of prayer is giving the Lord permis-
sion to do whatever is necessary to “force” you
to change. Although it takes strong trust and
utter yieldedness, if you can bring yourself to
pray such a“prayer of Magdalene” it's a good
thing, because then you are asking the Lord to
make it impossible for you to go back on your
commitments. You' reasking the OneWho loves
you perfectly and unconditionally to work in
your life in whatever way He knows is best.
You'regiving Him leaveto create circumstances
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in your life or put you in situations that will
ensure that you keep your word.

103. Thething that might keep you from
wanting to pray such a prayer isfear—fear
that what you’ll experienceasaresult will be
toohard for you, or that you’ll suffer someun-
bear ableloss. Theway to combat such afear is
to know that your Husband lovesyou morethan
you can possibly understand and He does all
thingswell. Hewantsyou to be happy and fruit-
ful, and anything Hewould do in your lifewould
beto that ultimate end.
