new for us—some new challenge or
project! Besidesthefact that the harvest is plen-
teous and the laborers are few, and there's al-
ways much more to do than we could ever ac-
complishinthenatural, He knowsthat new chal-
lenges are so good for our spirit. They keep us
stirred up and desperate with Him, and thus
much more fruitful and much happier too.

2. Recently theL ord hasbeen speakingto
usabout theneed to receivemor e songsfrom
Heaven, and about the content of thesongsHe
wantsto give. Before you writethis GN off as
not for you because you're not amusician or a
songwriter, let me clarify that thisisamessage
for each of you! The Lord isn't just talking to
the musicians herel

3. Remember when thefir st loving Jesus
tape, “ Openfor Love,” cameout, and thetesti-
monieswe published about that tape? (See FSM
298, 8/96.) Well, et me remind you that many of
the songs on that tape were written by non-
musicians. They were written mainly by our
young peoplewho attended Summit ' 96—some
of whom are musically inclined, others aren’t.
Whilethat summit wasgoing on, the Lord put it
on my heart to write Peter and ask him to chal-
lenge the young people attending to write our
own loving Jesus songs. It was areal challenge
for them! But they stepped out on the Lord's
promises, and we have that beautiful tape as
proof of what the Lord can do through yielded—
albeit not necessarily “naturally qualified”—
willing vessels.

4. That’snot to say that those have been
theonly beautiful songswrittenin recent years
by any means, but I’m bringing up that situa-
tion as an example because many of those songs
were written by people who wouldn't consider
themselvesmusicians, yet they received tremen-
dous songs from Heaven when they asked for
them and had faith to work on them, in team-
work with others, in many cases!

5.TheLordcandoit again. Andinfact,it's
more than just something He “can” do at some
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point off in the distant future. It's something He
wants to do now. He's putting forth the call.
Just like any other of the new movesof the Spirit
or thingsthe Lord asks of us, not only doesHe
fulfill His Word and do the miracles, grant the
blessings and fulfill His promises, but He uses
those steps of obedience to really strengthen
those who take them. He loves it when we step
out tofollow Himimmediately!

6. Following are the messages the Lord
gaveabout Hisdesireto givemoresongsof the
spirit, and some specific tipsand how-toson
how to go about receiving them. Ontop of this,
if you'll ask Him, He has more personalized coun-
sel for you. I’'mreally looking forward to hear-
ing the beautiful melodiesand lyricsHe sgoing
to pour out to those of you who claim Hisprom-
ises and follow Hisinstructions and invest the
timeand effort to receivethese songs. I’ m proud
of youl

Open the Floodgates!

7. (Jesusspeaking:) | wish topour out My
Spirit and My fresh songsof the Spirit anew! |
wish for there to be awhole new crop of songs
of My Spirit, songs of discipleship for thisnew
day!—Songs that are ballads; songs that can
be sung by anyone; songs that reflect the true
spirit of Revolution; songsthat reflect the dedi-
cation of spirit that I’ m asking of My children.

8. Inthebeginning of theFamily | poured
forth My Spirit in great measureand with songs
that captured the heartsof theyouth and that
remained as stones in your Family’s founda-
tion, and | wish to do something similar now. |
wish to pour out new songs! | wishto flood My
Family with My new Wordsin song—Words of
dedication, devotion, and commitment; ballads
to touch their hearts and captivate their minds;
songs of discipleship; songs of My power being
manifested through the new weapons; songs
of My Spirit possessing you fully; songs that
bring out My new Words for these new days;
songs that can be your rallying cry to gather
the troops around the banner of My Word!
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9. Asl havepoured out many songson our
intimater elationship, | now wishto pour forth
new, clear tunesfrom Heaven that solidify your
commitment to Me, your commitment to disciple-
ship.

10. Therearemany herethat longtogive
you their music. Thereare many that wait. They
wait to be asked. They wait for vacuums. They
wait for those who will put forth the effort, who
will open themselves up to Me and ask Me for
My music, for My songs of fire, dedication, and
revolution; songs of holding up My Word to
the nations; songs of being sold out to Me and
toMy will.

11. Thisisthemusicthat will captivateMy
young ones! These are the songs that, when
sung, will knit your hearts together. Thisisthe
music that will give your youth thevision to do
greater thingsfor Me. Thisisthemusic that will
live and burn in your hearts!

12. 1 wish to give you new music for this
new revolution in thespirit! Thetypeof music
| wish to pour down is not only music that is
suitable for listening to, but songs that can be
sung and words that can be offered in praise to
Me; songsthat can be sung and played by any-
one—nballads, hymns of praise, fighting songs,
songs of revolution!

