Raising Junior Teen Disciples

Dearest Family,

HISGN isdedicated to those of you who

livewith or near ajunior teen. Whether or

not you' retheir parent, teacher, or official shep-
herd, the Lord has made it clear that our chil-
dren are each of our responsibility (see MLs
#3056:43-89, Lifdines23; #3388:157-178, GN
984). Especially when our kidsreach thejunior
teen age, they often greatly benefit from the
involvement of someone other than their par-
entsto help themin their training and decision-
making. They’ re sometimesso familiar with their
parentsthat it'shard for their folksto givethem
thediscipleship training they vitally need at that
age. That’s not to say that you who are parents
can’t or shouldn’t be involved—you definitely
should—but it often takes more than just the
parents to pull them through.

2. Our junior teensareavery needy age
group. They are our up-and-coming disciples
and will soon be voting Home members. Unfor-
tunately, it's all too easy to put off the serious
investment of time that is needed to help them
become disciples, because each of your Homes
and lives are very busy. You're also probably
used to thejunior teensin your Home being the
way they are; you might still berelating to them
as children, or you might be so accustomed to
the problems they’re having and the way they
are “crying” for help that you don’t really no-
ticeanymore.

3. Thisgroup of teensthat wehavenow is
alsoanew breed, anew generation, and some
of you are finding that the methods that used to
work with our teens don’t have the same effect
or impact with this group. In some ways, they
seem moreimmature than any junior teenswe' ve
had in the past, which, given the circumstances,
is understandable. Many of them haven’t had
to carry the responsibility in their Homes and
with their younger brothers and sistersthat our
first teens did, because there have been older
teensand SGAs around to carry that workload,
and because there hasn’t been the same intense
need for their help, they haven't been pushed
into learning and taking on that responsibility.

4. At thesametime, theworld climatebe-
ingwhat it istoday, they'reexposed to strong
negative influences that our previous genera-
tions of teens didn’t have to contend with to the
same extent. Combinethat with the ever-increas-
ing spiritual battle and the way the Enemy is
fighting them, and it's easy to seethat they need
a lot of help, support, encouragement and
prayersif they’ regoing to becomewhat the Lord
has destined for them to be.

5. Youngteensarean agegroup that’sin-
timidating for some people. Many people are
hesitant to get involved in hel ping teens; some-
how they feel that the qualificationsaretoo high,
or that they’re not smart enough or whatever.
The teen years are, admittedly, a tumultuous
and difficult timeto live through, and often the
teens“share” those difficultieswith whoever is
living around them. The teens can act like they
know it all, and their sometimes crusty or dis-
respectful, rebellious exterior can make you feel
that they’ d really rather just beleft alone. Even
if it's obvious they need help, they can make
you count the cost before trying to do some-
thing about it.

6. But they'realso oneof theneediest age
groups. Inside they’re desperate for direction,
encouragement, love, support, understanding,
guidance, guidelines and training. They in-
tensely need to feel security and unconditional
love. They need to know someone noticesthem
andisconcerned, and iswilling to help them no
matter what the cost. It's not an easy ride by
any means, but if you don't give up on loving
them and trying to help, eventually they open
up and you get visible results.

7.1tistruethat therearecertain qualities
that junior teensfind moreappealingor attrac-
tiveor easier torespect than others, andit’s
truethat somepeoplejust haveagift for relat-
ingtothat agegroup. TheLord hasgivenalot
of very good counsel about how to relate to
that age and how to better be the role models
that they need and will look up to, and we're
going to be getting that counsel to you just as
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soon as possible. But in the meantime, please
don’t be intimidated. The Lord has a role for
each of you to play, so don’t let the Enemy scare
you out of it! And if you need to work on chang-
ing afew habits or the way you react to things,
that might just be agood thing. Why not let this
be the motivation you need to become easier for
everyone to get along with, get out of the rut
you'vebeenin, or get victories over somethings
that have been bugging you and hindering you
for awhile?It’soften easier to changefor some-
one else’s sakethan it isto changejust because
you know it would be good. So hereyou havea
very good reason, a very serious reason to be-
comemore Christ-likein nature, morefreeinthe
spirit, more of anew bottlein every way! Seizeit!