13. So open thefloodgates! Let My music
and My Words and the music of Heaven pour
forth untoyou! Letit fill you!

14. L et Memoveyou! Bemovedinthespirit
to obey, to call upon those here who want to
give you these new songs, and to listen and
work together in teamwork with them to pull
down My new songs for this new day! (End of
message fromJesus.)

15. (Dad speaking:) What do the
young people in the world need? They
need radical songs that talk about the
freedom of the spirit, breaking away from
the world. They need songs that are up-to-
date with the times, deep songs that make
them think and evaluate their life and where
they're headed.

16. In the beginning of the Family,
music was one of our main forms of win-
ning the sheep. The songs were heavy and
inspired, and our young people would sing
them to those they were witnessing to.

Those songs would touch lives, change
hearts, and have a big impact. We need
more songs like that today. We need young
people who are willing to forsake their pride
and get out and witness one-on-one, sing
to the lost one-on-one. We need young
people who are willing to receive these radi-
cal songs. We need songs that are simple
with a powerful message, songs that you
can just pick up the guitar and sing—not
just complicated studio mixes or musical
productions.

17. For too long now, we’'ve been
using our songs mainly as aform of sup-
port. We sing sweet songs at shows and
institutions and CTPs in order to cheer
people up and make them happy and raise
some support. This is good and has its
place, but what happened to the radical
songs, the songs that really reach deep
into a person’s heart and change it for the
better, the songs that speak out against
the System, the songs that win souls, the
songs that talk about the hot truth of the
Revolution? We need more songs like this
for today, and we need those who are will-
ing to become of no reputation in order to
sing these songs to the world. (End of
message from Dad.)

18. (Jesusspeaking:) | loveit when you love
Me through your music! | love it when you
praise Me, when you makeloveto Mewith your
words put to music. Songs with even the sim-
plest words of love to Me are beautiful.

19. Musicissomething that touchesyour
heart. It puts you in the mood to love Me. It
opens aspecia channel to Me. When you sing
your words of loveto Me, it melts My heart and
at the same time moves you, which creates a
special link and bond between us.

20. You need moresongsof lovetoMe, and
| wish to pour forth many, many more songs.
All you need to do is be open and receptive
channels. They’reall herefor the asking!

21. | havesomany different stylesl want to
giveyou. There are songs that you can write to
love Memoreintimately; songsof praiseto Me;
songs that will open your heart to Me, that will




make you feel My love; songs that will change
people's lives. There is so much that | wish to
giveyou; al you haveto do isask and you will
receive.

22. Inthisnew day, thisnew era, wherel
am causing revolutionsand change and ask-
ing mor efrom people—morededication and de-
votion—I alsowant moreof that spirit expressed
in your music. | want something that will stir
people to action! | want music that will stir
peopl€e's hearts and bring them closer to Me,
that will makethem loveMe, or love Memoreif
they already know Me. Through the power of
thekeys| can giveyou the most powerful songs
ever written. All you need to beisayielded and
receptive vessel and | will pour forth. Thereis
so much to pour forth, My loves!

23. You need songsof dedication and com-
mitment. You need songsthat convey My love
to you. You need songs that will help others
convey their loveto Me. Music has such power;
it can control minds and hearts. So in this new
era |l wish to give you new songs, new lyrics,
new ways of putting your love words to Me
into music.

24. You need new songsfor thisnew revolu-
tion! It'slike starting afresh. I'm opening up a
new reservoir to you, and once you're open |
will pour forth in such abundance that your
music will overflow everywhere and be heard
throughout the world!

25. Just asyou claim thekeyswhenyou're
prayingfor stuations, when you'reprayingfor
power, when you' re praying for different needs,
call onthekeyswhen you' rewriting new songs
and | will give you songs with power and emo-
tion and with the exact force and messagethat |
wish to convey to the Family. All you have to
doiscall on the power, listen, tunein, and the
songswill come.

26. Ask for spirit helpers! Ask for help!
There are so many up herewho can help you—
S0 many musicianswho have passed on and are
just waiting to assist you. These are My prom-
isesto you, My loves. Be open and receive and
| will pour forth. (End of message from Jesus.)

The Kind of Songs I'm Looking For!

27. (Jesusspeaking:) | longto pour out a
flood of songsstraight from Heaven, songsthe
likes of which havenever been sung or heard
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befor e—songs that are glimpses into the intri-
cacies of the spirit, songs that will tell you of
My love for you, songs of expressions of your
love for Metoo.