8. TheLord hasrecently told usthat we
should look at our junior teensmor easpoten-
tial disciples, rather than children who have
grown up in the Family and are expected to al-
ready know the basics and be strong in their
foundation of faith. For various reasons, many
of our juniors have missed receiving those basic
foundation classes and having their questions
answered. In many cases they don’t yet have
much of a personal relationship with Jesus. Of
course, I’'m not saying this is the case across
the board. There are some junior teenswho are
well ontheir way to being full-fledged disciples.
But alot of them are very weak in their founda-
tion of faith, and if we' re going to keep them, we
need to make an all-out push to help them be
strengthened. Whether or not they decide to
go on for the Lord once they are of age is en-
tirely up to them, of course. Our part isto give
them a good foundation now and help them
adjust and makeit through these difficult years,

so that when thetime comesfor them to make a
choice, they have the preparation that they need
to be able to make the right one.

9.InthisGN I will sharewith you just a
few select messages of the counsel the Lord
has given about our junior teens, and a few
guestionsyou can ask the L ord to get you started
in better understanding and helping the onesin
your Home and area. Wewould haveliked to get
all the counsel to you right away, but because of
thetiming of the upcoming study-course month,
and Christmas and the Feast soon after that, we
just weren't able to. Please pray we can get the
remainder of it to you soon.

10. With theboar dsgettingup and rolling,
you ar e probably also feeling increased sup-
port and help with your teensfrom your local
JT board, more activities for the teens to par-
ticipatein, or at least someonethat you can talk
toor call for prayer when you needit. God bless
the boards! But the boards can’t do it dl. It's
going to take each and every Home and each
and every person getting involved in order to
“win” our teens and make disciples of them.

Ways to Win Your Junior Teens

11. (Jesusspeaking:) Thefirst step to help-
ingyour junior teensistorecognizethem for
what they are: hungry littlestray sheep, wait-
ing to bewon to M e, waiting to find their true
purpose in life, waiting for that unconditional
love to surround them and pull them into the
foldin spirit. Instead of treating them as children
or expecting themto act like Homemembers, treat
them as potential new disciples—waiting to be
won and trained, who have the potential to go
on to wonderful lives of servicefor Me.

12. Especially in thisday and age, with all
that your junior teenshave experienced and
been exposed to, and with the heightened attack
on them by the dark forces of the spirit world,
they need to be “won” in away that even pre-
vious generations did not. Many are seriously
lacking in many foundation areas. They have
guestions. They are frustrated and looking for
something to invest their energy in. They have
very specific needs which must be met in order
for them to bewilling to commit to anything. All
these are things that you must seek Me about
inregardsto your specificjunior teens. But there
areafew key pointsthat apply acrossthe board
that 1 will outlinefor you here.




B Pray for them—and pray against

every evil spirit fighting them

13. 1) They arebeing fought heavily by the
for ces of the netherworld. Even if you don’t
see their potential, Satan does, and he has
launched a very heavy attack against them—
and against all of your young peoplein the Fam-
ily. But hefeelsthat with thejunior teenshewill
be more successful, for in most cases they are
not yet grounded in Me, and will moreeasily be
pulled away.

14. Tocounter thisattack, you must inter -
cedefor themin prayer consistently, faithfully,
desper ately. Prayer iswhat will winthiswar and

help them to be free of the attacks for periods
long enough to recognize My truth and have
the opportunity to make the right choices.