28. | want to giveyou songswhich speak of
My heart that isbroken for thelost; songson
which you can reflect; songs of prayer, of joy-
ful exuberance, of your faithin Me, of your de-
votion to Me and to each other; songs that will
tell of your loyalty, of our love affair and trysts;
songs of conviction, of passion, of worship, of
intercession for those in need; songs of the new
moves of My Spirit, of the power of the keys, of
the fruits of letting M e possess you; songs that
will ring out forever in praiseto Me!

You Can Receive Them!
Are You Willing?

29. You can doit! | need you! Yes, that's
right. | need you! Open your mind and heart.
Listen to the whispers and you will hear these
songs.

30. Do you want to receive oneor two or
threeor even moreof these songs? You can! It
doesn’t matter who you are or what you think
you can or can't do, because | want you to re-
ceive these. All you have to do to choose to
receive them is to put on My mind, create the
vacuum, and voild | will amaze you withwhat |
will pour through you. | promiseto pour through
any vessdl that isempty of itself and longing to
befilled.

31. Haveyou ever held alar ge seashell to
your ear? What did you hear?>—A sound like
the ocean, no doubt! Even so, you don’'t have
to be a musician or even the artist type to re-
ceive and pass on My music when that is what
| say you can do—just as the seashell doesn't
have to be a wave to sound like one, because
that isthe music | ordained to ring forth. In be-
ing empty itself, the seashell can befilled with
My melodies, as can you when you' re empty.

32. When you hear amovingor mativating
song, onethat isobvioudy divineand clever and
outstanding, and youthink, “Boy, I'dliketowrite
something like that!”—Know that you can! |
don’t want you to compare negatively. Compare
positively. Think, “If the Lord could pour out a
song like that before, think of what He wantsto
givenow!” It'sall too easy to feel and think that
you don’t have it in you to contribute anything




worthwhile, anything so breathtaking and out-
standing. But remember, | can use anyone and |
want to use you—yes, youl!

33.1"'mlookingfor thosewho arewilling
to pull down songsfrom the spirit. You don't
need any formal musical training to receivethese
songs. All you need isfaith, the willingness to
receive, a vacuum, and an investment of some
of your time, which will beworth your while.

34. (Question:) Although songs can
be written by someone with little or no
knowledge of music, wouldn’tit be better
to encourage people to work with a mu-
sician, or team up with a local inspiration-
alist, or simply put the lyrics on paper and
submit those lyrics to a musician, instead
of expecting a non-musician to compose a
number-one hit masterpiece and arrange-
ment? The “Open for Love” songs were in-
spired, but it seems that only a few of those
songs have stuck and have actually be-
come mainstay Family inspirational songs.

35. (Jesus speaking:) This is a true
revelation, and atrue gift that | am giving
My children. It is a portion of heavenly
thought power. Did | not say that you would
be given knowledge and abilities beyond
your natural capabilities? This is one of the
manifestations of that gift. If someone wants
to receive heavenly music, they don’t even
have to know how to play an instrument.
It's not necessary for them to receive the
chords in order to receive the melody.

36. Most people will seek out the help
of musicians to help them fine-tune their
inspirations, but the receiving is available
to all who ask and are willing to take the
time to suck and pull it down and receive.

37.The“Open for Love” tapeis agood
example of the songs | want to give. They
are not necessarily hits in the natural, but
when My children play and sing them, it
propels them into the spirit! Those of My
children who are seeking to get in the spirit
know that those songs carry a heavy por-
tion of My Spirit, and they seek them out
and listen to them. Those are the kinds of
songs | want to give. As you get closer and

closer to the End and there is a greater

vacuum for the things of My Spirit, for links
to the heavenly realm, those songs will
become more popular and more sought
after. (End of message from Jesus.)

38. Music ismagical, and in some ways,
making music is like creating magic. When
you' re the audience of a skilled magician, you
don’t see all that went into “that bananathere,”
because he' sdone hishomework. But sometimes
it takes a magician a long time to learn a good
trick.

39. Being agood magician comeseasier to
somethan to other s, but that doesn’t mean that
one without the knack cannot perform tricks as
well. Anyone can, if only they first have the
desireto, and they apply themselvesto the tech-
nigques. Even the greatest magicians had to start
at the beginning, learning onetrick at atime.

40. It' sthesamewith songwriting. Evenif
some of you may have more natural ability than
others, | can use anyoneto write asong. For the
best of the songs to be received are those to be
received in prophecy, directly from Me and the
realm of the spirit.