15. Pray specifically against Pan, Bacchus,
Arakan, Apotheon, and L ethargy. Ask Meto
speak to you and show you who elseisfighting
against your teens. Depending on their ministry
and the potential that they have, there are demons
specifically trying to hinder them and hold them
back inthe areasthey have the most potentia in.
Onceyou know who you arefighting, pray against
them specifically. Learnto recognizetheir influ-
enceandfightitin prayer, claiming the power of
the keysto fight for your children.

16. (Mama:) Recently theLord revealed to
usanother demon whofightsusvicioudly. His
nameisArakan. Our wonderful Husband wants
usto be knowledgeabl e about these dark forces
who fight us so that we can specifically rebuke
them in the power of the keys and be aware of
the way they will try to influence us. Some of
our channels were working on an important GP
project and the Lord showed usthat Arakan was
specifically assigned to try to hinder their chan-
nels. Here are excerpts of what the Lord said.

17. (Jesus speaking:) Arakan is a chief
demon of confusion and depression. Call him
out by name and do not let him hide in the re-
cesses of your mind. Resist him by name, re-
bukehim by name, and hewill flee! Heisstrong
in hisown might, but heisnothing compared to
the power of the keys, which must be used to
rebuke him.

18. Hereisakey you can useevery timeto
resist him:

| resist Arakan by the power of the keys. |
rebuke him and bind his power over my mind
through the power of the keys. Get thee
hence, for | am about Christ's business!

19. Say thewords, “| resist you, Arakan,
inthepower of thekeys! Begone!” and hewill
flee. He is not a confrontational devil; he pre-
fers the shadows and the dark muddles, like an
octopus who clouds the waters in order to es-
cape. When you begin to fight him, he will at-
tempt to cloud your mind and confuse you. He
is a chief among demons of confusion and de-

pression. He stands under Oplexicon and Satan
and seeks to hinder this project.

20. You arenot asused to finding out who
is behind the Enemy’s attacks asyou areto
praying against hisattacks. | want you to be-
comemorevigilant in seeking out theroot of the
problem and seeking out the names of the spe-
cific demons who are attacking you so that you
can receivetheir namesand bind them by name.

21. Thisisoneof theprincipal methods of
attack againgt spiritual power s—call them out
by name. Ask their name, and they are bound to
identify themselves to you so that you can at-
tack them. Ask and you will receivetheir names,
and | will usetheir exposureto help youwinthe
victory. Fight against Arakan—the muddler of
channels, the clouder of minds and confuser of
thoughts. Break his power over you through the
keys. Rebuke him by name, and do not let his
confusion reign over you. (End of message from
Jesus.)

22. (Mama:) We then asked the Lord
whether thisdemon wasonly fightingthispar-
ticular project or whether hewastryingtofight
theFamily asawhole. Here' swhat the Lord said.

23. (Jesus speaking:) Prophecy is one of
your most important weaponsof thespirit. The
Family must be able to hear from Me, either
through their own personal channel or through
someone else's channel. It's one of the most
important links you have with Me.

24. Arakan not only fightsthisparticular
project, but heand hisminionsfight all chan-
nels and try to confuse and muddy their mind.



25. Hefirst enter swith thoughtsof discour -
agement or depression, telling youthat you can't
beagood channdl, thisistoo hard, you can’t hear
from Me about this, you won't get it right, and
trying to convince you that in the end you' re go-
ing to be even more discouraged because you
didn’t get avery good message. He hits channels
before they St down to hear from Me and tries to
belittle, discourage, and confusetheir thoughts.
It's a serious attack of Arakan, the demon of
confusion, when it comesto anything to do with
channeling, speaking, or delivering My message.

26. Arakan fights hearing My voice in
prophecy, hearing My direction and counsel,
and delivering it through speaking or writing or
teaching. He can have a big effect on those do-
ing computer work, programming, anything that
requires high concentration.