41. Intheflesh it seemsthat if you'renot
musically inclined, you cannot receive, but this
isnot alaw of thespirit, only of theflesh. You
can do all thingswhen | strengthen youto doit.
With persistence and with the determination to
not giveup, you' Il receivenot only good, but amaz-
ing, wonder-working songs. Put Me to the test!
Fear of failurewill hold you back from receiving,
so don't fear, but look into My face and receive.

42. All musicisspiritual to somedegree,
and each piece of music carriesa spirit. All
music isfirst designed and created in therealm
of the spirit, and then delivered to you through
receptive channels.

43. (Question:) With some musicians,
the songs just come in a stream of inspi-
ration when they sit down with their gui-
tar. Is that synonymous with prophecy?
Also, in saying that “the best of the songs
to be received are those to be received in
prophecy,” when a song comes in a halt-
ing manner—it doesn’t flow, and maybe dif-
ferent parts come at different times—does
this mean it's not what we would call the

“best” of songs?



44. (Jesus speaking:) lwork with you,
and that doesn’t make it any less proph-
ecy. | allow and even require you to put
some effort and work into the songs | give
you, because that is all part of the process.

45. But I would that My children start
out as they do when they are going to re-
ceive prophecy from Me—loving Me, prais-
ing Me, and emptying themselves of their
own thoughts. For it is then that they will
become the channels that they need to be.

46. Some people have a natural gift
for receiving music, but not all of it is di-
rectly from the heavenly realm. There is
much that can be received without much
trying, for those who have the gift for it.

47. The kind of music I want to give to
My children requires that they become
channels finely tuned to Me—shutting out
all other thoughts and avenues through
which they might even receive music more
easily, but which would not be the best. |
want to give pure music; that is why | make
it clear that | want to give it in prophecy—
after My channels have fulfilled the require-
ments for being clear and clean and open
to Me alone. (End of message from Jesus.)

Take Advantage of
The Professionals!

48. There are multitudes of great musi-
ciansand songwr iter sthat lived upon theEarth
—from the early days of My creation, long be-
fore the Flood, to modern musicians who've
recently come here—who are just yearning for
achanceto write through you, to channel their
experiences and talents through you.

49, Call on My helper shy nameif you have
afavorite, and that helper will beyoursasyou
devote time to writing that song. Call upon the
angels of the choirs of Heaven to pour out to
you, and they will. When you' refocused and in
tunewith My Spirit, when your mindisMy mind
and you have called upon the keys of the King-
dom, | can do anything through you.

50. For some of you these songswill just
punch through in afew minutes—BOOM ! But
for others of you, especially some of you who
arenot musically inclined, you may haveto have
thefaith to begin with baby steps, such as prac-
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tice writing, and alittle more focus, diligence,
and commitment than some others. But thisis
nothing new. These are some of the “tricks of
thetrade” that even the master songwritersuse.
Even for them it takes sucking to receive.

The Purpose for
This New Music

51. You may beasking, “Why isreceiving
new musicimportant? Wehavealot of original
musicalready.” A songisan instrument that
leadspeopletotheplacesthesongwriter wants
totakethem.| amthe Master Songwriter, and |
want to take you placesand to seal My Word in
your heart—especially the New Wine and the
new revelations I’ ve been pouring out.

52. 1 want to giveyou songsto propel you
into the spirit, to give comfort, to heal, to en-
vision, to cleanse, to love you, to soothe, to
move you, to spur you to action, to be avehicle
for you to enter into My gates with thanksgiv-
ing, to put on My mind, to open your eyes to
wonders, to fill you with love and appreciation
for your brothersand sisters, for thelost, for the
job at hand, to activate you, and to inspire you
to use the gifts within you.

53.Musicisavery power ful medium. Since
ancient times, music’'s power has been recog-
nized by many societies and cultures. It's been
used in ceremonies, to entertain, to lead sol-
diers into battle, and for so many other pur-
poses. Music can facilitate communication that
goes beyond words. Music can induce emo-
tional reactions, and it can even enhance your
spiritual and intellectual devel opment.

54. Music hasthepower toinducephysio-
logical and physical responsessuch asmove-
ment. It can influence moods and behavior.
Music has the power to alleviate anxiety and
pain. And My music can enhance the quality of
your life.

55. Thereareso many benefitsof music. It
touchesyou spiritually, emotionally and physi-
cally in wayswhich science cannot explain. It
isamystery to science, but areality inthe spiri-
tual realm. | will help you to capture sightsand
sounds from the realm of the spirit, to put them
on paper so that they may be reproduced in
your realm and reach the places they were or-
dained to.