27.1told you sometimeback that thetypes
of battlesyou’d experiencewould be unique,
strange, thingsyou’ venever experienced be-
fore—and that’sbecause the power of many
demonshasbeen unleashed. I’m allowing you
to comefaceto facewith them because you need
to be aware of them and know who they are by
name, so that you can verbally rebuke them in
the power of the keysand destroy their power in
your lifeand work. It'sanew battlein the spirit
with many demons on theloose, and the Family
has to recognize this and be prepared to fight
them in the power of the keys.

28. 1t’snot only something that you and
your Homes in WS need to be awar e of and
fight against; the Family also needsto bepre-
pared tofight thedemonsof Hell. Arakan and
others have been unleashed to do their dirty
work throughout the Family. He's prepared to
attack anyone who needs to focus and concen-
trate on My work—any channel, teacher, speaker,
writer, editor, programmer, anyonewho needsto
give a presentation, counsel people, or answer
guestions—in short, anyone who needsto have
their presence of mind and clear thinking. That's
his power, to confuse and muddle, and as are-
sult, cause discouragement and depression.

29. Thepower you haveisgreater! Call on
the power of the keys, rebuke any demon by
name, and their effect on you will be destroyed.
It's My promise. Stand on it! Hold the keysin
your hand and rebuke the Enemy, and he will
flee. The keys of the Kingdom will destroy the
power of Arakan. Call on the keys and send
their full impact to destroy any demon of Hell.
As soon as you claim the keys and rebuke that
demon by name, your thoughts will be clear,
your mindwon’t be muddled, and you'll beable
to do the work | put before you. (End of mess-
agefromJesus.)

30. (Mama:) When the Lord mentioned
Arakan asonewhofightsour young people, |
asked theL ord to explain how hefightsthem.

31. (Jesus speaking:) Hewor kswith Pan
intherealm of themind. Young peopleareal-
ready prone to confusion and depression, be-
causethey’rein the stage of figuring thingsout,
guestioning everything, and at timesdon’t have
asolid frame of reference whereby to judge ex-
periences, so they can be affected to a much
greater extent, influenced much more greatly by
guestions that come to them or events that dis-
courage them.

32. Arakan workstokeep them from their
focus. He naturally fights their channels to
hinder their hearing from Me, but he also tries
to keep them from concentrating and really ben-
efiting from My Word, fromtheir schooling, from
the experiences of lifethat | would useto teach
them. Hetriesto hinder them from communi cat-
ing clearly what ison their hearts, and discour-
ages them when they try. He tries to muddle
and confuse all he can. He tries to block their
receptivity to My Spirit and their understand-
ing of thethingsthat happen around them. This
iswhy you must pray against his influence on
them, for their lives are muddled enough with-
out Arakan further hindering them from having
a clear perspective and understanding. (End of
message from Jesus.)

33. (Mama:) The Lord has emphasized
timeand again how bigaroleour prayersplay
inthelivesof our teensand children. | know we
all really want to be prayer warriorsfor our chil-
dren, but it's so easy to let the day-to-day busi-
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ness and emergencies crowd out our interces-
sory prayer time—which isreally the most im-
portant task we could accomplish.

34. Ask theL ord what will work for you in
your situation, and makeit your priority. Putit



at the top of your to-do list for the day. Carry
your keys promises with you so that you can
pray whenever you have aspare minute. Makea
habit of praying asyou put the baby to sleep or
while you' re brushing your teeth. Dedicate the
first ten minutes of your daily prayer vigil to
your children, and all our childreninthe Family.
Compilealist of specific requestsfor your teens,
and give each adult inthe Homeacopy. Or each
of you take one of the teens and focus your
prayers on them for a week, and then switch
names. Of course, some of these things might
need to be confidential, because you don’t want
your teens to be hurt or stumbled or bothered
by finding out they’ rethe focus of your prayers.
But the Lord can show you how to pray specifi-
cally and remember to do so, without jeopardiz-
ing their trust and ability to feel comfortableand
be themselves.