What to Ask for in a Song

56. If you choose to receive these songs
from Heaven, remember to bedesperatewith
Meto captureMy Spirit in thecapsuleof the
song. The songs that capture this will be like
medicine to many; these will be the songs that
work wonders.

57. You can beagreat songwriter. All the
skill youneedisMeworkinginyou. It just takes
Meinyou. Don't think that | reservethe best of
songs for the most experienced and talented
writers.

58. (Question:) Wouldn’'t someone
need to at least know how to play an in-
strument to be a great songwriter? It
seems as if you'd have to study and learn
some basics to even get started, like learn-
ing a language.

59. (Jesus speaking:) You do not have
to play an instrument to write a song. If
you want to learn an instrument, you can
ask Me to give you skill, and then work at it.
But you don’t have to play an instrument in
order to receive words and melodies from
Heaven. (End of message from Jesus.)

60. Pray for boldnesswhen you pull down
these songs. Pray for originality. Pull down
songs that speak of the way |’ m moving today.
Ask Me for unique and persona ways to ex-
press what | want you to, and then don’'t be
afraid to write what comes. Step out! Cast your
nets out into the deep, and | will fill them with
new songs, new ideas, new inspirations, new
and exciting mel odies, deep thoughtsand price-
less treasures!

61. Don’t worry about trying to comeup
with complex lyricsor melodies, just trust Me
for what comes. Ask Mefor songsthat will touch
hearts, that will cause movement, that will be
understandable and relatable. Ask Me for
simple, honest lyrics that will touch hearts and
save lives, that will encourage, that will heal,
that will bring joy or moments of deep medita-
tion and recommitment.

Don’t Give Up—Keep at It!
62. Behungry toreceivethese songsfrom
Heaven—the songsthat will liveon and ring
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out for yearsto come! Believe Mewhen | say
that you can do it. If you've been feeling this
calling, or you feel it now, even remotely, know
that if you only havethefaith of agrain of mus-
tard seed and you use the oars of faith and
works—the works being taking the timeto pull
down a song from Me—I will bless you with
words and melodies of the spirit.

63.1t’sMy will togiveyou songswith wor ds
and melodiesthat flow out asnatural ascon-
ver sation. Some of the songsthat | will giveyou
will arrive spontaneously in amatter of minutes
andwill requireonly alittlerefinement afterward;
otherswill takelonger in coming and will require
morerefinement. However, don't let thisdiscour-
ageyou fromworking at songwriting. Themore
you work at it, the more you prepare fertile
ground from which the good, spontaneous
songs come. Typically, even the most seasoned
songwriters have to put in time and effort—
things that are indiscernible when you hear the
flowing finished product. Your hard work pays
off by conditioning your songwriting muscles.

64. And don’t be afraid to ask veteran
songwriter sfor feedback and suggestionsthat
will help you go even further the next time
around.

65. If you want to receive songs, then set
goals, because it's easy to become sidetracked
or discouraged if things aren't happening as
quickly asyou might have hoped. Organization
and goal setting are key ingredients to perse-
vering and moving forward. | can helpyou create
amap that shows the route you need to follow,
step by stepin detail, to reach your ultimate song-
writing goal. By reaching intermediate goals
along the way, the payoff is constant and the
journey is satisfying.

66. Stay focused and do take chances. It's
better to take arisk and fail than fail to take a
risk. Even the greats learn mainly by trial and
error. You cannot afford to let fear of failure hold
you back. There are so many songswaiting for
you—yes, you—to grab hold of! Remember that
you miss 100 percent of the shots you do not
take.

67. Takethe step. Allow yourself to hear
from Me and receive that song waiting for you
to pull it down. It’s not always an easy thing to
do, but don’t let yourself give up too easily. It's
there for you. You can doit!



68. Astheboundariesof musicexpand and
stretch every day in thisfast-paced world, and
many are caught up in syncopated rhythms and
lyrical complexities, don't forget that some of
the most powerful songs are strong because
My Spirit isin them, and they’ re simple melo-
dies. Thereispower insimplicity. (End of mess-
age from Jesus.)

More How-Tos!

69. (Question:) Sweet L ove, You'vetold us
of the heavenly music that waitsto be pulled
down—the songs, themelodies, and the lyrics—
the treasures of Heaven’s music waiting for us.
But it seems so difficult to receive these songs
completely, especially the melodies. Thewords
generally tend to flow, but why arethe melodies
so much harder to receive?