35. However you chooseto go on theoffen-
sivewith prayer for your teens, the Enemy will
fight tooth and nail tokeep you fromit, because
he knows that it means his defeat. So if you
don’'t get any other point from this GN, get this
one: Our teens need our focused, concentrated
prayers. They need usto fight for them, to claim
thekeysfor them, towin victoriesfor them. The
battle is too great for them, but thisis the way
we can lighten it—through our prayers. Lord
help us not to fail to pray!

Please claim the power of the keys in
each of the following requests for our
junior teens:

1) That they will feel a need for the Word,
have fun Word times, get interested in it and
turned on by it, and learn to hunger for it and
love it. Against familiarity with the Word, the
Lord and His Spirit.

2) That they will know they are important
to the Lord and to feel that importance; to
have faith that He has a special and very
personalized plan for them.

3) Against the Enemy’s evil spirits that
fight them and try to hinder them fulfilling
their calling—specifically against Pan,
Bacchus, Arakan, Apotheon, and Lethargy.

4) That we will look at them as new dis-
ciples who need to be won to the Lord, and
manifest that love in all our interactions with
them. Against familiarity on our part.

B Ground them in the Word
(Jesus continues:)

36. 2) You must makea concerted effort to
ground them in theWor d. Whether your Home
hasfour voting members or 16, whether you're
busy full timewith Activated meetingsor you're
a service center, you must make time to pray
about how to get your teens turned on to the
Word, and then you must make time to imple-
ment what | show you. Thisisvery important.

37.Many of your junior teensarelacking
intheir foundation intheWor d. They don't know
theBibleor theolder L etters. They read the New
Wine, but in many cases, the foundation stones
of their faith are weak. They need strengthen-
ing. And by strengthening, | don’'t mean just an
hour a day of study hall or being force-fed by
reading to them. | mean getting in there with
them and finding their key, seeking Me asto how
to help inspire them to hunger after My Word,
and then working at it until you' re successful.

38. With per secution approaching, unless
they arestrengthened they will beaweak link
that the Enemy will try to strikeat. They must
be prepared. They will be the arrows in your
quiver, those who give an answer in the gate,
those who turn many to righteousness if they
areprepared. If they are not prepared, they will
suffer, youwill suffer, the Kingdom will suffer.

39. (Mama:) If you will stop and ask the
Lordabout your individual teens, | don’t doubt
that Hewill giveyou excdllent ideasastowhat
tostart with, how tofind their key, what will inter-
est them and get them turned on, and even how
to adjust your schedulein order to accommodate
theincreased work it will requireto get aprogram
rolling and be consistent with it. But it’'s one of
those things that you can’t afford not to do.

40. TheL ord might show you to havea sep-
aratedevotionsor Word study for them. Or He
might show you to gear your morning devotions
to them, with the songs, skits, participation,
movie clips, research, united times of hearing
from Him, and applying the Word that they
would relate to and which would help them to
grasp it better. He might show you to include
theminyour Bible studiesfor your Active mem-
bers, or to get them to help you teach the Bible
study, which would require you going over the
material beforehand together to help them learn
it and befamiliar withit.



41. Oncethey get moreturned on to the
Word and thetreasuresthat it holds, you can
givethem projectsto do on their own with a
goal. For example, reading all the age-appropri-
ate Letters on a certain subject and compiling
the key quotes, and then giving a devotions or
class on the subject to your Home or Active
members; making a quote book along acertain
theme that they or someone else could really
use; working through the CV C reading lists on
a certain subject. There are many possibilities
or combinations, and the Lord will show you
what will work best in your situation.

B Ask Mewhat their needs are

and how to meet them
(Jesus continues:)

42. 3) You need to get to know them per -
sonally, and seek M eastotheir needsand how
tobest fill them. Don’t assumethat you already
understand them and know what they need, just
because you've lived with them for years or
you have watched their outward appearance.