70. | stheresomethingthat wemust doin
order toreceiveoutstanding melodies? What
are the components? What is the vision for re-
ceiving songs from Heaven, and who should
they be aimed for? What's the message You
want to promote through these songs? What
type of melodies do You want? And what's the
secret to receiving these mel odiesfrom Heaven?

71. How areweeven goingtobeableto get
thesemor e outstanding melodies? Do You want
to anoint specific ones to only get melodies,
and othersto get the lyrics? Or do You want to
giveusall the gift of the melody, and if so, how
are we going to be able to do that?

72.1sthereanythingelse You'd liketo say
tousand tothe Family concer ning songsand
being ableto get the whole song in prophecy—
melody and lyrics—and really get them exactly
right in the way You want to give them?

73. (Jesusspeaking:) Songwritingisagift
that must becultivated in order for thesongsto
flow forth smoothly. Many people think that
songwriting is a gift only for those who are
musically inclined or those who specifically are
songwriters. But to Methis does not gauge who
receivessongs, or towhom | desireto give heav-
enly melodiesand lyrics.

74. Prophecy fell under thisfalseassump-
tion to begin with, with peoplefeeling that only
those who had the “extra spiritual” gift would
be able to receive My Words in prophecy. Yet
My time cameto make the gift of prophecy avail-

able to all, and if each individual would open
themselves up to Me, then | would pour My
Spirit, My Words, and My answers down on
them. For most it was a step of faith, of ventur-
ing beyond their personal expectations, and
believing Mewhen My Word says, “ Open your
mouth and | will fill it.” As people have culti-
vated the habit of hearing from Me and getting
My Words, it's become much easier for them to
bring a question to Me and then get quiet and
receive an answer.

75. Receiving songsfollowsasimilar pat-
tern. For many it's now second nature to be
able to receive My Words, and thisis why the
lyrics for songs are often easier to get. They
tend to have more power and capture the new
moves of My Spirit easily, and overall they flow
more readily and smoothly, and thisis because
it'ssosimilar toreceiving prophecy; infact, itis
prophecy.

76. The flow of the music seems much
harder; the melodiesar enot asoutstanding.
Andyet | have promised that there are millions
of outstanding melodies up here that are just
waiting to be pulled down.

77.How doyou doit? First, acknowledge
that thisisagift that I’m giving to you—not a
gift reserved for those who have these talents
inthenatural, but agift I’m giving to those who
arelessinclined that way, agift that will begiven
to anyone who desires it and will open them-
selves up to receiveit.

78. Thisisadgift that for many will need to
be honed. It will take practice and bringing the
song back to Mefor refinements. Therewill be
hits and misses, but as you keep bringing your
guestionsto Me, as you continue to search out
thewealth of music that fillsthe hallsof Heaven,
you will find themelodiesfilling your heart and
mind aswell. When you receive prophecy, some-
times questions arise that you must bring back
to Me; sometimes you must ask again in order
to get thefull answer. It’sthe samewith receiv-
ing heavenly music. You hone this skill in the
sameway.

79. Music openstheheartsof men; it’ sef-
fectivein waysthat even wor dscannot be. Mu-
sic moves not only the mind, it movesthe heart
and spirit, and that’swhy it’s so much harder to
receive—the Enemy will attempt to hinder the
flow of it all the more because of its power to



penetrate the innermost being of man.

80. Sowhen it’safight and a struggleto
receive a song, know that it’sworth fighting
for! That song will be a unique and powerful
weapon against the Enemy that will encourage
and strengthen My children and bring many to
Me. (End of message from Jesus.)

81. (Jesus:) I do understand that it's
sometimes harder to get the melodies
than itis to get the lyrics. It's frustrating at
times because you feel stuck in a rut, and
even if you do want to get a new and differ-
ent melody, you end up doing the same old
routine. But if you will tune in to My Spirit
and ask Me, claiming the power of the keys,
| promise that you will get more than you
ask for.

82. 1 have so many new melodies that
| want to give you. There is so much up
here that is practically unheard of on Earth,
and which | wish to give you now. | can give
you new tunes and sounds if you have the
faith and if you ask Me for them. | will with-
hold nothing from you. | can give you so
much more than you already have. It may
be hard at first to tune in to something
brand-new, something you've never heard
before; but the more you do it, the more
your faith grows, and before you know it
you'll have some of the most beautiful and
powerful melodies ever!

83. (Question:) Arethere any prerequi-
sitesto being abletoreceivethismusic?