43. Just likeyou would pray and seek Me
about howtohandleyour potential new disciples
and how to best give them their foundation,
how to best present various subjects and help
them to understand without stumbling them,
you should do the same with your junior teens.

44, Throw off thefamiliarity that hasbuilt
up, seeing them aschildren or asyoung mem-
bersof your Home, and ask Meto help you see
them as | see them—as potential disciples—
potential becausethey could go far for Me. But
whether or not they will isup to you and what
you do to train them and win them now.

45. (Mama:) At theend of thisGN I'vein-
cluded aligt of questionsthel ord gavefor each
Homemember, 16 and over,toask Him. That's
agood starting point for each of you to reevalu-
ateyour relationship with thejunior teensinyour
Home and areaand learn how it should change
and become better. Please ask the Lord to strip
away thefamiliarity and any previousexperience
that you've had that would prevent you from
seeing the teens asthe Lord seesthem, with the
potential that He knows lies within them, and
ask Him how you can draw out that potential.

46. Some of them can have pretty rough
exteriors, and there snoonemagic solution to
makeall their problemsgo away, but the Lord
can tell you where to start and direct each step

from then on, if you're faithful to continue to
hear from Him about it. | know that soundstime-
consuming, but it’'smuch more efficient than try-
ing to figure it out yourself and having to try
multiplethingsbeforeyoufinaly, if ever, hiton
the key.

47. Besideshearing from the L ord about
your teens, another thing you can do that really
helpsto get rid of familiarity and givesyou more
understanding is praying for them, each one
individually by name, in detail. Asyou pray, the
Lord will bring thingsto your mind about them
that you never really noticed before, you'll gain
adeeper understanding of them and their needs,
you'll start to realize why they do things, and
your love for them will grow. You'll also start
noticing the areasthey need prayer for, and will
inturn be ableto pray more specificaly. Try it!

B Witnessing can work wonders

in their lives
(Jesus continues:)

48. 4) Get them out witnessing and feeding
thesheep. Ask Mehow to incorporatetheminto
that aspect of your Home, and bewilling to make
sacrificesin order to implement My answer.

49. You might haveto stay homewith the
kidssothat they can go out. You might haveto
cut back on your budget in order to freeup time
that would normally be spent on fundraising to
instead be deep witnessing time. You might have
to do dishes more often, or JJT, in order to let
them havetimefor witnessing classes, and then
timeto go out and apply those classes. But what-
ever sacrificesyou make, they will pay off even-
tually. It'san investment in the future, one that
will not bring in immediate obvious dividends,
except for My blessingsfor your obedience. So
be prepared for that, but know that itisworthiit,
and keep doing it consistently.

50. Your teensneed tobeableto pour out
and feed other sthemeat of theWord. They need
that training and that experience. Seeing the
hunger that the lost have for the Word, seeing
My counsel change someone'slife, will inspire
their faith and help them to realize the wealth
that istheirs. It will bring tolife all that they’ve
been taught and become familiar with. Witness-
ing on adeep level, being faced with the ques-
tions of your sheep and Active members, will
make them want to dig in to My Word and find
theanswersthemselves. It will givethem asense
of fulfillment, of belonging, of being needed.




51. Includethem inyour classesand Bible
studies as assistants, inspirationalists, and
hosts. Givethem real responsibility—not just in
name only, or busywork, but real seriousrespon-
sibility. Give them training as they go. Teach
them the classes, and then turn them around
and have them teach the classes. That's how
they'll realy learn. That'show they’ Il beinspired
to learn. That's how they’ Il have a vacuum for
more, isif they are pouring out.

52.(Mama:) Thisisareal key. Our young
people can be so familiar with the abundance of
truth that they’ ve been raised with that it doesn’t
mean anything to them anymore. It’s not excit-
ing or even interesting to them. But being faced
with thevery great hunger that the Lord’'s sheep
have for the Words of David and our radica
message will help them to realize what awealth
they’vebeen given. It will bringtolifeand help
them realize the value of the Word and the spiri-
tual principles that they know so well. It will
also help them to fedl useful, needed, wanted
and appreciated, asthey givethe Word to others
and watch it change their lives for the better.