84. (Jesus:) It’samatter of opening your
vessel and letting M e pour intoyou. It will be
humbling, because you will have to be open to
people critiquing and asking questions, and in
some cases you'll have to bring the song back
to Meand ask for the melody to be given again,
or for parts to be rewritten. But those who re-
ceive these songs should not feel that they’'re
an inadequate channel, and that because they
don't hit it on the first time around they should
give up, or figure that they don’'t have what it
takes.

85.1 promisethat | will pour out thisgift to
thosewho arehumble, thosewhodesiretore-
ceive, and thosewho will willingly yield their
spirit to theimpulsesand gentle guidance of
My Spirit. | long to awaken the gift of heavenly
music that liesdormant in many of you. Many of
you who fedl you don’t have the musical in-
stinct to receive thiswealth and quality of song
that | speak of must not be frightened or put off
by what you consider your inability. | am more
than able to compensate for your lacks.

86. Herein Heaven, all of My children have
their personal song of praiseand adoration to
Me. These are personal songs written by each
individual, telling of their love for Me. These
songs are the most beautiful songs of all, and
are not composed only by thosewho are* gifted”
inmusic. A song has away of reaching the in-
nermost parts of one's being, of speaking di-
rectly to the heart, overwriting logic and remov-
ing you fromtherealm of thecarnal, tolift you to
new heights.

87. The gift of writing songsis one that
can bereceived by any whowill open themsdves
up toit. So open and receive the heavenly mu-
sic that waits to be poured down. It is there;
you must simply reach up and | et the power of
heavenly music lift you, and fill not only you,
but spill out on othersaswell. (End of message
fromJesus.)

More Practical Tips
88. (Jesus speaking:) There are so many
songsthat | want to give. That'sthefirst tip:

» Knowthat | want topour out.I’mjust wait-
ing to givethem through an open channel! Hav-
ing that frame of mind will increase your faith
and receptivity tremendously.

» Haveadictaphonehandy. If you'repraying
for songs, be prepared to receive them at unex-
pected times. “Take a basket to market,” and
have away to receive the melody and record it
so that you can remember it and work oniit later.

» Ifyou'resttingdown toreceivesomething
from Me, spend at least afew momentsprais-
ing M efirst. Praise opensthe channel between
usinthe spirit and creates avacuum that | can-
not resist filling. Love Mewith your words and
lift your hands to praise Me. Tell Me that you
want Me, that you want to put on My mind,
that you want Me to activate heavenly thought




power within you. Singing in tongues is often
very helpful, for it setsyou free in the spirit; it
setsyour mind freeto receive new things, and it
showsyour desperation and humility beforeMe.

» Be open to receiving the words and the
melody in unconventional or unexpected ways.
Sometimes | might start giving you lyrics as
you' rereading My Word, or averse or achorus
or asong idea. Have a pen and notepad handy,
and jot thoseideas down! The morefaithful you
arewithwhat | giveyou, themorel will want to
give you, because | know you’'ll do something
withit. It'sthe samewith melodies. Sometimes|
might give you the melody before you have any
ideawhat the song is about. Be open and ready
and expectant.

» Don’t beashamed toask for help, tosing
your songfor othersand ask for their advice
and input. Of course, before doing so, pray to-
gether that you will all be open channelsto Me
and that you will put on My mind. | don’t want
you to get distracted or discouraged with ideas
that are not of Me, but at the sametime| want to
prepare your hearts that often | will choose to
work through ateamwork of people, not only to
add variety and flavor, but also to show that it's
only of Me, it isatrue song of Heaven.

» Don'twait for areally“wow” ideaor meody
or wor dsto acompletesongto cometoyou be-
foreyou start doing somethingwith it! Just like
with prophecy, often you only get afew words,
and as you're faithful to give those, you re-
ceivemore, sowill | often giveyoujust part of a
song, and when you start to work with it and
suck for more, morewill come!

» Claimthekeyswhen you gointoany time
of receiving from M e. Claim the keysfor recep-
tivity, agood vacuum in the spirit, against dis-
tractions and your own thoughts, and that you
will be ready to receive all that | want to pour
out. (End of message from Jesus.)

89. (Mama:) As | explained in FSM 298,
“Songs Cascading Down,” which told the
story behind receiving the songs from
Heaven that are on the “Open for Love” tape,
and as the Lord has also explained about
the spirit stories we receive and publish,
there is a difference between receiving
prophecy which is direct counsel and in-
struction, and receiving songs or spirit

stories in prophecy. In the latter case, the
Lord often likes to work in teamwork with
us, and is open to our coming back to Him
and even working with others on fine-tun-
ing the lyrics or story line, as the case may
be. The Lord touched on this in the preced-
ing prophecies in this GN, but here’s a little
added instruction from our Husband along
these lines.