53. Of cour se, you can’t sit them in front
of afull classof sheep and expect themtocarry
it aloneon thefirst day. But please ask the Lord
what you should start them on, where to go,
who should take them, what the approach should
be, and any preparations you need to make be-
forehand, and then follow through. Once the
Lord seesyou’ re serious about this, Hewill start
dropping opportunities in your lap, opening
doors for not only cool, in-depth witnessing,
but al so accompanied by the fun and excitement
and adventures that the teens crave so much.

54.1 realizethat financesplay alargepart
inthewitnessing opportunitiesyou decideto
pursue, becauseit's just a fact of life that you
have to keep things running and functioning.
But ask the Lord about that too, because He
has solutions. He'sthe One Whoistelling usto
make a push in this direction, so He must have
miracles up His sleeve to make it possible for
your Home to obey.

55. (Jesuscontinues:) Makingthispush to
win disciplesof your teenswill dowonder sfor
your spiritual lifeand your Home. Knowing that
your juniors need to be taught the basics will
make you review them yourself. Knowing that
you’' rewinning discipleswill help keep you on

your toes, will give you motivation to minimize
ungodly influencesin your own lives, and will
bring up opportunities for Spirit-filled Home
activities to further their growth. Making op-
portunities for them to witness on a deep level
will get you out witnessing with them. Seeking
Me about how to best meet their needswill also
meet yours. Your obedience and conviction will
increase, and so will My blessings increase. It
will bring up the spiritual standard overall and
will not only be successful in making disciples
out of your teens, but it will bring to life your
commitment to discipleship aswell.

60. (Jesusspeaking:) My heart breaksasl
seethe state of many of My junior teens. So
many of them are enclosed in abubble, abubble
of protection, and they |ook out the windows of
their confines and seethe pleasures of thisworld,
the excitement of the outside world, the lights
and siren songsthat call to them. They long for
something more, they feel bored, but they see
no freedom, no excitement wherethey are. They
feel cooped up, confined, and restricted.

| seeit, isthat they arelivingin atype of UFO
or spaceship, aheavenly bubbleof protection
and loveand peace, yet they don’t know it. This
UFO can fly to so many places and your junior
teens could be doing so much that would thrill
them and excite them, but they’ re not. The UFO
is grounded, and most of the junior teens don’t
even know how high their UFO can fly. It'snot
the fault of the junior teens, but it's the fault of
the shepherds, the parents, the older brothers
and sisters, those who | have put in positions
of responsibility, thedriversof these great UFOs
—My Family Homes.

62. 1 look intothecockpit of theUFO, and
therearefolksmilling around. Thereisacom-
puterized flight book that details every destina-
tionimaginable, all of thelocationsthisvehicle
can travel to that the worldlings can never even
experienceor reach fromtheir worldly plane, but
no one is punching in the codes and making it
happen. Nobody seems to notice the junior
teens’ discouragement, boredom, and dissatis-
faction. Slowly they are walking out the door,
one by one, to try to find some excitement and
fun elsewhere.

—and it could very well be you—needs to get
in the driver’s seat and show the teens what
livingforthe Lordisreally all about. You need to
start mapping out those cool destinationsof excite-
ment that will add fire and fervor to your Home,
toyour teens, to your young people! If you don't
start doing something today, morewill walk out
the door, more will leave their calling and elec-
tion, all because they were bored and dissatis-
fied, and because no one cared enough to show
them the joy that can be found in serving Me.

Put down blan-
kets to lie on, and have a fun praise time to-
gether while looking at the stars. Bring along a
guitar for extra fun and inspiration. Sing some
songs of love and praiseto Jesus, or some songs
that made the Revolution.