90. (Jesus speaking:) There will be
times when the song will come perfectly
all in one shot—it will flow and it will be
exactly right. However, the majority of the
times you'll have to work at it alittle more.
| allow that because I like to work with you
on things; | like for you to leave behind your
carnal mind and practice taking on My mind
and receiving the things of the spirit. So
don't be discouraged or think that you didn’t
get it right if your song needs a bit of work
and teamworking help from Me and others.
That's the way it will often be. | don’t con-
sider it disrespectful or unthankful if you
come back to Me for fine-tuning or changes.
Just be sure that you're open to Me, and
that you're not trying to change it because
your tastes or preferences are so narrow
that they might limit what | want to give. It's
going to be fun, working together on this
project! (End of message from Jesus.)

91. (Mama:) What areyou going to doabout
it, dear Family?IstheLord callingyou?Yes, He
is! He'scalling each one of you! Thisisan excel-
lent opportunity to practice using the gift of
heavenly thought power. Remember that one of
the manifestations of it is gifts and abilities be-
yond those of your natural capabilities. It's an
excellent opportunity to claim the power of the
keys. It'swonderful practicefor your channel in
receiving new thingsfromthe Lord. It'sagood
opportunity to do the humble thing. There are
so many outstanding benefits for your spirit!

92. And besides all that, receiving new
songsisareal need. Our present musiciansand
studios are doing all they can. In fact, they're
doing awonderful job, God blessthem. But we
need your help too! We need songs that we can
singinthe Family that take usin the direction of
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wherethe Lord isleading us, that reinforce the
principles of the spirit He's teaching us, that
remind us of what He'strying to do through us
and with us. We need those songs! They will
help to strengthen and unite us.

93. 1 know the L ord will pour out abun-
dantly as you ask. Just as He promised spirit
stories, and we received spirit stories; He chal-
lenged us to learn to ask Him everything, and
many of you have made that a good solid habit
inyour lives, He has now promised us songs—
both words and mel odies—in prophecy, if we'll
bewilling to do the hard work of receiving them
and going back to Him until they’rejust right.

94. |f you want to take up thischallenge
personally, | suggest you ask theL ord for His
personal instruction toyou at theearliest poss-
ible opportunity. Don’'t wait for amore*“ideal”
time. In our busy lives, the Enemy can pretty
much always convince us that we' re too busy
or that a better time is right around the corner.
The Lord isusually trying to get us to take up
the challengeimmediately, knowing that as soon
as we step out by faith, with nothing under-
neath us but His promises, He has a miracle
waiting to catch us and carry us to where He
wants us to be. I'm looking forward to hearing
from many of you! Thanksfor being such will-
ing, empty vessels for our Husband. He sure
hasalot to give!

How to send in your songs:

1. Before sending your song in, be sure
the song has been played for others, and
that it is generally liked. It would be good to
have some sort of “thumbs up” by the local
Family before submitting the song to WSA
(the WS Audio department). Both lyrics and
music should be auditioned by others, if at
all possible.

2. If there is no music to your lyrics,
please indicate this in your communica-
tions. Or, if you only have sections of music
—i.e., an unfinished song—please also in-
dicate this in your communications.

3. Music and lyrics can be sent to Barry
and Windy at wsaudio@OurMail.com. A
simple Word file of the song lyrics and cred-
its information is sufficient. Please note
sections of the song; i.e., verses, choruses,
bridges, etc.

4. Songs must be submitted in an
.wma (Windows Media Audio) 56k (low
sample rate) file in order to keep the file
size small for e-mail. If you prefer to send
us a CD of your songs, that's fine, as long
as they are in a low sample rate .wma for-
mat, as described above. E-mail us and
we will forward you the snail-mail details.

5. Your demo does not need to be any-
thing more than you and your guitar or key-
board as you sing the song.

6. Please be sure to list the following
at the top of your Word file:

a. Name, age, and location.

b. Full credits; i.e., composer of lyrics,
and music (if different person).

c. Intended audience for song; i.e.,
TCD, NF (New Feature), LJ (Loving Jesus),
or children’s song.

d. Style of song.

7. If you are new to songwriting, please
experiment first amongst your friends and
family rather than submitting everything you
receive right off the bat. As mentioned in
the preceding counsel from the Lord and
Mama, once you and others feel that your
song is ready for presentation, then please
send it in.
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