Help guidethem
intheright direction asthey pray and discussit,
and support them all you canintheir efforts. L et
them provision something special for it, or help
themraisethefundsfor it, to makeit special. Let
them doit how they likeit, and you' || be amazed
at the good ideas and initiative they have.
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79. « Have a unique night dedicated to
praise and loving the L ord with theteensin
your Homeor area. Ask each persontobringa
picture of Jesus that they especialy love (can be
fromaGN, anolder painting, or picture of Jesus,
something from one of the posters, or a down-
load fromthe MO site).

83.« Haveabarbequedinner or lunch some
weekend. Invite the other junior teens in the
area. Combineit with aninspiring Word class, a
united get-out, or both.

84.« Makeacampfireinyour back yard,
on thebeach, or in apark (in accordance with
local laws), and roast marshmallows. Have an
inspiration, tell testimonies, or go around the
circleand ask each other questions; get to know
each other better. The person planning the ac-
tivity could come prepared with specific “talk
time” type questions, such as, “Have you ever
seen an angel?’ or “What is the most embar-
rassing thing that has ever happened to you?”’

85.+ Makebigsignsthat say radical things
about the Endtime or the meaty message you

are getting out, and go out witnessing to an
area of town wherealot of youth hang out. If
you wear clothes that stand out along with the
signs, you will attract even more attention. You
could even paint your faces. The Lord can help
you figure out the specifics that will be both
attention-getting as well as effective and ac-
ceptable in your particular field. Spend a few
hours personal witnessing. Lots of sheep will
be drawn to you and the radical message.

86.+ Goout and doaHoly Ghost samplein
a park, awalking street, or anywherethere
arelotsof peoplesureto seeyou. Practicewit-
nessing skitsbeforehand and sing radical, revo-
[utionary songs. Dance around and be wild and
free. Hand out postersor tractswith our radical
message, not just the milky ones. A lot of people
might think you're crazy, but others who are
searchingwill bedrawnto the Lord’sfree Spirit.

87.+ Thejunior teenscould work on com-
pilingaWor d-based quizfor theHome. Asthey
are reading through different Letters, they can
mark points of interest and turn them into ques-
tions. Once they’ve gathered a good number,
they could host aQuizoramafor the Homeor area.

88. « Get together oneeveningand pull out
the Daily Dex with thelist of Letters and play
charades.

89. » Haveaboard gamenight. Play games
like Scrabble, Pictionary, Bible Pictionary, or
other games you have available.

90. « Every so often get together with the
junior teensand read (either for devotionsor
asan evening activity) some of theaccountsof
Heaven inthe GNsor theolder Letters. There
are spirit trips and cool accounts galore. Close
your eyes and try to imagine you' re there; ask
the Lord to help you to see thingsin the spirit.

91.+ Ask your junior teensif they'd liketo
plan thenext monthly prayer day. You'll besur-
prised by the fresh ideas they’ll have and the
new waysto pray they’ Il useto spice things up.

92.« Haveamediaquestion and answver ses-
sion. Be prepared ahead of time with questions
about our doctrines and beliefs, and see how well
the junior teens are able to answer. This could
be a good springboard for studying the Word
on any of the particular areasthey areweak in.

93. « Have a question and answer night,
where the junior teens bring questions they
would liketo ask the FGAsor SGAsabout things
that they’'re interested in, and the FGAs and
SGA s could ask the junior teens questions.
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94. Naturally, not all of thesewill apply to
every situation. In some countriesyou’ll have
to be more careful about any open withessing,
and it would be wiser not to try the Holy Ghost
sample ideas. In other places the weather will
compel you to find moreinside activities. But if
you don’'t find enough here to get you started,
please just ask me for more, because | love to
impart ideas that will make our junior teens
happy, get them more turned on to the Word,
and help them be more fulfilled. So don’t hesi-
tate to ask! (End of message from Free.)
